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At their recent meeting , 
Lubbock ISD trustees approved 
the elimination of positions at 
Central Office as the first step in 
meeting an anticipated $10 mil-
lion reduction in state funding 
for 2011-12. Bills currently 
under consideration by the Leg-
islature would reduce LISD's 
annual state funding between 
SIO million and $27 million 
below current funding levels. 

While the Legislature has not 
finalized the extent of cuts to 
public education, state law re-
quires school districts to notify 
contract personnel 45 days be-
fore the last day of instruction if 
their contract will not be re-
newed. As a result. April 12 is 
the deadline for LISD to notify 
employees if their jobs will be 
eliminated. 

Dr. Karen Garza, superinten-
dent said, "We consulted our 
legislative delegation and they 
advised us that planning for a 
$10 million reduction was pm-
dent. We owe it to our dedicated 
employees to give them as much 
notice as possible of this in-
evitable reduction in force so 

' they can plan accordingly and 
have the best chance of finding 
other e  employment." LISD 
Board President James Arnold 
added, "The board and adminis-
tration did not enter into this de-
cision lightly. These employees 
are our neighbors. friends and 
tax payers. We simply have no 
other option with the tevel of 
cuts we expect from the state." 

In remarks to the board, Garza 
reiterated that the positions 
being elithinated at central office 
were important jobs that con-
tributed to the academic gains 
and smooth operation of 
schools. "Our schools will feel 
the impact of these central office 
jobs being lost and the good 
work being done by these fine 
employees. In reacting to these 
anticipated revenue reductions, 
our priority is to protect our 
classrooms to the extent possi-
ble," Garza said. 

Contractual employees af-
fected by the reduction in force 
will receive a $10,000 payment 
in consideration for entering into 
a separation agreement with the 
district Full-time non-contrac-
tual employees impacted by the 
reduction in force will receive 
$5,000 and part-time, non-con-
tractual employees will receive 
$2,000 for entering into a sepa-
ration agreement. 

"People experienced and ac-
tively engaged in the legislative 
process did not anticipate these 
dramatic cuts to public educa-
tion when the Legislature con-
vened," Garza said. "We 
certainly did not expect that we 
would be in a position to do a re-
duction in force when the board 
considered my contract in early 
January. For that reason, I have 
requested and the board has 
agreed to remove the increase 
they made to my base salary for 
2011-12." 

In other action, the board ap-
proved the first expenditure of 
funds from the 2010 bond elec-
tion with $7.7 million approved 
for infrastructure to support

responsibility for student learn-
ing; and secondly, a stigmatizing 
school climate that focuses on 
control of students rather than 
creating rigorous and challeng-
ing learning environments. The 
combination of these factors re-
sults in the failure of these stu-
dents to develop an academic 
identity, a lack of achievement 

motivation, the development of 
low self-expectations, disen-
gagement from the learning 
process, academic failure, and in 
far too many instances non-com-
pletion. 

This is a critical period in the 
future education of black chil-
dren. As solutions are being pro-
posed to close the achievement 
gap, none address the destruc-
tive effects of resegregation and 
the stigmatizing environments in 
which poor black and brown 
children are forced to learn. It is 

imperative that black parents 
and the black community be-
come involved in all discussions 
about educational reform. The 
author suggests that the black 
community must re-commit it-
self to the education of black 
children, exercising the same 
fervor as during the initial stages 
of desegregation. She recom-
mends that we must engage in 
yet another crusade, a "fourth 
crusade" to ensure equal educa-
tional opportunities for our chil-
dren.

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At their recent meeting , 
Lubbock 1SD trustees approved 
the elimination of positions at 
Central Office as the first step in 
meeting an anticipated $10 mil-
lion reduction in state funding 
for 2011-12. Bills currently 
under consideration by the Leg-
islature would reduce LISD's 
annual state funding between 
$10 million and $27 million 
below current funding levels. 

While the Legislature has not 
finalized the extent of cuts to 
public education, state law re-
quires school districts to notify 
contract personnel 45 days be-
fore the last day of instruction if 
their contract will not be re-
newed. As a result, April 12 is 
the deadline for LISD to notify 
employees if their jobs will be 
eliminated. 

Dr. Karen Garza, superinten-
dent said, "We consulted our 
legislative delegation and they 
advised us that planning for a 
$10 million reduction was pru-
dent. We owe it to our dedicated 
employees to give them as much 
notice as possible of this in-
evitable reduction in force so 

'they can plan accordingly and 
have the best chance of finding 
other employment." LISD 
Board President James Arnold 
added, "The board and adminis-
tration did not enter into this de-
cision lightly. These employees 
are our neighbors, friends and 
tax payers. We simply have no 
other option with the level of 
cuts we expect from the state." 

In remarks to the board, Garza 
reiterated that the positions 
being eliminated at central office 
were important jobs that con-
tributed to the academic gains 
and smooth operation of 
schools. "Our schools will feel 
the impact of these central office 
jobs being lost and the good 
work being done by these fine 
employees. In reacting to these 
anticipated revenue reductions, 
our priority is to protect our 
classrooms to the extent possi-
ble," Garza said. 

Contractual employees af-
fected by the reduction in force 
will receive a $10,000 payment 
in consideration for entering into 
a separation agreement with the 
district. Full-time non-contrac-
tual employees impacted by the 
reduction in force will receive 
$5,000 and part-time, non-con-
tractual employees will receive 
$2,000 for entering into a sepa-
ration agreement. 

"People experienced and ac-
tively engaged in the legislative 
process did not anticipate these 
dramatic cuts to public educa-
tion when the Legislature con-
vened," Garza said. "We 
certainly did not expect that we 
would be in a position to do a re-
duction in force when the board 
considered my contract in early 
January. For that reason, I have 
requested and the board has 
agreed to remove the increase 
they made to my base salary for 
2011-12." 

In other action, the board ap-
proved the first expenditure of 
funds from the 2010 bond elec-
tion with $7.7 million approved 
for infrastructure to support 
wireless intemet access in all of 
the district's 57 school buildings 
and build a reliable, resilient net-
work. Through a government e-
rate rebate program, $2.9 million 
of the expenditure is expected to 
be reimbursed. Bonds funds are 
designated for capital expendi-
tures such as technology, con-
struction and renovation. State 
law does not allow bond money 
to be used for salaries and other 
operating expenses.
