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Frullo Congratulates Texas Tech On Advancement
Toward Tier-One Designation

Texas Tech University
reached an important milestone
in its pursuit of obtaining tier-
one status, according to a report
released by the Texas Higher
Education Coordinating Board.
Pending a mandatory state audit
in accordance with Texas Educa-
tion Code 62.146(c), the univer-
sity is now eligible to receive
distributions from the National
Research  University Fund
(NRUF).

“This is an important achieve-
ment for Texas Tech,” said State
Representative John Frullo (R-
Lubbock). “I extend my congrat-
ulations to those whose hard
work and dedication have been
instrumental in meeting the re-
quirements to begin benefitting

from this fund.”

Created in 2009, the NRUF
aids Texas universities who are
designated as emerging research
universities and meet established
criteria in continuing their work
in gaining tier-one status. The
82nd Legislature then passed
House Bill 1000 specifying the
criteria used to determine annual
distributions from the NRUF
and defining the distribution
methodology for institutions el-
igible to receive monies from the
fund. _

“This is an exciting moment in
Texas Tech history," Frullo said,
"and a major step toward secur-
ing a prominent rank among the
elite higher learning institutions
of our nation."

Last Oc-
tober, over 16 years later, the
Dallas Morning News wrote that
Robert Duncan has “one of the
most listened-to voices in the

the Desk of

state Senate”.

Comments like those have
typified Senator Duncan’s leg-
islative career. It has been a ca-
reer in which statesmanship has
dominated over politics, leader-
ship over compromise, under-
standing over ignorance, and
integrity and had work over
everything else. Irecall Robert’s
first term in the House, how
quickly it became apparent that
he intended to use his time there
to better the State, and how ef-
fective he was in working with
Republicans and Democrats
alike toward that end, a fact that
helped propel him front and cen-
ter in the public eye. Four years
later, when he followed John
Montford in the Senate, I
thought that for one area of the
State to have such exceptional
leaders, year after year, only
proves that Lubbock has a spe-
cial place in God’s divine plan.
And State Representatives like
John Frullo and Charles Perry
are in the same mold.

Virtually every legislative
session since then, I have
watched as end-of-session anxi-
ety inevitably grows over
whether the good legislation will
pass and the bad will be de-
feated. “It looks bad,” someone

will say. “There’s little time
left.” “It could go either way.”
Then another will ask, “Who’s
carrying the bill? Or “Who's
leading the opposition? And the
answer will be, “Senator Dun-
can.” And then everyone will
breathe a little easier, because if
hard work, a keen mind,
courage, an integrity can prevail,
then they will not falter in
Robert Duncan.

Robert is an accomplished
lawyer—what the media is
given to calling a “super
lawyer”—from a great Lubbock
firm, Crenshaw Dupree &
Milam, the former employer of
one of my colleagues, Phil John-
son. He understands full well the
pressing need in Texas for basic
civil legal services for the poor.
Today, over 6 million Texans
living in poverty qualify for
legal aid. Their needs are great:
veterans returning to broken
families, facing joblessness and
foreclosure, and seeking the
benefits we promised them
when they agreed to risk their
lives for freedom; the elderly;
for whom the golden years have
never gleamed; children living
amidst stress and danger, need-
ing the education that can pro-

vide a future their past never
will; women for whom domestic
violence 1s a matter of life and
death. Legal aid is not another
welfare program. It is a way to
provide legal services necessary
to life in our society.

Hard economic times both in-
crease the need for legal services
and decrease financial support.
[OLTA program—interest on
lawyers trust accounts—has
helped support legal services for
nearly 30 years, but now with
interest rates hovering at zero,
there is little revenue available,
and no dawn in sight. For nearly
40 years, Congress has provided
some federal funding through
Legal Service Corporation, but
that has been cut over 16%, just
in the past year. For Texas, that
means nearly $6M less a year in
federal funds. Lawyers are doing
their share, in my judgment,
more than their share. Just last
week, Dallas lawyers con-
tributed $750,000 for legal serv-
ices in the Dallas area. Every
year, across the State, lawyers
give not only millions of dollars.
Lubbock lawyers join fully in
these efforts.

But lawyers’ willingness to
contribute time and money de-
pends on a strong legal services
operation to contribute to. Lest
legal services organizations fail
completely, the Legislature in
2009 appropriated $20 million,
and 2011 17 million. Though an
infinitesimal part of the State’s
budget, these appropriations
have been vital in proving a
structure to connect the poor
with available help. From the
beginning, Senator Duncan un-
derstood this and pledged his
help. As the long-time chair of
the Senate State Affairs Com-
mittee and a long-time member
of the Senate Finance Commit-
tee, his support was key.

Legal services make eco-
nomic sense; the financial con-
sequences of unresolved legal
problems—domestic violence,
deprived children, denied veter-
ans, forsaken elderly, and on and
on—are a far more burdensome
expense than the cost of provid-
ing legal services to address
them. But even more important
than economics, basic legal
services for the poor is essential
to the integrity of the rule of law.
That is why the Supreme Court
of Texas—I and all my col-
leagues unanimously—support
legal services heart and soul. A
legal system too expensive for
those who need it is a failure. We
do not intend to preside over
such a system. This is not a par-
tisan issue. It is not a Republican
or Democrat, conservative or
liberal.understanding and
courage from its advocates. And
those qualities abound in Robert
Duncan. We gather to salute him
for his efforts. Senator, for your
tireless work for Lubbock and
for Texas, especially for you

Sull, Obama said he had or-
dered his administration to
search for every possible area to
help consumers in the coming
months. He said his administra-
"all-of-the-above strat-
egy," one that includes oil, gas,
wind and solar power, 1s the
"only real solution” to the na-
tion’s energy challenges.

Gingrich quickly dismissed
Obama'’s energy speech as "ex-
cuses and fantasies."

Presidents often get blamed for
rising gas prices, but there’s not
much they can do about them.
The current increases at the
pump have been driven by ten-
sions in Iran and by higher de-
mand in the U.S. as well as in
China, India and other quickly
growing nations.

"Obviously, people go to the
pump all the time, so it’s some-
thing that really hits home with
the voters," said Fred Green-
stein, a Princeton University
professor emeritus of politics.
"It’s an easy issue to talk about,
and not an easy 1ssue to accom-
plish very much on."

In his Miami remarks, Obama
said that despite political criti-
cism of his policies "America 1s
producing more oil today than at
any time in the last eight years.
He also noted that, for the first
time in 30 years, the United
States 1s now exporting more pe-

But Jack Gerard, the president
of the American Petroleum Insti-
tute, challenged Obama’s appar-
ent effort to take credit.

“While o1l production 1s up,
the increase relates almost en-
tirely to investment and leasing
decisions made before, some-
times long before, this adminis-
tration came into office,"” Gerard
said. "The increase 1s also due to
o1l and gas development on pn-
vate and state lands over which
the administration has little or no
control at all.”

Though Obama'’s approval rat-
ing on the economy has climbed,
his negative rating on handling
gas prices i1s stagnant. Just 39
percent approve of what he's
doing there, and 58 percent dis-
approve, according to the new
AP-GFK survey.

Mark Zandi, chief economuist
at Moody's Analytics, said gaso-
line prices are likely to keep ris-
ing as the summer drniving
season approaches. "Increas-
ingly, 1t’s becoming the biggest
threat to the economy,” he said.
"And there is little presidents
can do to influence gasoline
prices in the near term."

Some lawmakers have called
for Obama to release o1l from
the nation’sA Strategic Petro-
leum Reserve.

“Rising gas prices could be the
difference between an economy
that continues to recover and an
economy that sinks back into re-

I'he emergency reserve is kept
in salt caverns in Texas and
Louisiana and contamns about
700 million barrels of oil. There
are 42 gallons in each barrel
Last year, as prices rose, Obama
authorized the sale of 30 million
barrels of oil from the reserve

However, economists suggest
thatA tapping the reserve 10 in-
crease the amount of oil on the
market has only a modest and
temporary effect on gas prices.

Will Obama take that step?
White House spokesman Jay
Camey says, "We never take op-
tions off the table."”

Whitney Houston's Funeral: Her Voice Still Soars

Newark, NJ - After all the
testimonials from relatives and
friends, the songs from legends
and pop stars, the preaching and
even laughter, the raw emotion
of Whitney Houston’s funeral
came down to just one moment:
The sound of her own voice.

As the strains of her biggest
record, “T Will Always Love
You,” filled the New Hope Bap-
tist Church at the end of the
nearly four-hour service Satur-
day and her silver-and-gold cas-
ket was lifted in the air, the
weight of the moment was too
much for her mother to bear.

Gospel singer Cissy Houston
wailed, “My baby! My baby!” as
she was held up by two women
and led out of the church behind
her daughter’s body.

A few steps behind her was the
pop icon’s daughter, Bobbi
Kristina, also crying uncontrol-
lably as she was comforted by
Houston’s close friend, singer
Ray J

It was the most searing scene
on a day with mixed moods as
family, friends and a list of
celebrities - sometimes one and
the same - came to the humble
New Hope Baptist Church,
where Whitney Houston first
wowed a congregation, to re-
member one of music’s legends,
but also a New Jersey hometown
girl.

Houston died the previous Sat-
urday in Beverly Hills, Calif., on
the eve of the Grammys at the
age of 48.

She is to be buried Sunday
next to her father, John Houston,
in nearby Westfield, N.J.

Her death marked the end of a
life of stunning achievement.
Blessed with a voice of great
power and beauty, Houston be-
came one of pop music’s most
successful artists over a career
that spanned nearly three
decades and segued into film
with hits like “The Bodyguard.”

But her life was not without
struggles. An addiction to drugs
and a tumultuous union with ex-
husband Bobby Brown saw her
tumbling from grace.

Both sides of Houston were

recalled at the sérvice at New
Hope, which was filled with
about 300 mourners, including
Oprah Winfrey, Tyler Perry, Ali-
cia Keys, Mariah Carey, Mary J.
Blige, Forest Whitaker, Jennifer
Hudson, Diane Sawyer and
Houston’s cousin, Dionne War-
wick.

“She was someone with a
charmed and a beautiful life,
sometimes misunderstood, even
by herself,” said her sister-in-
law and manager, Patricia Hous-
ton. “But a life nevertheless that
gave joy, happiness, enthusiasm,
peace and beautiful music to
millions of people around the
world.”

Kevin Costner, her co-star in
“The Bodyguard,” said that for
all of Houston’s beauty and suc-
cess, she was still yearning for
approval from the public and
somewhat insecure, a superstar
who “still wondered, "Am I
good enough? Am [ pretty
enough? Will they like me?™’

“It’s a tree we could all hang
from - the unexplainable burden
that comes with fame,” he said.
“Call it doubt. Call it fear. I've
had mine. And I know the fa-
mous in the room have had

theirs.”

Many who spoke talked about
Houston’s unshakable faith in
Jesus Christ. They said it got her
through some of her most diffi-
cult times. Perry recalled a con-
versation where Houston would
look sad when reflecting on her
troubles, but then would hasten
to add that God was taking care
of her.

“The other thing I know for
sure - and this is more important
than anything that she’s done in
her life - Whitney Houston loved
the Lord,” he said.

Fittingly, music played a major
role in the send-off to one of
music’s greatest voices.

Stevie Wonder rewrote lyrics
to “Ribbon in the Sky” for
Houston - “you will always be a
ribbon in the sky,” he sang.

So did gospel’s the Rev. Kim
Burrell for “A Change is Gonna
Come,” which Warwick said
was Houston’s favorite song of
all time. R. Kelly brought the
New Hope Baptist Church to its
feet with a stirring version of “I
Look to You,” the title of Hous-
ton’s final studio album.
