Don Cornelius, ‘Soul Train’
Creator, Is Dead at 75

- '

Don Cornelius was the first to cater to the music tastes of black
teens. He brought black music, fashion and culture to a mainstream
audience with "Soul Train." (Chris Haston / Associated Press / No-

vember 7, 1994)

The 1dea was simple — but
groundbreaking: Create a live
showcase for black music, mod-
eled on "American Bandstand."

Don Cornelius pulled $400
from his own pocket to launch
the dance show on a local
Chicago TV station in 1970. As
host and executive producer of
"Soul Train," he was soon at the
throttle of a nationally syndi-
cated television institution that
was the first dance show to cater
to the musical tastes of black
teenagers and also helped bring
black music, dance, fashion and
style to mainstream America.

In the process of presenting
the soul, funk and R&B of the
day, the Afro-haired, dapper
Comelius became a TV icon, his
sonorous baritone welcoming
viewers to "the hippest trip in
America."

Cornelius, 75, was pronounced
dead at Cedars-Sinai Medical
Center in Los Angeles Wednes-
day, February 1, 2012, after a
family member found him in his
home in Encino with a gunshot
wound to his head, according to
law enforcement sources. The
wound appeared to be self-in-

flicted, but the death was being
investigated by police. Friends
say he had been in poor health.

On Wednesday, those who
knew Cornelius recalled his im-
pact on American culture.

"Don was a visionary and
giant in our business," producer
and composer Quincy Jones said
in a statement. "Before MTV
there was 'Soul Train'; that will
be the great legacy of Don Cor-
nelius. His contributions to tele-
vision, music and our culture as
a whole will never be matched."

Aretha Franklin said Comelius
"united the young adult commu-
nity single-handedly and glob-
ally."

"With the inception of 'Soul
Train,’ a young, progressive
brother set the pace and world-
wide standard for young aspiring
African American men and en-
trepreneurs in TV — out of
Chicago," Franklin, who ap-
peared on the show, said in a
statement. "He transcended bar-
riers among young adults. They
became one."

"Soul Train," which moved to
Los Angeles and entered na-
tional syndication in 1971, fea-

cluding James Brown, Marvin
Gaye, the Jackson 5 and Barry
White.

With its catchy introduction
featuring an animated, psyche-
delic smoke-spewing locomo-
tive, "Soul Train" became
destination TV for teenagers
across America in the '70s.

Magic Johnson was one of
them. "Every Saturday morning
[ looked forward to watching
'Soul Train,' as did millions of
other people," Johnson, chair-
man of Soul Train Holdings,
said in a statement. "'Soul Train'
taught the world how to dance!
Don's contribution to us all is
immeasurable."

Beyond the music and the
artists featured on "Soul Train,"
much of its popularity was at-
tributed to the young dancers on
the show.

Cornelius' teen dance party
featured the talents of some of
the best young dancers in the
area, and one of the show's most
popular features was the "Soul
Train" line, with dancers going
down the line and showing off
their best moves.

Among those who went on to
later fame are actress Rosie
Perez, singer Jody Watley, rap-
per MC Hammer and Jeffrey
Daniel, who taught Michael
Jackson how to moonwalk.

In his 1996 book "Funk: The
Music, the People and the
Rhythm of the One," Rickey
Vincent called "Soul Train" the
"most undiluted showcase of
black sexuality in the country”
and "a cultural mecca for the en-
tire decade of the '70s."

That there was a need for such
a show was obvious to Cor-
nelius, who had launched his ca-
reer in radio only a few years
before the show's debut.

"It was a period when televi-
sion was a very white medium,
and that didn't make sense to
me," he told Billboard magazine
in 2005, the year he received the
Trustees Award from the
Recording Academy for lasting
contributions to culture as the
creator of "Soul Train."

"I wanted to bring more of our
African American entertainment
to not only the black [niche]
viewers but to the crossover
viewers as well," he said.

Robert Santelli, executive
producer of the Grammy Mu-
seum in Los Angeles, told The
Times on Wednesday that "'Soul
Train' was to soul music what
'American Bandstand' was to
early rock 'n' roll, and Don Cor-
nelius was like a black Dick
Clark.

This is February, 2012 and
once again it is time for the
Super Bowl, number 46 or XLVI
if we think in Roman numerals.

He has done and still is doing a
great job in resurrecting eco-
nomic stability in this country,
fostering peace in the world and
keeping America on a steady
and profitable path as the great-
est nation in the world.

The birthdays of two former
celebrated Presidents of the
United States are this month as
well; Abraham Lincoln and

George Washington. They both
figure in the celebration of Black
History. Abraham Lincoln has
been given credit for freeing the
slaves in this Emancipation
Proclamation of 1862 which was
to be effective on January 1,
1863 though the actual emanci-
pation came with the enactment
of the Thirteen Amendment to
the U. S. Constitution in 1865.
Many slaves were freed after the
Emancipation Proclamation, but
many were still in bondage be-
cause of slow communication.
One such state was Texas
wherein the emancipation news
was not learned until June 19th.
Consequently, Texans have been
celebrating June 19th and it is
called Juneteenth and is equiva-
lent to July 4th to Black Texans.
In the past decades other states
have begun to celebrate this date
as well. Louisiana, Arkansas and
Mississippi are among those cel-
ebrating the Juneteenth holiday.
George Washington is hailed as
the first President of the United
States and one of American’s
first Black poets, Phillis Wheat-
ley who was born in Africa and
brought to America as a gifl in
1763, wrote a poem to George
Washington, “His Excellency
General Washington” before she
died in 1784. She had some
questions for Washington about
slavery.

Elijah Muhammad, the
founder of the Black Muslim
movement often said that this
country was taken from the In-
dians, owned by the White man
and built by the Black man. As
a free people, we all have our
duty to get ‘in cinque’ and cele-
brate our progress as one great
American Nation.

LISD Trustees Set
Voluntary Incentive

The Lubbock Independent
School District Board of
Trustees approved a voluntary
early notification incentive
Thursday moming, February 2,
2012, as the only action item on
the workshop agenda. State law
allows contract employees until
July 1 to notify the school dis-
trict of their intent to resign or
retire. This voluntary incentive
encourages contracted employ-
ees to inform their principal
early, thereby, enabling princi-
pals to make staffing decisions
much earlier.

The $1,500 incentive is for
all full-time contract personnel
who announce their intent to re-
sign or retire between January 1,
2012 and February 29, 2012, ef-
fective at the end of the current
contract year. The program is
voluntary and is available to any
contract personnel who submit
notice to the superintendent’s of-
fice and accept the offer by 4
p.m. on February 29, 2012. The
incentive of $1,500 will be made
in one lump sum payment and
will appear on the regular pay-
check following the completion
of their contract. Payment is
contingent upon the employee
maintaining and completing
their assigned work schedule in
good status through the end of
the contract year. While this i1s
the second year that a voluntary
early notification incentive has
been offered, it has not been
made a permanent part of the
resignation or retirement proto-
col.
