Nurse Aide course from 4:30 to
8:30 p.m.

The class will
meet on Tuesdays and Thurs-
days as well as from 8 a.m. to
noon on Saturdays.

The cost of the class is $493,
and enrollment is limited to
eight students. Students will use
the textbook, “Nursing Assis-
tant, Seventh Edition” which is
not included in the course fee.
The instructor will be Janet
Copeland.

Students will learn the neces-
sary skills to work in long-term
care, home health, or hospital
environments. A method of in-
struction providing detailed ed-
ucation, training and work-based
experience, and direct
patient/client care, generally at a
clinical site. Specific detailed
learning objectives are devel-
oped for each course by the fac-
ulty.

On-site clinical instruction,

supervision, evaluation, and
placement are the responsibility
of the college faculty. Clinicals
will be conducted from 6:30
a.m. to 2 p.m.

Red Meat Chemical Damages Heart!

I found this article very inter-
esting on the Health News Page
of the BBC News. The article
caption was: Red meat chemical
‘damages heart’, say US scien-
tists. The article was written by
James Gallagher, Health and sci-
ence reporter, BBC News.

Gallagher noted that US sci-
entists have found a chemical in
red meat helps explain why eat-
ing too much steak, mince and
bacon is bad for the heart. He
noted that “A study in the jour-
nal Nature Medicine” showed
that carnitine in red meat was
broken down by bacteria in the
gut.

This kicked off a chain of

events that resulted in higher
levels of cholesterol and an in-
creased risk of heart disease. Di-
eticians warned there may be a
risk to people taking carnitine
supplements. Plus there has been
a wealth of studies suggesting
that regularly eating red meat
may be damaging to health.
In the UK, the government rec-
ommends eating no more than
70g of red or processed meat a
day — the equivalent of two
slices of bacon.

Saturated fat and the way
processed meat is preserved are

thought to contribute to heart
problems. However, this was
not thought to be the whole
story.

“The cholesterol and saturated
fat content of lean meat is not
that high, there’s something else
contributing to increases in car-
diovascular nisk,” lead re-
searcher Dr. Stanley Hazen to
the BBC.

In the study, TMAO was
strongly linked with the build-up
of fatty deposits in blood ves-
sels, which can lead to heart dis-
ease and death.

Dr. Hazen, from the Cleveland
Clinic, said TMAO was often ig-
nored: “It may be a waste prod-
uct but it is significantly
influencing cholesterol metabo-

lism and the net effect leads to
an accumulation of cholesterol.
The finding supports the idea
that less red meat is better, that
using a probiotic yogurt to
change the balance of bacteria in
the gut and that reducing the
number of bacteria that feed on
carnitine would in theory reduce
the health risks of red meat.

It is noted that while the find-
ings won’t necessarily mean a
change to existing recommenda-
tions, the scientist have served
up a good reminder for us to
think about alternative sources
of protein if we regularly eat a
lot of red or processed meats.

This article received 454 com-
ments in the positive and nega-
tive gender.

Street Gangs: The
“800 Pound Gorilla

During my recent research on
street gangs, one item was made
clear. They are the primary
source for drug distribution. The
list of crimes conducted by these
street gangs on a daily basis 1s:
Drug trafficking, murder,
bribery, extortion, robbery, car-
jacking, prostitution, human
trafficking, and money launder-
ing. Some gangs concentrate on
some of these crimes but all of
them have drug trafficking as
their number one activity. Street
gangs are the primary vehicle for
drug trafficking. This makes
them truly a menace to our soci-
ety. Yet, we ignore them for the
most part. We tend to be “blind”
to their destruction and terror.
There are 1.4 million street gang
members (2011) and we act like
they don’t exist.

According to the US Depart-
ment of Labor there are more
than 2.1 million men and women
locked up (incarcerated). The
majority are there for drug re-
lated crimes. Approximately
650,000 persons are released
from our jails/prisons each year
but at least 52% will return
within three years for parole vi-
olation or a criminal act. Itis a
social disgrace to have that
many human beings incarcer-
ated and then they get into a “re-
volving door”. The cost of
housing each prisoner in a state
prison can be as high as $45,000
per year. Wait — it gets worse! It
is so disappointing that when we
persuade a company to hire
some of our youngsters for on
the job training they cannot pass
a drug test. During the Katrina
rebuilding we would warn them
that they will be getting drug
tested in a couple of months so
get yourself clean. For many it
was too late, they were hooked
and couldn’t shake it.

s To many drug dealing is a

very big “business” and right
now, in America, business is too
damn good. The gang leaders
don’t have a recruiting program;
they “draft”. One day my aunt
in Los Angeles asked her grand-
son if he were in the Crips. His
reply was, “Grandma, I have no
choice it is Crips or die”. And
these young members have quo-
tas to fill. They must push the
dope and get as many hooked as
possible. The Peoria, Illinois
Chamber of Commerce once did
a job study for Black youth (18
— 30). The number one em-
ployer was the City government;
number two was the local utility
company and number three was
the illegal drug activity. Peoria
has a population of approxi-
mately 100,000 persons. No
place of any size is immune
from drug trafficking. I could
not find credible estimates of
how large the illegal drug busi-
ness is in America but with cer-
tainly it is at least $250 billion
per year. I bet we would be sur-
prised where some of it ends up.

My brothers and sisters we
have an extreme problem that
needs urgent fixing. I would like
to see Black elected officials be-
come more active about address-
ing this problem. It is my firm
belief that withdrawal programs
are not the end solution. We
need to come together and do
something radically progressive.
Nothing that has been tried in
the past has improved this “ill-
ness”.

The time has come for bold,
Americana style action. The
first thing we should do is legal-
ize drugs. Treat it like liquor and
cigarettes, tax the mess out of it,
regulate it wisely. The demand
for illegally transported drugs
will soon dry up and the use of
street gangs will become endan-
gered. We could close many
prisons and reduce enforcement
officers along with parole and
probation officers.

The next thing we need to do
is to write new legislation. Or-
ganized street gangs should be
described as racketeering enter-
prises. Amend the Racketeer In-
fluenced and Corrupt
Organization Act to include
street gangs with certain severe
prosecution of their leadership.

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Talkington Endowment Will Provide
College Opportunities For SPC Students

Levelland - South Plains
College is the recipient of a
$2,000,000 grant that will estab-
lish the J.T. and Margaret Talk-
ington Opportunity Scholarship
Endowment, college officials
announced this week.

The endowment, made pos-
sible through a grant from the
J.T. and Margaret Talkington
Charitable Foundation, will pro-
vide scholarships for graduates
of high schools located in Lub-
bock and Hockley Counties to
attend South Plains College.

But she was proud of her
Ethiopian heritage, and unlike
many other Ethiopian Jewish
immigrants who took on He-
brew names, she kept her own.

Two well-respected minority
candidates campaigning for
Plano’s Mayoral Seat

Fred Moses

On May 11, Plano residents
will decide the fate of mayoral
candidates Fred Moses and
Harry LaRosiliere. The two
candidates are vying for the
mayoral seat because Mayor
Phil Dyer is not seeking a sec-
ond term. Their candidacy is
historic for the City of Plano be-
cause the victor will become the
first African American mayor for
the city.

Plano has a population of just
a little over 250,000. Informa-
tion provided by the Plano City
Planning office, showed minori-
ties living in Plano make up ap-
proximately 39.4 percent,
African-Americans are 6.9 per-
cent of that total, equaling an es-
timated 18,688 people according
to the data from the 2007-2011
American Community Survey.
Long-time residents have
seen the demographics of their
city changing, but like most
cities it has taken awhile for
local government to reflect the
change. In 2011, Mayor Dyer
honored former councilman
David Perry for his service to
Plano (May 1990 - January
1996) as well as honored him for
being the first African-American
elected to the city council. Perry
also ran for the mayoral seat in
1996 but was unsuccessful.
