The changes brought aboul
by Wallace coupled with the
movement's huge financinl
losses from its many and
varied enterprises caused a
sharp clzavage in the organi-
zation,

Furrakhan said his plan for
rebuilding th¢ Nation of
islam calls for setting up
mosques, schools, and busi-
nesses throughout the coun-

sure, the leading health prob-
lem among black Americans,
according to Dr. George
Branche of the Harlem Hos-
pital Center. :

The problem is not indi-
genous o New York alone,
Dr. Branche told attendecs al
the National Conference on
High Blood Pressure Con-
trol. He said about one-lh{rd
of blacks living in inner cities
throughout the U.S. suffer
from high blood pressure.

The three-day conference
attracted more than 800 edu-
cators, health administras
tars, members of the medical
and nursing professions, citi-
zen's groups and labor or-
ganizations, economists, cli-
nicians and public health ex-
perts from throughout the
country to discuss progress
and controversies in high
blood pressure control.

*‘One problem peculiar to
the inner city is that the inci
dence of high blood pressure
is higher there—and this
holds for whites as well as
blacks," the physician said,

“The inner city is certainly
4 more stressful place to live,
At least | believe that, Now
whether this causes the in-
creased incidence of hyper-
(iension is another question
being looked at," Branche
said.

““Innovative detection and
treatment programs are ne=d-
ed to help inner city blacks
control their high blood pres-
sure. Experience at the har-
lem Hospital Center shcws
that zarefully trained nurse
therapists nave a high success
rate in detecting the disease
and in educating people
about the need for getting
help and staying on treat-

ment,"” hc zaid. -

In most cases, Dr. Branch
explained, high blood pres-
sure shows no symptoms
until too late, when it resulis
in heart attack, stroke or
kidney disease.

““Nurse therapicts and
other aides can do this work
very well, and they often do
it berter than physicians be-
cause they have the time to
spend with individuals, ex-
plaining the dauzers and the
importance of getting the
right treatment.,

“In addition to these spe-
cially trained nurse ther-
apists, the Center added eve-
ning and Saturday hours for
the convenience of the
patients, and had a pharma-
cist on hand for drug dis-
pensing during pait of the

' program. Inner city residents
dre very mobile within their
neighborhoodr, and we jack
adequate facilities, physi-
cians and other personnel.

It's very difficult 1o moti-
vaie people to go out of their
way and use up their time
wailing sumetimes for hours
to check up on a potential
disease, when they feel just
fine, when they don't have
pain or other symptoms,’” he
said,

What
they don’t apparently realize is that those Blacks
with common eense don't really care what these so
czlled brothers and sisters are telling those white
folks. They have forgotten that the strong Black
woman and man will deliver their own message and
report of the previcus meeting.

A coud erample of shucking, jiving and plaving
games is niggers who don't trust other niggers;
those who dor't believe in other niggers or believe
other nigoers are capable of taking care of business.
These brothers and sisters who sell us out have
always degrad=d us and after degradirg us, they
began to look for something for nothing. These

B!ac’ks want the goods or service from you, but they
don’t want to pay.

If Blacks as a whole ever expect to share a piece
of the eunomic pie-a piece of the American
Drearn--we have to stop begrudging each other;
stop being petty; stop looking for something for
nothing; and start paying the price. We've got to get
our acts together if we are going to get a piece of this
economic pie.

If not together, we will fall one at a time; together
we will stand and grow strorger. In order to make
any headway, we have a lot of grewing, ustening,
looking, thinking on our own for ourselves, and
plain old simple thinking to du for ourselves.

The bottom line is we make or break us!! The first
step out of poverty and dispair is US!! We must get
in the habit of ho'ding our heads up an stop being
jealov's and petty; and start helping, loving, and
trusting each other.

very unethical or out of accordance with professional
and formal rules of conduct to attach my name to
letter, but | hope that you can see my viewpoint .a“e
print this letter. | am speaking for the “silent minority.
I have been to a lot of places and seen & lot of uncouth
things, but | believe Lubbockites and her neighboring
communities “take the cake,” as the old proverbial
statement goes. We are farther behind than the Deep
South, literally speaking. Perhaps this is where the
Deep South begins. | speak fcr every black nure2,
every Indian nurse and every Chicano nurse who has
encountered this problem. We are tired of entering
patients’ rooms and being referred to as that ”cuﬂud
nurse, that Mexican nurse, that Indian nurse,” some
illiterates go so far as to say “that nigger girt or that
black girl, etc.”

The white rurse has a name tag one. SO DO WE.
She is addressed as MRS. JONES or NURSE Sl’dl'l'l"l
or MISS SMITH; but we can be 50 years old and still
called “that colored nurse, that black gixl.” Gal has
even been used. We are sick of it! We know that the
Lubbock Digest goes to many hospitals and
business places so maybe a few eyes will be opened.
We can allow for.a 90 year old patient with no dlasses
who can'’t see out of one eye and is blind in the other,
but these peoplé usually fall in the age 40 to 60 year old
age group. '

They are thought of as being very intellectual yet
can  degrade & ‘hurse because of her ethnic
background, Some seem to be afraid to call you Mrs.

Regardless of how any cur-
rent “‘full employmeni"
measures by the Congress or
by Presidential Executive
Order muy be administered
it should be ¢lear by now 1o
all that any “simple employ-

The essential problem |s
not one of “jobi." I '3 a
racial problem, with rools
deeply embedded in the his-
torical fabric and experience
of our nation’s life. Unless
black unemployment—which
has been well into the De-
pression levels for several
years now—is dealt with in
terms other than. private or
public sector econom’ s, the
problem will remain and
almost certainly continue to
escalate.

In the end, with cur
present mis-definitions of the
unemployment issue [facing
black Americans, we shall be
faced with no less than con-
tinuing frustration and—who
knowt?-—perhaps ¢'en & na-
tional ~onflagration,
