In a memorandum ac-
companying the list, Mr.
Wilkins cited the auth-
ority for the move a re-
solution adopted at the
NAACP's 55th annaul
convention in Washing-
TonyeRDISE el asteluney
calling upon the mem-
bers of the Association
to exercise their right
of free choice in regard
to products originating
in Mississippi.

"The Convention Re-
solution", said Mr. Wil-
kins, "calls for a gen-
uine, concerted effort
in every branch to see
that the economic pro-
test against Mississi—
ppi is widespread and
effective."

The NAACP Director
pointed out that the task
of doing the research
necessary to identify
Mississippi products
was complicated by the
