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Dr. E. C. Struggs Retires After 40 Years 

Dunbar Claws Carthage For State 

Three New Principals 
Appointed By School Board 

Tommy Ricks ,Quin-
cey White, and Clare-
nce, three of the finest 
shooters to ever grace 
the AAA State Basketball 
Tournament at Prairie 
View, were just too hot 
to be cooled off by Tu-
rner High of Carthage 
last Saturday as they 
led the Dunbar Panthers 
to the State Title. 

The trio, who landed 
berths on the six- man 
all-state team named at 
the 	tournament ,ripped 
the nets for 71 points as 
they led the Dunbar Pa-
nthers to a 81-66 vict-
ory in the finals and we-
re instrumental in sco-
ring the winning points 
in the semi-final vict-
ory. 

This victory for the 
Panthers clamped the 
lid on one of the scho-
ol's most successful 
basketball campaigns in 
the history of the scho-
ol. This was the first 
time the Panthers have 
ever played in the state 
tournament as AAA corn-
petitot , and trailed the 
team from east Texas by 
a score of 17-14 at the 
end of the first quarter . 

The Panthers led by 
a score of 24-13 at the 
end of the second frame 
and continued to mait-
ain this lead throughout 
the contest. 

Coach Gipson stated 
that "The turning point 
of our successful bid for 
the State Title was a 
win over Amarillo in our 
third district game . We 
really played good ball 
after that': 

For Coach Gipson 
the victory over Carth-
age was sprinkled with 
a bit of sentimentality. 
Homer Shepard, Coach 
of the Turner High Five , 
was teammate of Gips-
on's at Butler College 
in Tyler. 

Coach Gipson went 
on to say, "Homer and I 
talked a lot about the 
game together, and Nne 
really hated to play ag-
ainst each other, but 
then we decided that 
this was the way it sh-
ould be, the two of us 
in 	the finals of the St-
ate Tournament."

tenth were taught by the 
teachers. 

Spring of 1931,   there 
were no high school gr-
aduate s,but Struggs had 
obtained the concent of 
the school officiate to 
add the eleventh grade 
and the Spring of 1932, 
Dunbar held its first fo-
rmal graduation exerc-
ixes for six members of 
the eleventh grade . One 
member of this class, 
Mrs.Odessa Long, is 
employed as teacher of 
cosmetology in the Dun-
bar High School. 

Since 1932, Dunbar' s 
graduating classes haw 
flucheated from 6 to 1 to 
six, five and gradually 
increased to as high as 
seventy- seven;the stu-
dent body has grown fr-
om approximately 125 in 
grades 1-10 to 1030 in 
grades 7-12; and the 
faculty from three in
