Rylander Announced Third Annual Sales Tax Holiday

(AUSTINY—Just in
time for back-to-school
shopping, many clothes and
shoes can be purchased tax-free
August 3-5, during Texas' third
annual Sales Tax Haoliday,
Texas Comptroller Carole
Keeten Rylander announced.

“On the first Friday,
Saturday and Sunday of
August, no state or local sales
tax will be charged on most
clothing and footwear priced
under $100." Comptroller
Rylander said. ““The Sales Tax
Holiday provides much-needed
tax relief for hard-working
Texas families and lets them
stret¢h thewrr budgets a Lattle
farther as they shop for school

clothes for the kids and work
clothes for mom and dad.”

This year, the Sales Tax
Holiday is expected to save
Texans $31.2 million in state
sales tax and $8.4 million in
local sales taxes. Cities have
the option to not waive local
sales tax during the tax holiday,
but no community has opted
out of the event this year.

The rules for the 2001
Sales Tax Holiday are the same
as in previous years, They
include:

*Most children’s and adults’
clothing and footwear priced
under $100 are exempt from
sales taxes. Customers may
purchase as many tax-exempt

iems as they wish, ¢

*Clothing and footwear used
primarily for athletics or
protective wear, such as golf
cleats or football pads are not
tax exempt. However, tennis
shoes, baseball caps. jogging
suits and other athletic clothes
that aré commonly worn off the
street are eligible for the tax
exemplion,

sAccessories, jewelry, witches,
handbags, wnllclﬁ and
bricfcases are nof tax exempt,
sItems previously placed og
layaway may be rédeemed tax:
free during thg Sales Tax
Holiday, and itegs placed an
layawuy duoring the Sales Tax
Holiday may be redeerued tax-

free later.
*School supplies and
backpacks are not tax exempt.

“Earlier thig year, |
asked the Legislature 1o expand
the list of tax-exempt items 1o
include backpacks, school
supplies, sewing supplies and
safety gear such as bicycte
helmets and car safety seats,”
Comptroller Rylander said. “1
also proposed expanding the
tax holiday to five days 1o
avoid the three-day traffic
jam.”

“However, the
Legisiature did not make the
Sales Tax Holiday a priority,
and the proposal died. Next
session, | will again urge the

Legislature to make Texas
families and the Sales Tax
Holiday expansion a top
priority,” Comptroller Rylandet '
said.

During the first two
Sales Tax Holidays in 1999 ands
2000, Texans saved an
estimated $69.6 million,
including $54.8 million in State
sales tax and $14.8 million in
local sales taxes,

In last month's whistle blower
trinl against Land Commissioner
David Dewhurst, the jury decided
he had not fired the head of the
audit royalty collection division for
reporting & violation of the law.
However, the trial raised a more
overarching guestion abou! the
performance of Dewhurst and the
General Land Office than the limit-
ed issue the jury decided. That
guestion is why is Dewhurst letting
multinational gas and oil compa-
nies get away with paying a pit-
tance on royalties for the wealth of
nitural resources they take from
Texas lands, rather than paying all
that the law requtres?

Almost every dolldar in royal-
ties that GLO collects goes to the
school land fund. Interest on that
fund, in turn, supporis elementary
and secondary schools in Texas.
When the multinational pocket
millions of dollars of undeserved
royalties, Texans have to pay more
to fund their schools. That, in turn
meuans higher property taxes and
lower quality schools. Dewhurst’s
‘ailure 1o enforce the law hurts
Texas school children and taxpay-
ers,

A disclaimizr, Our office repre-
sented the unsuccessful whistle
b!nwer, David Scoit. However, just
as we (ook on his case in the public
interest, 0 100 we raise the other
issues that came forward at wnal,
but were left uniesolved, Scont's
whistle blower case was not the
first. loe Luua won a $1 million
judgment & few years back for
blowing the whistle on the
University of Texas' failure to col-
lect al' the royalties doe the upiver-
sity school fund.

ihe trial evidence was undis-
puted that GLO has failed to col-
lect some $60-$100 million in roy-
alties on Dewhurst’s watch. In fact,
much of the royalty collections that
Devrburst touts in the press and his
campaign for lieutenant governor
began under Garry Mauro's
tenure,and were completed under
Eewhurst's. In the first fiftoen
months of Dewhurst's administra-
tion, the GLO had not initiated a
single new collection. Only when
the whistle blower suit beated up
did GLO move to collect. Even
then, its performance was pathetie,
and GLO routinely waived penal-
ties and Inleres) owed by o1l and
gas companies. This lives the
industry w0 incentive 1o delay poy-
ing as long a5 possible,

The trial also brought to light
the fact that Dewharst canceled
contraci enlered into by Maiuro
with skilicd privete shiorneys that
very likely woild have praduced
well more thun $100 million o ges
royalty collections, Mauro had suc-
censfuily used this strategy @ col-™
loct duwe ol poyalties through @

massive class action suit

Al trial, Dewhurst claimed this
strategy grve him “heartburn,”
even though the privaie atormeys
would have fronted all expenses
and taken & commission at abows a
half what private lawyers generally
take from such litigation, It didn't
cause Dewhurst any heartburn,
however, 1o have the taxpayers pay
$100,000 for private counsel to
represent him, rather than the atlor-
ney general's staff (this, despite
Anorney General John Comnyn's
campaign pramise to rely more on
his staff than hiring private attor-
neys.). That same prvale lawyer
defending Dewhurst had been
involyed 'n litigation againgt GLO,
representing one of the multina-
tional,

The fact is that GLO has col-
lected but a paltry amount of the
roya'ty debt. Perhaps hiring skilled
private counsel isa't a preietred
option in a perfect world, However,
if it produces millions and millians
of dollars not olherwise collected
for school kids in Texas, any pru-
dent steward of the public trust
would undertake that step.

Watcr is one of the most valoable resources in West Texas. The drought during 1998
serves to emphasize the importance of water in our daily éxistence.

Outdoor water use is the most common place for water waste to occur. Lubbock Water
Utilities asks our citizens to use water wisely when watering your lawns and gardens.
