The thoughtful remerks are »
challenge to us all, and read s~
follows:

D aia Has become a hot-
bed of unre.t in the last
month with a demonstration
by black youth almost week-
ly. Therein lies the problem—
the fact that the leaders of
these demonstrations are
being fnllowed almost exclu-
sively by youth below the age
of 30.

The idea of demonstra-
tions is great if the cause is to
benefit the total community.
But, every effort should be
made to include the entire
citizenship.

Unification it not the only
key, it is the only means by
which the lock can be

opened.

At present there is division
between the residents of
Dania who have rools there
—jobs, businesses, homes,
interests—and the demon-
strators who are products of
those roots and who, in their
youth, are full of impatience
and zeal to get the job done.
Regardless of which group is
right, both must work in
urison to achieve the goai
they seek.

It ¥s incomprehensible that
the city government and lead-
ers of the demonstrations
have nut realized yet that
danger—t10 the participants
and the community—must be
averted. Carelessly dis-
charged firearms, fisticuffs
and traffic hazards have no
place in these, or any other,
demonstrations.

We are awere of the 'ack
of black participation ia all
phases of local government—
not only in Dania, but in Ft.
Lauderdale, in Hollywood,
in Pompano, in Deerfield,
in Broward County. We neud
black elected and appointed
officials, civil servants, pro-
fessionals and para-profes-

_ sionals.

Rut, surely, the incident of
the accidentaily fired weapon

,in Dania recently is clear

warning that we aiready have
enough lousy policemen!

Surely, the incident of
police allegedly making
school children lie face down
on the ground in a drug
search is evidence that in-
humane policemen are worse
than noae at zll.

Surely, the low number of
black policemen and firemen
and elected officials in all
Broward County gives more
than a modicum of credence
to the recent charges of rac-
ism’’ being well entrenched
here.

But, haven’t we had
enough of inept, inhuman,
ignorant racists in powerful
positions here in Browaru to
have a bird in hand when we
start shaking the bush? In
short, how many of our
demonstrators are quelified,
willing or even interested in
applying for these positions?

Along with the Consumer
Product: Safety Commi:-
sion, the Mobile Hom» Divi-
sion of the U.S. Department
of Housing and Urban De-
velopment and the Office of
Toxic Substznces in the U.S,
Environmerial Protection
Agency are alsy stadying the
effects of formaldehyde in
consumer products,

Controversy over the use
of formaldehyde as a binder
for consumer products is
complicated because not all
people are allergic to the sub-
stence. Those persons who
do react to formaldehyde
often do so in varying de-
grees. And manufacturers
say there is presently no
knowin substitute for urea
formaldehyde as a binder.
There have been industrial
standards developed for ex-
posure to air borne formal-
dehyde but there are no regu-
lations aimed at protecting
the health of the general
public,

“The problem has been
cascading recently because of
the increase in the number of
mobile homes," University
of Washington researcher
Breysse told OSPIRG. His
study sampled more than 200
homes and included inter-
views with about 250 resi-
dents over a threc year
period. Most of the indivi-
duals interviewed in the study
reported that when they left
their homes on weekends or
on vacations, their symptoms
subsided, and, in some cases,
disappeared. Reactions re-
occurred, however, when
residents returned to the
mobile homes,

The furmaldehyde prob-
lem is acute in mobile homes
because of the tighter con-
struction and amounts of
particle board and paneling
used in a relatively small
space. Builders of conven-
tional homes and apartments
have also received complainis
from workers and people
who have moved into new
residents where particie
board is used extensively,
Workers ir office buildings
and other structures where
materials containing formal-
dehyde are used have also
been affected by the air borne
particles. . .

The Mobile Home and
Recreational Vehicle Division
of the Oregon Department of
Commerce should take an
aggressive role in alerting the
public to the possible health
problems caused by air vorne
formaldehyde in mobile
homes, the Oregon Student
Public Interest Research
Group (OSPIRG) said re-
cently.

Last week, OSPIRG sent a
letter to Corpelius Bateson,
director of the Department
of Commerce, asking him to
require the Mobile Home
Division to publicize the
addresses and phone num-
bers of federal agencies
studying the use of formalde-
hyde in cousumer products
OSPIRG also asked the s.ate
agency to monitor Oregoi-
based complaints to deter-

mine if the Department’s
regulations or the Oregon
Revised Statutes should b~

changed to give the state -

more authority over products
used in the manufacture of

mobile homes constructed or
sold in Oregon. Presently,
Oregonians only know to
contact the Mobile Home
Division through “word of
mouth.' There are no state
efforts to let people know the
Mobile Home Division takes
such complaints or refers
consumers to the appropriat:
federal agencies.

"‘Because of the increased
cost of conventional housing,
more home buvers are turn-
ing to mobile homes,"’
OSPIRG told Bateson. *“The
Department of Comunerce
has the responsibility to both
the present and future mobile
home awellers to asstre that
the home: *hey purchase are
safe and habitable."

All of our black represer
tatives in the U.8. Congress
serve heroic and uniquely
significant roles. We must
honor each and all of them.
Still, time and circumstance
has made Representative
Augustus Hawkins (Demo-
crat of California) a **man of
the hour” in a variety of
ways. The following, which
is shared with us by the Co-
lumbus, Ohio Onyx indicates
just one of these many wuys:

Rep. Augr<rus Hawkins,
D-Calif., rec!!s that when he.
first came to Congress in
1963, the late Adam Clayton
Powell had the habit of
ataching an anti-discrimina-
tion amendment to every
major bill in the House.

Hawkins said he initiglly
supported the amendments.
But because of the additions,
Congress defeated a voca-
tional education bill, better
housing tegislation and
countless other important
measures.

Scon Hawkins renlized the
defeat of these bills—andd not
his anti-discrimination votes
—were the things that would
be remembered by the voters
and might defeat him,

So he stopped voting for
the Powell amendments and
started pushing for Congress
to grapple with the contro-
versial subject of discrimina-
tion and ‘'for one time,
dispose of the issuc,'" The
result, said Hawkins, was the
Civil Rights laws of the mid
1960s,

The same situation faces
Congress now on abortion,
Hawkins told his colleagues
on the House Education and
Labor Committee.

He urged defeat of an anti-
abortion amendment Rep.
Edward Beard, D-R.l., was
attempting to attach to legis-
lation prohibiting discrimina-
tion against pregnant work-
ers in company health benefit
plans.

*We have consumed more
than one-third of the session
debating this issue. 've voted
on it 12 times. . . let’s dispose
of it, not dispose of the bills
on which it is attached,"
Hawkins said.

His appeal failed, and
Beard's amendment passed

After paying much lip ser-
vice to the idea of Affirma-
tive Action and hiring a Mack
personnel director for the
State, the Hunt Administra-

tion has finally released its
figures on the '‘acvancement
of minorities’” over the past
twenty months.,

The statistics show that the
state is still hiring more white
employees than black—five
times as many in the top level
of jobs, Officials & Adminis-
trators.

If one reads the press
release prepared by Hunt's
staff, it sounds good: Black
employment up to 18.6%.
But then you note that 18.6%
is only a 1.3% increase over
the previous total, And that
is the total for a period of
nearly two years!

The number of blacks in
the top jobs has increased by
12.99%, they tell you. Look
at the chart, and you will see
that those figures mean ten
new blacks were hired in
twenty menths—which still
leaves the gap between white
and black employess at 1766
1o 87, a ratio which is NOT
50 impressive,

For those who did not lose
complete faith in Governor
Hurt over the Wilmington 10
decision, consider now his
record in minority hiring,

We feel that the 1,049
blacks hired since June 1976
are a mere token to North
Carolina’s minority popula-
tion. The State can and must
do more to increase minority
employment. . .unless Jim
Hunt thinks he can get a
second term with only 1,049
black votes. .
