Excellence............
A Continuing Goal..

(The quest editorial was done by D. Parlie Gibson of D.
Parke Gibeon Inrernational Inc. of New York, NY. It is
our guest editorial for the week).

Last year, while addressing a special awards say
assembly at the 1,800-member student body of
Washingron, D.C.’s Cardoza High School, honoring
some 52 students who earned A’s and B’s during the
first semester, “Roots” author Alex Haley said he
believed “we as biack people must become excited
about the pursuit of excellence.” More emphatically,
he added: “you must decide that you are going to be
the best there is,..”

We have no quarrel with this advice for young
blacks, the kind they would dao well to heed.
Hopefully, they will avail the.nselves of the
opportunities in their midst and permit no “real” or
“imagined” obstacles to remain in their paths as they
pursue loftier career goals and more fulfilling
livelinoods.
real obstacles in their wake, the kind tnat have,
historically, succeeded in convincing many to
abandon their quest and let 2pathy or hopelessness,
take its course. More than any other single group,
young blacks are mos likzly to be unemployed and
underemployed--increasing their chances of
eventually getting criminal records, They are also less
likely to be exposed to quality education.

Along the imaginary line they may not be completely
convinced that America’s institutions have accepted
social change with open arms.

Their future, then, many we'l depend on the
encouragement they receive from their family, friends,
teachers and peers. When the doors of opportunity
are opened today, however brietly, your.g people must
be ready to walk confidently through them with not
only the best preparation, but with the greatest desire,
determination and self-motivation to be top achievers.

As mzjor American institutions rnove to cope with
social change, there is the need for blacks to be ready
to take advantage of every opportunity for
improvement.

The National Cuard, for instance, is among such
institutions meeting the challenges of our changing
suciety. A reserve component of the U.S. Army and
Air Force, the Guard was an admitted white man’s
club in the early 1970's, with only 5,000 blacks--less
than two percent f the total membership--inits ranks.
The Guard instituted a program severalyears ago that
has brought about dramatic changes in that
organization and today can account for more than
63,000 blacks on its roster.

Majo: General LaVerne E. Weber, Chief of the
ational Guard Bureau, told an assemblage at the
recent NAACP convention in Portland, Oregon, that
blacks now represent 16 percent of the Army National
Guard, compared to just over one percent in 1970. He
said blacks in the Air Guard, had increased from less
than one percent in 1970 to over six persent in 1978,

These figures notwithstanding, a disproportionate
number of young black men and women are in the
lower ranks. Only 2.6 persent of the officer corps in
the Army National Guard is black, and ~nly 1.4
percent in the Air National Guard. General Weher
made it clear that the dour is open for those who wish
to move inio ihe upper strata of this organization.

We believe that our young black men and women
must be encouraged to follow the pursuit of excellence
irto the seror non-commissioned and commissioned
officer ranks. The only restrictions today are those an
individual puts on onéself and not always the system.

Further, because Guardsmen and women serve
only part time, the National Guard offers a unique
opportunity for blacks to gain management and
leadership skills similar to their zivilian jobs.

When the doors are opened we cannot expect the

“
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BLACK EMPOWER MENT

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In an address appearing in
a 1967 issue of the Congres-
sional Record, Sen. Charles
Percy (R-'llinois) excerpted
statements from a then cur-
rent oook, “‘Black Power
and Urban Unrest.”" Of its
liberal-minded author who
traditionally voted Democra-
tic, the Senator commented:
““This is a voice of respon-
sible conservatism.”

The author ha always
considered himself something
of a conservative, although
many liberals avoided him
like the plague and some-
times labeled him *‘‘2 hot-
headed radical.” Conserva-
tive? Possibly? A radical?
Never! Just where he would
fit on the rabid radical to
ultra-conservative scale, he
did not know. Pt he had
often, although not always,
shared, ke many others of
us, with the spokesmen for
conservatism—at leat: in
their words or idealized talk
~—a number of things which
mighit have made him seem
like something of e of their
*fellow travelers,”

—Many of us have always
believed, for example, that
this country should be true to
its founding principles. This
is what conservatives have
been saying, even »=lling, for
years. The difficulty here
comes in what we mean by
“‘founding principles."’

Technically, loyalty to the
carliest of documents would
represeat the “‘truest conser-
vatism,” While most so-
called conscrvatives *‘wor-
ship the Constitution,"” mosi
black Americans cffer their
loyaity [and urge others v do
the same) to the earlier and
maore foundati .z, docu-
ment, the “Declaration of
Independence.” The Co.sti-

tution focuses upown property
rights and is acknowledged
by historians (0 be be based
upon “‘a fear of the people."’
The watered down version of
Thomas Jeffersun's original
draft of the *'Declaration of
Independence’’ focuses es-
sentially upon the theme of
human liberation. This leads
to a secuad ‘‘conservative'
principle which many who
are called liberals share, at
least verbally, with the pro-
fessed beliefs of our fellow
Americans >f a conservetive
bent.

—A true conservative is
corcerned wirth human val-
ues. Our carliest official na-
tional document, with which
a true American conservative
would have to be allied, is the
“Declaration of Indepsn-
dence.’’ Originally, it stressed
liberation and opportunity
for all people, including en-
slaved and indc..tured black
Americans. While a compro-
mise with the Southern colo-
nies led to a deletioa of refer-
ences to black ireedom from
oppression, the tune of the
Jinal version of the **Declara-
tion of Independence’ re-
mained essentislly hberation-
ist, at least {or white Ameri-
cans, The Constitution as
originally adopted, and until
the l4th and 15th Amend-
ments were ratified, spoke
officially of blacks as being
worth less than oiuiaer hu-
man life. This act was unpre-
cedented in numan history,
Its legacy remainsg with vg
today in many uncorrected
and most often unconscious
—but thoroughly ugly—
ways,

A true conservative not
only would be ashamed of
the antl'umane and pro-
property aspects of the Con-

stitution but also would seek
somehow for the United
States government to de-
nounce even the right of a
people, either by a Constitu-
tion or by its amendments, 10
declare at any time the rela-
tive worth of any human life.
The “Law and Order*’ philo-
sophy of the pseudo-conser-
vatives oi the all-too-recent
Nixon era and type should
arouse every American to the
anti-human traves*y inheren:
in a false application of the
essential virtues inherent in
an authentic coaservatism.

Mm,t if not the wast
majority, of the so-called
liberal commuuity unwiiting-
ly promulgate the same
pseudo-conservative philoso-
phy in urging 'hat ‘‘urban
renewal’’ ke centered on
physical . econstruction. True
conservatives are committed
to preserving human values.
They tend to believe that
*chties are people’ and that
all public efforts at city re-
vitalization must focus upon
human development. Th-u
developed human talent or
potential may perpetually re-
new its own physical fabric as
it wills,. The humanly de-
meaning public housing pro-
grams, fostered chiefly by the
liberal establishment, deserve
to be condemrned. Tne con-
servatives here again have
been right in condemning
many aspects of what we now
see in .etrospect as a largely
demeaning urban renewal
system.

~—A conservative emphasis
of long-standing is that we
should *“trim the fat” frcm
Zovernmental operations and
should eliminate needless
spending. Once more, most
of us would co.cur, Still the
pseudo-conservative  estab-
lishment blindly and

sively votes for a gurgantuan
Pentagon war budget in
peace time and seldom, if
ever, has led in any drive
against our scandilously
costly military arrangements.

The doctrinnaire members
of the liberal community,
under the guise of human
concern, have voted for mas-
sive public housing projecis
which grossly waste the pub-
lic's treasury as well as gra-
tuitously degrade human life.
Meanwhile, as a money-sav-
ing alternative. dacent public-
ly-financed housing and pri-
vately owned housing could
be built, affcrding those who
[l;ve in such occupant-owned
housing a far greater niodi-
cum of integrity at only
slightiy higher initial costs. It
could result in absolute over-
all savings—or even a net
profit—for the public trea-
surv, when providing for
cooperative or co_dominium
occupant ownership for its
initial occuparcy.

Home ownership by the
poor and oppressed would be
a major deterrent to urban
crime and to civic deteriora-
tion. Yet most of the liberal
community works for more
spending, and so also for
more sccomnanying desecra-
tion by way of rublicly-oper-
ated housing projects. True
conservatives—and humare-
ly-inspired liberals alike—
should be advocating massive
home ownership programs
which would dignify human
life, and the intevest fiom
which might add consider-
ally to our pational econo-
