Some health authorities be­
lieve that stings by these in ­
sects kill mute people In the 
Uuted States than the faired 
rattler, H ie prominent ip ecu -  
list suggests that tome of the 
sudden deaths attributed to 
heart failure, or heart prostra­
tion, ate in reality due to in ­
sect stings to susceptible mdi- 
v idualt.

Situs ol the bee snugs could 
be avoided with prviper pre­
cautions. But m «t people do 
nut seem able to cope with 
bees and other stinging insects 
There are kJ2,000 nunfatal 
pmtnningsa year in rhe nation 
which result in one .» mute 
days of restricted activity or 
or requite medical attention, 
acciadmg to esttmjtei of the 
National Center (or Health 
Statistics.
Approximately one- half of 

the total are the result of a 
very common >«currence--bee 
stings •• which happen to be 
c lassified as poisonous.
Bees and other stinging insects 

usually do nut attack humans. 
But they are attracted by 
vigorous activity, such as a 
group of playful children at the 
beach. So, if a bee approach­
es. don't aggravate it into  
action by trying to swat him; 
keep calm and walk away 
tlowly. Perlun.es. suntau lo­
tion, hair spray and other cos­
metics, blight co in s and 
flower prims attract them. Use 
*n insect repellent to tempo­

rarily keep stinging insects at 
a distance.
Persons who disturb nens of 

stinging insects by accident, 
v* on purpose, may have to 
tun lor it. If the nun-of-the- 
houve decides to paint his 
home, sptuce up his garden, 
oi trim hedges and shrubs, he 
should look h* hidden nests.

If 
nests ate found, pout kerosene 
into the hole in ‘he early eve­
ning, when ‘he insects have 
all returned.
If someone gets stung by a 

honeybee, use a needle, 
fingernail or knife blade to 
scrape the stinger out as soon 
as possible. Avoid pulling it 
out with yuur linger, this 
squeezes mere venom into the 
body. Honeybees can sting 
only once. Bumblebees, wasps, 
hornets and yellow jackets can 
sting repeatedly.

Ordinarily, the only effects of 
t sting are temporary in fla m- 
motion, pain and itching. Ice 
packs or a cold cloth will ease 
the pain. Cold cream, baking 
soda or a compress m.untiled 
with ammonia ip in ti, will 
relieve 'he itching.
Persons whj suffer multiple 

stingi or who are allergic to 
insect stings msy develop 
serious reactions. They tenure 
medical attention at once.
Some person become sensitive 

to .nsect stings if  they have 
been stung one or m.ve time.' 
in the post. Such person should 
see a physician about de sen-

Could Boost Rural 
Communities

A recent tending change m 
the Federal Reserve System 
could be a boon to the rural 
economy of Texas. The change 
could mike an estimated ad­
ditional $1 billion .n loanable 
funds available to Texas re- 
udeo * from the state’s rural 
banks.

Ja iled  S r i-x v .! Bnrrow'.ng 
Tr- r i» :  i g* de­
signed to help rural banks ex­
pand loan fund sources where 
the local economy has a Sea­
sonal loan need, such as with 
grain sorghum, cotton, wheat 
or rice production, points out 
I * .  Wayne Hayenga,economist 
fir the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

Rural banks experience wide 
fluctuations in loan demand 
from area farmers, and when 
such loans reach a seasonal 
high, irher legitimate com­
munity loan needs must often 
be denied, notes the Texas 
AAM University specialist.

H.ayenga contends that the

additional loanable funds could 
be used fur consumer credit 
purposes as well as local and 
area economic developments.

The "Seasonal Burrowing Pri­
vilege" could affect an esti­
mated 334 rural banks in 
Texas, mate than une-fourth 
of all the banks in the state. 
To be eligible to use the bur­
rowing privilege, banks mast 
be members of the Federal 
Reserve System.

In additional to rural areas, 
the change may also increase 
loanable funds ro banks serving 
comm unties with other types 
of seasonal needs for funds, 
such as resort areas.

against law suits because of 
odors?

"Get a water pollution con­
trol permit," says Ur. John 
Sweeten agricultural engineer 
fur the Texas Agricultural Lx - 
tension Service.

Sweeten, who specializes in 
anum I waste management, 
cites recent legal action in 
Texas in which a cattle feed- 
lot successfully defended itself 
against chatges of odur-related 
nuisances brought by a neigh­
boring land developer. A key 
factor in that trial, believes 
the engineer, was testimony 
by an expert from rite Texas 
Water Quality Board that the 
feedlot operating under a 
"waste control order was in 
coniplaince with state water 
pollution abatemsnt require­
ments.

This has a bearing on odor 
control because feedlot runoff 
holding ponds are sometimes 
the predominant source of 
feedlot odors, points out the 
Texas AAM University System 
specialist. However, with 
the state restsfylng that the 
operation had met existing 
pollution control requirements, 
the jury ruled in favor of the 
feedlot. ~

Sweeten feels anther key 
factor in the case was testi­
mony that odor levels mea­
sured at the feedlot were below 
allowable odor emission lim.ts 
set in two other cattle feeding 
states. Texas does not yet 
have a specific odor emission 
standard.

Each year m Texas.au alatm- 
lug number of persons die in 
boating and tkowning a c c i­
dents. Only automobile a c c i­
dents claim a larger number 
of lives in l exas.

M-tny, if not most, of these 
drowning! need not happen, 
according to the Texas Medi­
cal Association.

TMA offers the following 
basic safety rules that will 
help to avoid a tragic water 
accident in your fa m ily ------

1) Learn to swim and to re­
lax ui the water,
2) Never swun ihxie.

3) Do not swim when overly 
tired or when the water is ex­
tremely cold.

4) Do not overestimate your 
ability and endurance.

5) Swim at protected pools or 
beaches under the supervision 
of a trained lifeguard.

6) If a boat overturns, stay 
with it and don't trv to swim 
a long distance to shore.

7) Never dive into waters of 
unknown depth.

A) Try new activities, such 
as water skiing or Scuba diving, 
only after learning the skills 
from -tualilied instructors. 

Since many families will do 
much of tlieu swimming this 
summer in private pools,some 
special safety precautions are 
indicated—

1) Make certain the pool is

kept clean and the watet che­
m ically purified.

2) Walk, don't tun, about 
the pool. Horseplay should be 
forbidden.
3) Fence the pool and keep 

the gate locked to keep out 
small children.

4) ke p handy rescue equip­
ment, such as long poles and
ring buoys.

i) keep bottles and glasses 
away from the concrete or 
metal pool deck,

TMA emphasized that good 
manners and common sense m 
booting will prevent most a c­
cidents. The rules are well 
known: Don't overload the 
boat; have life preservers for 
each occupant; don't stand up 
or changeseats in a small boat
