The largest number of votes 

ever to be cast in any previot* 
National election is expected 
to be cast Tuesday, November 
3, when concerned Americans 
in every state In the USA are 
expected to find their way to 
the polls to cast their vote in 
this National Election.

Polls have been taken through­
out variota areas of the nation 
in an effort to procure a cross- 
section report to tabulate the 
pulse of America and how its 
citizens expect to vote Nov­
ember 3. These polls have re­
vealed varing re pons as the 
tempo increased throughout the 
long weeks of campaigning.

Vote Right Or It Won’t Be Counted
Cluse observers of Texas elections down through rhe years expect an ustaual amount of 

“ ticket splitting" in the General Election November 3rd.
Members of both major parties will be affected, that is, regular Democrats may find that 

they want to cross the party lines 10 vote for one or more, but not a ll. Republican nominees; 
and vice versa.

In the 1960 General Election, at least half a million Texans voted "split tickets " This es­
timate comes from comparing the total vote received by the Kennedy-Johnson ticket with the 
Democratic and Republican votes for Governor and other srate offices.

The Courts have held, in effect, that there is no legal bar to ballot-splitting. Each voterhas 
the right to make his individual choices, regardless of party and this right cannot be limited 
by party action.

Yhe mechanics of ballot-splitting are less complicated than the average voter realizes T o  
vote for a particular candidate fur a particular office, whether on a paper ballot or on a voting 
machine, the essential thing is to leave his name and mark out the name or names of his opp­
onents in the other columns In counties that use voting machines, the voter is entitled to re­
ceive technical information as to how he can make his voce count as he wants it to count.

Voters using [taper bait ts need to be reminded that there are other columns than the Demo­
cratic and Republican, and that these columns must not be overlooked The final result must 
be. simply that only one name is left (in  whatever column) for each office Otherwise, the 
vote for that office cannot be counted
