Funeral services for Mrs. Eula 
Maye Kelley 67, were held 
Sunday at 3:00 p .m . in the 
First Baptist Church o f Earth. 
Rev. David Hartman, Pastor 
officiated. He was assisted by 
two former pasters o f the local 
church Rev. Earl Landtroop, 
C lovis, New M exico and Rev. 
C . T . Jordon, Lubbock.

Mrs. Kelley died in her sleep 
about 7 o'c lock  Friday morning. 
Her death was discovered about 
9 a, m. by her sister and hus­
band, Mr. and Mrs. Otis Loper 
of Oklahoma C ity . The couple 
had speni the night with her, 
and went into her bedroom to 
check on her when she failed 
to rally  to a ring o f the doer- 
bell.

Mis. Kelley had been in poor 
health for many years, but had 
continued to live an active life  
despite the long years she had 
suffered the heart trouble.

Mrs. K elley  joined the Lone 
Oak Baptist Church near Sayre, 
Oklahoma when she was a 
young g irl, and through the 
long years until her death was 
a devout Christian serving in 
the Baptist Church in many 
capacities. She was a Charter 
member of The First Baptist 
Church in Earth where she 
attended until her death.

Mis. Kelley  left Sayre with 
her husband Marshall fcr Earth, 
the day after the couple were 
married in Sayre, Oklahoma 
on June 27, 1926. Earth had 
only a few old buildings and 
an occassional dug-out, but 
the couple called Earth their 
home and resided here until 
their death. Marshall was post­
master for Earth for 34 years 
until he retired in 1960. He 
preceeded her in death in 1970, 
One daughter, Gwyndene died 
in 1940 at the age o f 13 years. 
Mrs. Kelley was a postal clerk 
and worked side by side with 
her husband until she retired 
in 1955.

The Kelleys were builders at 
heart and loved their fellowman 
deeply. They were instrumenta I 
in the program ofEarth through­
out their entire life .

Mrs. Kelley  was a Charter 
member of the Eastern Star, 
and was first Worthy Matron of 
the organization here. She was 
past Mother Adviser o f the Rain­
bow Girls, past President of 
The Town and Country Study 
Club, past President o f the 
Lamb County Pioneers, m em ­
ber o f the Lamb County Hist­
orical Society, member of 
the Lamb County Cancer Soc­
iety , very active in Lamb 
County Democratic Women, 

also in the State Democratic 
work. Mrs. Kelley  was named 
"Woman o f the Y ea r" in Earth 
in 4968 because of her devotux 
to Earth and its welfare and he 
efforts toward progrets fcr the 
town,

ter, Mrs. A .E . "Pete" O 'Hair, 
three grandsons, Kelley Ear 
O'Hair, Lubbock and Kenny 
Brian and Kirk Marshall O'Hair 
of the home.

A ll entries mutt be in by 10 
a. m. Fndav. September IS 
For a boy or girl toshow. they, 
must have paid a membership 
fee o f $3.00 and pay an addi­
tional entry fee o f $1.50 on 
calves, a- 1 $1.00 on lambs 
and barrows. A ll original bed­
ding w ill be furnished by the 
show.
Calves must be on feed by 

September 15, 1973. Lambs 
and barrows must be on leea oy 
November 15, 1973.
Only FFA, 4-H and FHA m em ­

bers who live  in the Sprluglake- 
Earth school district and are 
enrolled in school w ill be e l ig i­
ble to show.

A ll animals mast be in place 
and weighed in by I0 a .ru  
Friday, February 15. One weigh 
back w ill be allowed prior to  
10 a. m. Friday, February 15. 

Animals must be tagged at 
the time they are weighed.

Limbs, barrows and steers 
w ill be sifred prior to judging 
fur quality, training and groom ­
ing. A ll animals sifted w ill be 
e lig ib le  to show or sell.

Each boy a  girl w ill be a Mow­
ed to sell only two animals. 
A ll sifted animals will be pur­

chased an floor, provided the 
boy or girl wants to  sell them. 
They will be the respuisibttity 
of the owner until they are 
loaded out after the sale.

There w ill be a ahowmanahlp

plaque given in beef, swine 
and sheep divisions.

There w ill also be an out­
standing new exhibitor plaque 
given in each of those three 
by placings o f the animals.

Point system shall be a llo t­
ted as follows;

1st, 6 points; 2nd, 5 points; 
3rd, 4 points; 5th, 2 points; 
6th, I point; Reserve breed 
champion, 1 point; breed ch­
ampion, 2 points; brand chart* 
pi on, 4 points. In case of tie 
in points, the exhibitor with 
the highest placing animal 
w ill be declared winner.

Search Fir
Sunflower
Continues

A search fat sunflower varie­
ties that w ill prove economic­
a lly  practical fer the High 
Plaint of Texas continues at 
the High Plains Research Foun­
dation.
In this year's variety test, 20 

hybrids were compared. 'W e  
are looking for a hybrid adapted 
to our area and we plan to add 
to our tests as m ae  hybrids are 
developed ',  Dr. Owen said.
Of the 20 varieties, the av­

erage yield was 1191 pounds per 
acre, ranging froma high yield  
o f 1371 pounds to a low of 921 
pounds. "These yields are con­
siderably below what we think 
is possible", Dr. Owen reported. 
"W e are looking for hybrids 
that w ill yield  2000 — 250C 
pounds' , he added.

He painted out that the var­
iety test was damaged heavily 
by hall during the growing sea­
son. "How much damage, we 
cannot be sure, possible as 
much as 26-30% loss. We know 
that afrerthe hail storm, many 
seeds were on the ground. Also, 
due to the hail damage, the 
plants became more susceptible 
to diseases', he said.

Sunflower hybrids for the test 
were provided by Growers Seed 
Co. of Lubbock, Texas. Sun­
flower research at the Found- 

from Plains Coop CHI M ill. 
Other sunflower research in 

1973 included dates of planting 
tests and fertilizer response. 
Two hybrids were planted on 
each date and rate o f fertilizer.
