m oisture (2) It prevented runoff 
from the fall ant! early  spring 
rains (3 It saved on the laud prlp- 
a  ration for spring planting.

Claude Russel who. also, is a ! 
cooperator of the SCR has a d ry ­
land farm , and he uses practices 
for crop residue utilization or s tu b ­
ble mulching. He plants his grain 
sorghum s and cotton, two rows In 
anti two out. In the la te  sum m er 
o r  fall, he plants sudan o r millet 
in th e  tw o blank rows which he 
leaves un til spring  o r until blow­
ing sta rts , then be chisels to  pre­
vent blowing.

E . A Coleman, who lives th ree 
m iles no rth  of A m herst, stubble 
m ulches all of his feedland and 
cover crops some of his cotton 
land.

These th ree  cooperators said  
they  received good resu lts from 
th ese  practices.

J. C. Hbersole. M anagement Ag­
ronom ist of th e  Roll Conservation 
Service, reports th a t good results 
have be«-n obtained by using  the 
following methods.

Leave stubble standing w itnout 
disturbance, ns long as It controls 
wind erosion. If bk>wing sta rts , use 
one or tw o light chisels In each 
m iddle row to  supplem ent the res­
idue. I r  medium to  heavy soils, 
control by roughness or < Inddl- 
ness. If blowing s ta rts  again, a 
la rg e r chisel can be used in each 
m iddle row a t a  sufficient depth 
to  provide effective cloddlness.
