Friends of Marshall Formby 
say he will run for Governor In 
1962.

Formby, Piainview attorney and
former chairman of the Texas 
Highway Commission, had been a 
prospective candidate for Governor 
for 1960. Recently T« announced 
that he would not run this yefcr 
because he did not want to engage 
in the bitter, name-calling camp­
aign it wodld take to win the race 
this year against the present 
Governor who is seeking his 
third term.

However, Formby has said I hat 
his decision not to run this year

does not shut the door on the 
possibility of a race two years 
hence.

•'It's something liky the West 
Texts farmer who gets hailed out 
or the dry weather ruins his 
crop." Formby said. "He always 
says, 'There will be another year.-’

" I  hope that most of our state's 
financial problems will be solved 
during the next two years,” the 
Piainview uttorney said "Certainly 
so long as the legislature has to 
spend its entire time trying to sol­
ve our financial mess, there will 
be little time to do anything else 
for the state.

" I f  1 run In 1962. f shall have 
a tax program that will bring in

sufficient revenue to finance our 
slate, a tax program that will in­
crease as the state grows so we 
will not have to have a tax fight 
every two years.

Formby stated that he regretted 
he and his friends d'd not deem 
if advisable to make the race In 
1960. He said he and Daniel hud 
many friends in common, and that 
many hud received favors from the 
present Governor and naturally 
would owe him thel • loyalty.

"And 1 don't like ,o  put nty fri­
ends on the spot. Besides a bitter 
cuiupuign tills year would have 
brought further division among 
the members of our Texas Demo­
cratic party. I believe we need 
unity and harmony."

"Every time I've run for office 
I ’ve hhd a hard • fought campaign. 
I expect "hard" campaigns and 
don't ever expect to run any oth­
er kind. But to oust the present 
Governor from his office would 
have required the type of cam­
paign that Is not good lor the In­
dividual or for the state."

Formby supporters point out 
that few men with bin qualifica­
tions ever offer themselves for 
tho Governorship of 1 exas.

has been a farmer, and as a mem­
ber of the Texas lfiv'Uway Com 
mission for six yers helped spend 
more than a billion dollars in 
highw*ay construction.

Formby's views about the build­
ing of more Farm to Market Roads 
In Texas are widely known. He 
contends that the stato must build 
several thousand more miles of 
FM roads for the benefit of rural 
Texans and for school bus and 
mail routes.

He is spending his time now in 
the practice of law at Piainview 
and in looking after his business 
interests.
