A ’  flm " for the Southwestern 
system in 1963, w ill be the in* 
stalUtlon of a 10,000 kilowatt 
gat turbine unit at Roswell. This 
’ package-power plant” w ill be 
used as stand-by equinment and 
at peak periods. It is designed 
to start automatically, with the 
turbine being driven by gas and 
compressed air rather than the 
steam drive used in the larger 
units on the system.

1963 will also see the begin­
ning of the engineering and sur­
vey work for a new generator 
to be installed at Cunningham 
Station, west of Hobbs. New 
Mex.co, This is also a 210.000 
kilowatt machine, and is sche­
duled to be in service in 1965.

" I  think the new unit planned 
for Cunningham Station is the 
ideal example of the growth r 
our region area must maintaiu. 
Originally, this machine was 
planned for service in 1966, but 
as soon as it became apparent

that it would be needed earlier, 
we changed our plans accord­
ingly and moved it upto 1965", 
Watson pointed out.

Nearly $5,000, 000 in the 1963 
consturctionbudget w ill be in­
vested in new transmission line 
facilities. Southwestern's twelve 
electric generating stations are 
all tied together by a transmiss­
ion line network of more than 
4, 000 miles. This interconnec­
tion makes it possible to pro- 
vice power at any point in the 
45.000 square mile service area 
and to employ the most econ­
omical plants, which are 'hose 
with the larger and newer gen­
erators. at all times, keeping 
the power production costs down 
and the rates for service lower. 
In 'ddition to the transmission 
lin e tie -111. the generating fac­
ilities of the larger stations. 
Plant X, Nichols and Cunning­
ham. are directly controlled by 
an automatic dispatching sy­
stem whicheiectronicallyem- 
ploys the most efficient plans 
Jt all times, The dispatching

system also computet the share 
of the load which other plants 
should be catty ing, on the basis 
ot cutu. and then these load: 
are assigned to the plants by 
direct communication from the 
load dispatching center in Am­
arillo.

' I'm  not sure that our custom­
ers are aware of the vital part 
that new equipment plays in 
keeping their rates down Our 
fuel rates, for example, are up 
almost 100% in the last ten 
years. Yet. by constantly In­
vesting in new and efficient eq- 
upiment, p us the fact that our 
customers are using more and 
more electric service, we have 
managed to keep our rates at 
the same level that existed 11 
years ago". Watson said.

Watson enfphasned that the 
United States strengthened its 
world leadership in the product­
ion and transmission of electric 
power in 1962, contrary to some 
re pons from governemt sour­
ces that Russia was gained on 
this country.

Thanks to the foresight 
and action of our industry, Rus­
sia isn't even close as far as 
electric power is c oncernec and 
they're getting farther behind 
Watson pointed out.

When the American people 
have an opportunity to look at 
the record of the investor-own 
ed.taxpayingelectric compan­
ies of this country, they see 
that the arguments of the adv oc - 
ates of a governemnt-contro.led. 
socialized e.ectric power system 
will not hold water. We have 
kept the rates low. we have kept 
service efficient and ahead of 
the needs of our customers, and 
we have kept the United States 
far ahead of Russia in electric 
generation and transmission fac­
ilities. And, we have done all 
this at the very same time that 
we have paid to various state, 
federal and local government 
taxing bodies approximately 
twenlv five cents our of every 
dollar that we have received 
ftom our customers” , Watson 
concluded.
