RGANIZATION of a modern state police foree for

Texas is being backed by numerous groups today.
They would bring back the Texas Rangers, modern-
ized and motorized in contrast to the famous old or-
ganization that today seems to have turned into a
bunch of “revenoors.”

Texas needs such an organization, composed of
highly trained criminal fighters, unhampered by
county boundaries, with latest methods of combating
the modern outlaws, and above all courteous and ob-
servant of the rights and respect due law-abiding
citizens. In a way, it is odd that Texas should be lag-
ging so far behind many other states in this phase
of law enforcement when it is the state that originat-
ed the plan, born with the Rangers

Paul E. Fidler, writing in the current issue of Tex-
as Municipalities, says that “Texas is trying to fight
modern criminals with obsolete and outmoded police
methods. A more direct explanation is found in the
fact that, because the existing law-enforcing agencies
do not operate under central direction, efficiency
cannot be obtained. Through the obsolescence of the

sheriff, constable and posse methods of policing rur-|

al areas, and through the nation-wide expansion of
operation of the criminal element, the state police

ave seriously handicapped by the lack of a rapid com-|

munication system and the engineering of road
blockades from a central point. Latter-day public
enemies can race from one county of the state to an-
other in stolen cars with little fear of immediate ap-
prehension. ‘
“It would seem well to institute a department of
public safety which would include within its juris-

diction not only a bureau of state police, with such .

companion bureaus as criminal identification and
records, intelligence and communication, but also the
agencies which now perform
tory functions.”
