(3) Is there any reason why a merchant can price and weigh his merchan-
dise to us and we as farmers can't price and weigh ours?

(4) Is there any reason for cutting a bale of cotton twelve times and taking
a pound each cutting when the law says that the ginner shall prepare a sample
and the cotton shall be sold by the sample?

(5) 1s there any reason why the farmer should sit idly by and not ask the
next legislature to fix a sufficient penalty to the warehouse sampling law to

prohibit the cutting and appropriating of this immense amount of cotton.
