It we* God's plan after the child- 

rrn o f Israel grew to he a multitude 
of people, to move them out of Eg>t>t 
into the land o f Canaan, where he 
could develop them into a strong, 
self-supporting nation. To do this 
required preparation. The people 
must he willing to go and the rulers 
must he willing to let them go, and a 
leader must be found willing to und­
ertake the task. The Israelites had 
increased so rapidly in numbers that 
the king ordered all new horn male 
infants killed, and also required more 
work o f the men. During this era 
o f persecution a boy was born and 
the mother loved him so that she 
concealed the baby in the swampy 
grass near the river and nursed him 
so carefully that he was a beautiful 
and healthy child.
