John Norri* Says Newspapers Are Overcharged $6,000,000 h r  Print Paper
Washington, Feb. 22. The 

pulp and paper clause of the pro 
posed ( auadian reciprocity 
agreement was defended before 
tiie finance committee of the 
senate today by John Norris, 
chairman of the paper committee 
of th** American New 
Publishers' Association 

He declared he spoke for daily 
newspapers, "which pay $55,000, 
(XH» per annum for their print 
paper, $rt,OOOtOUO more than they 
would pay if normal conditions 
were perm itted,"

He dwelt es|s>cially U|*>n th* 
following point*

I’ii*1 increase of $2.50 per ton 
in tin* price of print paper by 
pa|*er makers since tin- enact 
ment of the Payne-Aldrich tariff, 
notwithstanding the reduction of 
#2.25 per ton in tin- duty; Mi* 
increase of price from $82 to jl" .  
|H*r ton since thirty-two mills 
were merged into the Interna 
tionai Pafier Company; the al­
leged effort of paper makers to 
"starve the m arket" and increase 
prices; the complete dtqiemlence 
on Canada for puq> wood to keep 
the American paper mills going.

The inaccurate character of 
information supplied to publish­
ers  about tiie supply of pulp 
wood in various parts of the 
United States; th*1 somewhat 
high lalsir cost in Canada of 
making a ton of print paper; the 
ability of American mills to make 
paper chtuqier than Canada; the 
failure of bulldozing methods to 
obtain pulp wimmI from Canada, 
and tin1 effective application of 
the pa|s>r clause in the agree 
ment to the situation now con 
fronting American paper users.

Mr. Norri* submitted an ex­
tensive array of exhibits.

"D uring Ju ly , August and 
Septem ber, last, Mr Norris 
said, "th e  larger pai>er com 
IMiiiies refused to quote any 
prices for the year 1911.

"T h e largest user of print 
paper in the 1 ’nited States, whose 
contract will soon expire, will 
probably pay an advance of 

annum upon tills
present price.

"W hat ids** can we ex|***ct, 
when congress fattens and fost 
ers concerns like the Interna 
tionai Paper Company, which 
gathered together thirty two 
mills mostly tributary to denud 
ed tim ber tracts and to exhaust 
ed water courses. It consoli 
dated them into what is now a 

1 cor|Mirution, most <>f 
its capitalization representing 
wuter. I t  took over 111 paiso- 
machines, but is now operating 
logs than sixty seven pap**r 
clones to its equipment.

"Instead  of using its r •■ources
