MANY MEXICANS DIE.

Reports of vital statistics received 
at the state health department indi­
cate a rather remarkable condition 
at El Paso. Out of 157 deaths re­
ported for lest month all but 28 were 
Mexicans.

The Mexicans constitute about 
ene-thml of the population of El 
Paso, yet their death rate is approxi­
mately four times greater than that 
of th* white people.

The large percentage of mortality 
among the Mexicans, however, is at­
tributed to the death of children, the 
state reports reciting the death of 
many babies. Indigestion and kin­
dred troubles are given as the chief 
eauscH of death among the children.
