CANNERY BEGINS OPERATION
LAST WEDNESDAY

The local relief cannery began its 
operation last Wednesday. The new 
cannery is located at the Fair Park 
and is canning all kinds of prodhets 
on a percentage basis. Meats are can­
ned on a 40-60 basis, the person fur 
nishing the meats getting the 60 per­
cent. Vegetables are canned on a 55- 
45 basis, the person furnishing the 
vegetables getting the 55 percent. The 
cannery furnishes all cans.

Ben Hext is in charge of the can­
nery, and relief families will be em 
ployed at the cannery. The commis­
sioners’ court are furnishing the build­
ing, the water, the stove, fuel, ana 
equipment.

The cannery should be a great help 
both to relief work in Schleicher 
county and to people who wish to 
have their home grown products can­
ned as cheaply as possible.

Just how long the cannery will op­
erate in Eldorado has not yet been de­
cided; but it will possibly run untl* 
late spring.

After striking salt water from 5,623 
to 5,632 feet, the John M. Cooper’s No. 
3 Bert Page has been closed awaiting 
the arrival of 5 3-16-inch casing. The 
casing will probably- be run into the 
well during the early ■> part of next 
week.

The salt water rose in the well un­
til it was blown out by the six million 
cubic feet of gas which is flowing 
daily from the well. The salt watei- 
ends any possibility of oil in the pre­
sent lime section, but does not affect 
the chances of deeper oil. The well 
has been drilling in an unidentified 
lime formation for several days and 
the salt water strike was the first 
break in the lime since 5,388 feet.

The Page well encountered gas and 
a small amount of high gravity sweet 
oil at 5,404 and 5,484 feet. A shot ot

This is nearly as many counties as thi- 
combined number of those in which Is- 
four opponents are rated first; and 
these 90 counties in which he is given 
highest standing polled considerably 
more than the 386,292 votes cast in 
the other 93 counties. In addition, 
he was ranked second higli in 58 coun­
ties, about os many as his two 
strongest opponents.

Senator Joe Moore of Greenville Is 
given second high place by the com 
posite opinions of the editors, with 
first rating in 30 counties easting 
180,264'votes; Senator John Hornsby 
of Austin is rated first in 27 counties 
casting 105,099 votes; Benjamin F. 
Berkeley of Alpine is first in 26 coun­
ties with 62,225 votes, and Itepresen- 
ative R. M. Johnson of Palestine trails 
with first rating in 10 counties ot 
37,704 votes.

Schedule Is Given
The accompanying schedule shows 

how the candidates for governor are 
rated in each of the counties from 
which estimates were received.

State Health Officer 
Warns Picnicers 

Against Dangers

Austin, Texas, July 19. — Dr. John 
iV. Brown, State Health Ollicer, warns 
those going on a vacation or picnic, 
to be careful abjout their food and th* 
water they drink if they want to a 
void unpleasant after effects.

“As to foods,” Dr. Brown said, 
“First; be sure that wlmt you take is 
perfectly fresh. Second; Take things 
that won’t spoil. During the hot mug­
gy weather that prevails at this time, 
of the year, it is hard to keep any 
kind of food in good condition, ns ev. 
cry housekeeper knows. Rich perisn- 
able food taken off the ice and car- 
ried around for several hours before 
using will spoil very quickly.

"It is better to avoid rich salads 
and indigestible combinations, and to 
stick to the simpler things. Sand­
wiches------of which an infinite varie­
ty can be prepared------cake, the sim­
pler the better— and plenty of fresn, 
ripe fruit, are usually safe and satis­
fying and should form the principle 
part of your menu. Whatever you 
ake, don’t overeat and don't indulge 
in all sorts of queer mixtures. If, you 
do, the day after the picnic is not 
ikely to be a pleasant one for you.

“And as a third precaution: Take 
•our own drinking water, unless you 

are sure that the water supply of tlii- 
ilace where you are going to spenu 
the day, is free from contamination. 
Thermos bottles, thermos jugs, fruit 
jars, can all be pressed into service. 
It may be more trouble to carry water 
from home, but it is much safer tha» 
to drink water from a source that 
may be cantamiuated with disease 
germs, especially those of typhoid fev­
er.”

TWO AMBITIONS;

TWO POLITICIANS

Ambition is a word which means 
much to the human race; but its 
meaning depends largely upon the in- 
dividual interpretation of the word. 
There happens to be two sorts of am­
bition : an ambition which tends to 
build, to progress, to push forward 
steadily with a purpose of serving to 
utmost capacity; and an ambition 
which has as its goal to rule or ruin.

We should always be concerned with 
which sort of ambition a man possess­
es: blit often it is difficult to deter­
mine into which class a mans falls 
until we see the fruits of his work. A 
man who has the right sort of ambi­
tion should never be condemned, even 
In failure: he should lie encouraged. 
The man who possesses the wrong sort 
of ambition should be regulated.

And just ns there are two ambitions, 
’here are two politicians. Especially, 
we should consider the ambition or 
landidates in the field as election day 
approaches. One class of candidates 
run for office for the suka of rulings 
—for the sake of swaying the fates ol 
multitudes to suit the whims and fan- 
■ies of an individual. Another class 
of candidates, those whom we musr 
elect, run for office for the primary 
purpose of serving a nation which 
needs and deserves our service. Which 
of the two shall we choose In the com 
ing election?

We have often made mistakes on 
our choices of candidates. Often we 
are unable to tell just what a man is 
until he is in office, but to make the 
same mistake over and over is unpar­
donable. Lot's vote for a candidate 
who stands for service. Such men do 
not show themselves as often as we 
would like, but when they do, let’s 
not betray the right of every Ameri­
can citizen. Let’s vote---- -let's fill
public offices with responsible, serving 
men.

SOME VIEWS ON BELIEF

Too many people are skeptical of 
the government’s relief program on 
foundation that it is unconstitutional, 
unprecedented, inevitably ruinous. 
Where people get such “happy” ideas 
is beyond calculation. Relieving need-
y people is not unconstitutional------it
is written into a constitution not de­
signed by man. Relieving needy 
people is not unprecedented— the Per­
fect -Man practiced sucli deeds almost 
2,000 years ago. And yet devoutly re­
ligious people sharply criticise the gov­
ernment's recent undertakings.

The only point of worry in the re­
lief program is the method of relief— 
—not the relief itself. We should feel 
concern when a man is given money 
without having expended energy be­
cause it encourages laziness, destroys 
initative and self respect, and lowers 
the standards of living. But to give 
a man an opportunity to earn his 
bread when he otherwise has no op- 
portunity is not ruinous. To buy f. 
man’s products which he has produced 
by the sweat of his brow when there 
is no market and no market Value for 
products is not straight-forward char­
ity but simply a practice of the golden 
rule in its most effective form. Most 
American people are not eager to ac­
cept. charity anyway: what they want 
is a square deal.

When the Great War was going on 
the American people dug to ilie hone 
to come to the aid of the government, 
now the government alcojit faces and 
comes to the aid of its suffering 
people. What is so ridically wronB 
in that? What is a government for. 
anyway, if it isn’t to protect its 
people? Wouldn’t it be a wise thing 
to think twice before criticising the 
government’s liberal relief program!

New Charters In Texas 
Show Business Gain

Austin, Texas, July 19. —New char­
ters granted corporations during June 
to carry on business in Texas showed 
a substantial rise over May, according 
to Dr. F. A. Bueehel, statistician in the 
Bureau of Business Research of The 
University of Texas. A total of 130 
charters was granted with aggregate 
capitalization of $1,890,000, increases 
of 8 per cent and 50 per cent respec­
tively over the number and capitaliza­
tion in May. There was, however, a 
decline of 30 per cent in number and 
practically the same percentage drop

In capitalization in comparison with 
June,, 1933; and for the year to dabs 
there was a drop of 12 per cent ir. 
number and 39 percent in capitaliza­
tion compared with the corresponding 
period last year.

Charters granted out-of-state firms 
were 29 per cent fewer than in May 
but 4 per cent above June last year; 
and for the first sir months the in­
crease over last year was 27 per cent.

A total of six firms with capitaliz­
ation of $1000,000 or more each was 
chartered aganst two in May and six 
|ln June last year. During the first 
half of the current year seventeen 
firms were chartered against 34 dur­
ing the corresponding period last year.

Old B ox Causes Court Casa
Two women, charged with theft, re­

cently were tried in Glamorgan, 
Wales. For two hours the jury lis­
tened to counsel questioning witnesses, 
four of whom had traveled 50 miles. 
After the judge summed up the case, 
and the jury had duly deliberated, It 
declared the woman not guilty. The 
theft consisted of taking a dilapidated 
wooden box. It was valued at 12 
cents.

Diamond Needle
