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Genera] Butler’s Fantastic Story of Fascist Plot to Seize
~ the Government—Strike in the Great Steel
By Jpdustry Becomes Imminent.

OBER minded American citizens
< find it difficult to take seriously
the fantastic story that Maj. Gen.
Smedley D. Butler told to the con-

S gressional committee
investigating un-Amer-
ican activities. This
retired officer of ma-
rines charges that
there is a plot, en-
gineered by Wall
street men, to seize
the government of the
United States.and set
up a Fascist dictator-
ship, and the chairman
Gen_ Smedley of the committee, Rep-

D- Butler resentative John W.

; McCormack of New
York, considered the tale of enough im-
portance to warrant the calling of wit-
nesses to prove or disprove it. General
‘Butler made his story public through
the columns of the New York Evening
Post, as the proceedings of the com-
mittee are conducted in private.

If Butler is to be beiieved, he was
approached by Gerald P. MacGuire.
bond salesman in the stock exchange
firm of Grayson M. P. Murphy and
Company, and urged to accept the lead-
ership of a soldier organization of half
a million men “which would assem-
ble—probably a year from now—in
Washington, and that within a few
days it could take over the functions
of the government.” MacGuire, accord-
ing to the general, thought the over-
turn of the government might be ac-
complished peacefully and suggested
that ‘“we might even go along with
Roosevelt and do with him what Mus-
solini did with the king of Italy.”

Butler’s story continued:

“He told me he believed that at
least half of the American Legion and
Veterans of Foreign Wars would fol-
low me.

“MacGuire explained to me that they
had two other candidates for the posi-
tion of ‘Man on the White Horse.’ He
said that if I did not accept an offer
would be made to Gen. Douglas Mac-
Arthur, chief of staff of the United
States army, and that the third choice
would be Hanford MacNider, former
commander of the American Legion.

“So far as I know, neither General
MacArthur nor MacNider has been ap-
proached. Their names were merely
mentioned as ‘alternates.’”

The general said he was offered con-

siderable sums “for expenses” which he,

did not accept. He said MacGuire in-
timated that among the backers of the
plan were Mr. Murphy and Col. Robert
S. Clark, a wealthy New Yorker with
offices in the Stock Exchange build-
ing; and he added that later Colonel
Clark offered him money to go to the
American Legion convention in Chi-
cago last year and make a speech for
retention of the gold standard, which
speech MacGuire had previously given
Butler.
Clark, at present in France, admit-
" ted he had asked Butler “to use his
' Influence in favor of sound money and
. ngdinst inflation,” but strongly denied
; that he had sponsored a Fascist move-
. ment. He declared he would take ac-
tion for libel against any person ac-
- cusing him in such a connection.
Murphy and other Wall street men
" ‘said the story was absolutely false
“‘and unutterably ridiculous, and Mac-
Guire, after being heard by the Me-
, Cormack committee, said: “It's a joke
—a publicity stunt. I know nothing
about it. The matter is made out of
whole cloth. I deny the story complete-
ly ”

SO FAR as the great steel industry
is concerned, it appears that the
‘ Industrial truce asked by President
Roosevelt cannot be arranged, and the
prospect of a strike of the steel work-
, ers is growing.

In behalf of the United States Steel
_corporation, a proposal was made to
“ the Ameriean Federation of Labor that
recognition of that organization would
‘ be granted, but that no contract would
-: be made. This proposal, it was said,
would be agreed to by 85 per cent of

the steel industry.

The labor spokesmen, led by William
Green, president of the A. F of L., re-
jected the tender on the ground that
it was hedged about in such a way to
permit collective bargaining with mi-

. nority groups or company unions, and
that the employers were still unwilling

to accept the principle of majority rule

as set forth in the national labor re-
" lations board’s decision in the Houde
. case.

If 'a rupture comes the Federation
of Labor may find the federal govern-
ment rather unsympathetic. Mr. Green’s
_influence in the White House has been
waning noticeably and he has had no
personal contacts with the President
for some time.

-New Yorkers with offices in sky-
scrapers were gladdened by the news
that a threatened strike of elevator

¢ 0] rators had been averted and an
difent, drafted by Mayor La
Guardias board of arbitration, had
beén signed by representatives of the
real . estate interests and the union.
The union withdrew its demand for a
closed shop; and standards of wages
and hours in various types of buildings

will be worked out by a committee ot
three arbiters, with the union recog-
nized as the bargaining agent for the
employees.

Y ORDER of the national labor re-

lations board there will be h&ld

soon a great workers’ election which
will determine whether organized labor
shall dominate the country’s rubber in-
dustry. :

The "board decreed that the  Fire-
stone Tire and Rubber company and
the B. F. Goodrich company of Akron,
Ohio, must allow their employees to
ballot on the question of whether they’
want a company union or an American
Federation of Labor union to represent
them in collective bargaining under the
NRA.

Twenty-one thousand workers, the
largest number ever polled by. the labor
board on an NRA question, will par-
ticipate in the election. In addition
another 15,000 workers of the Good-
vear Rubber' company
the same question. The Goodyear an-
gle of the case has not yet been passed
upon by the board.

Both the Firestone and Goodrich
companies have opposed the elections
now ordered, maintaining that condi-
tions in their plants are satlsfactmv
and that electioneering in rival unions
would only disturb the peace among the
workers,

duplication in-the various alphabetical
agencies of the government, FKFurther,
many conservatives are taking some
hope out of other administrative ac-
tions lately and are willing to believe
that the shake-up among the many
emergency sroups along with White
House pronouncements may possibly
indicate a slight return toward what
they regard as sounder fundamentails.

In a move held by many observers
to indicate an attempt by the Pres-
ident to eliminate some waste the
President has brought under one su-
pervisory control all of the agencies
lending government money. It may
be surprising to know that there are
ten important federal offices engaged
in loaning money. They have been
operating largely on their own pro-
grams. No attempt has been made
heretofore to ‘co-ordinate their efforts.
The result has been conflicting policies
and undoubtedly waste in results,

The President now proposes that
this shall end. He has named the com-
mittee for the defined purpose of es-
tablishing uniform policy respecting
government loans and -has declared
with - emphasis that the duplication
must be ‘eliminated.

Some leaders in" and out-of the gov-
ernment construed this action as in-
dicating a conviction by the Presi-
dent that there were too many ‘agen-
cies floating around ‘doing odd jobs
without restraint. Others believed
that Mr. Roosevelt was making an hon-
est effort to bring some semblance of
order out of chaos in the hope that
eventually expenses can be reduced
thereby.

In support of this view was the ac-
tion taken by the Home Owners’ Loan
corporation which has cut off further
loaning on homes. In announcing its
action the home loan board said it be-
lieved government aid in this direc-
tion was no longer necessary, taus in-
ferentially at least saying that some
recovery had taken place.

The home loan agency is among
those placed under cabinet committee
control. It will begin immediately to
shrink its organization, turning loose
eventually a total of! 28,000 workers.

The Reconstruction Finance corpor--
ation, ‘another oné of the groups which
will be guided by cabinet committee
policy hereafter, has announced it will
not seek additional funds from the
forthcoming session of congress. Bor-
rowers who hawe been using that
agency will be accommodated further,
of course, in accordance with the
terms of their obligations but the
whole tendency will be to cut down
on new loans,

current administration we are witness-
ing a shrinkage, rather than an expan-
sion, in governmental facilities set up
as ‘a part of the recovery program of
the New Dealers.™”

May Export ury, bearing Mr.

Curreﬁcy Roosevelt’'s approval,

which once again al-
lows unrestricted exports of currency,
but not goldl or silver metal. Hereto-
fore it has been necessary for private
business to obtain a specific license
from the treasury before it could ship
currency abroad in settlement of ob-
ligations. This move is expected to
have far-reaching consequences because
it lifts from business one of those an-
noying red tape procedures to which
business always objects and a kind
of transaction that has never crept
into private business in any way.

Gold and silver, both having been
nationalized under the New Deal, must
stay in thi§ country. Gold must stay
in the coffers of the treasury. Never-
theless, from many sources I hear fa-
vorable commeént on the relaxation of
the restrictions on movement of cur-
rency because it is generally believed
the action will have a psychological
benefit.. Many persons will feel that
if the government at Washington is
willing to permit shipment of curren-
cy/ abroad, there-is no reason to fear
embarrassing situations as a matter’
of dealing in currency. Of course, ob-
viously, the confidence hitherto repos-
ing in our dollar by foreigners cannot
be fully restored as long as gold can-
not be shipped but the present change
admittedly improves the sxtuation It
should be ex plﬂined that the -treasury
still keeps its fingers on the currency
movement .and that it has the author-
ity to slap on an embargo again when-
ever it sees fit. This appears to be
unlikely, however, as long as interna-
tional trade retains anything like its
present stability. Indeed, experts de-
clare that greater stability in interna-
tional trade ought to be one of the re-
sults and ‘the treasury is obviously
looking for that end to be served.

In some quarters the lifting of the
ban on currency exports was accept-
ed as meaning that Mr. Roosevelt is
not entertaining any thought of fur-
ther devaluation of the currency.

OME ONE bhas asked me to write

& few words concerning my favor-
fte meal. This is really asking ‘the
impossible, because I have so many fa-
orite food combinations. Perhaps you
will like to hear, however, about one
or two of the menus which | use for
buffet suppers of - which | am particu-
larly fond. You see, my friends are
80 likely to bring along one or two ex-
tra persons, and a buffet supper can
be stretched so easily. Actually, I sel-
dom call any of the meals that I serve
to my friends, dinner. When I invite
them to supper they don’t expect more
than two courses, although they some-
times get three.

The other nignt, for instance, I gave
them what 1 call toasted cheese, al-
though. it is really baked. This is an
old family recipe which demands only
one fork besides the dish in which it
is baked for its preparation.
this 1 served baked tomatoes with
bacon made by the easiest method.

#or dessert' I gave them chocolate
pudding with which I have been doing
some experimental work, [ also pro-
vided fruit which made the center-
piece. 1 intended it for a substitute
for those who did not like chocolate
pudding, but as I had 100 per cent
takers for the pudding, it provided an
extra course.

Since the return of beer 1 have had
fa number of \Welsh rarebit parties,
the old- fashioned kind, made just with
cheese. seasoning and beer. With this
a potato salad may vhe served made
savory with bits of bacon, onion, cu-
cumber and celery. Of course, there
must be hot toast, pickles, olives and
other relishes. For dessert I usually
serve fruit. If beer is served during
one of these meals, coffee comes at
the end, otherwise there should be
large cups of coffee served with the
main course.

Another tried and true buffet supper
menu consists of veal paprika, noodles
with poppy seeds and ground almonds,

A treasure hunt within sight of the
skyserapers of Manhattan seems some-
what out of place. But one is;: going
on right now. As a matter of fact. it

is a double search, :since two compet-:

ing outfits are engaged in it and the
chances are excellent that there will

be a third entry. The newcomer in the

field, iffhe follows his announced in-
tention,fwill be none other than Simon
Lake, inventor of the submarine, who
recently completed an underwater craft
designed primarily for locating ‘treas-
ures, from gold to coal, on the bot-
tom of the sea. In fact, the “mother
ship” of the new craft can suck up as
much ‘as 200 tons of coal an hour
and that runs into money. It is not
coal, however, ' that the New York
treasure hunters are seeking. They are
after the yellow metal that is so pre-
cious just now. The place of the search
is the East river, ong party, equipped
with 'an ocean going tug, being at work
at Hell Gate and the other off East
130th --street. For many days new,
divers have been prowling around:im
the mud of the river bottom. The .ob-

ject of their quest is the old British

ship Hussar.

The Hussar went down in 1780. Ac-
cording to records, she struck one of
the many rocky reefs in the East river
and probably slid into deep water,
there' being a stone ledge that drops
off to a depth of 80 feet. Fourteen

years after the sinking, salvage opera-:

tions were begun. Those of 1794 were
not syccessful. Eighty-two years later
another attempt was made. Then, the
ship is said to have been actually
brought to the surface of the river.
But it broke in two, sank and could
not be recovered again. The interest
in the wreck:lies in the fact that it
was supposed, to have been carrying
gold /worth at present prices 'abont
$6,000,000, the money being the pay
of British troops in this country. It is
said that British admiralty records
fail to show any such shipment. But
treasure hunters are alivays hopeful
and so, after 154 years, there is re-
newed search for the wreck."

THE ELDORADO SUCCESS

Ly Bob Nichols

Shooting Editor, Field and Stream

ANY good shots prefer the single-

barrel gun. Guns in this class
are the pump-gun, the automatic, and
also the so-called *“over-and-under.”
The last named is really a double bar-
rel gun. But its barrels are superim-
posed, one on top of the other, so that
it offers the single-barrel aliznment of
the true single-tube guns such as the
pump and auto-loader.

The reason they give for their pref-
erence is that the single tube is easier
and quicker to aim. And more accu-
rate to aim.

In my opinion, this preference is
largely imaginary. I, too, shoot the
single-tube gun and prefer it to the
double-barrel. But 1 have tested my-
self time and again on the skeet field
and find that I shoot just as well with
either type of gun.

The single-barrel shooter’'s most com-
monly expressed objection to the
double-barrel gun is that the twin bar-
rels confuse him and cause him to
“‘cross-fire.” What he means is that
his eye' unconsciously lines up either
one of the barrels, usually the left
barrel in the case of a right-handed
shooter, instead of lining up the cen-
ter of the gun on the target. Obvious-
ly, if your eye is unconsciously aiming
the left barrel .of a double-barrel, the
chances are that you will almost cer-
tainly shoot behind the flying target.

My answer to the single-tube versus
the double-barrel gun controversy is
this: If you are so conscious of your
gun that two tubes out there in-
stead of only one confuses you—then I
say you are paying too much atten-
tion to your gun and you are not
ghooting a shotgun the way a shotgun
should be shot!

In the first place, your eyes 'should
be at *“universal focus.” In. other
words, your eyes, both wide open,
should be aware of everything in a
fairly wide field of vision. Roughly,
I should say that about 60 per cent of
your vision should be concentrated on
the target, about 30 per cent on the
gun, and about 10 per cent dispersed
over an area perhaps ten yards on
both sides of the target. [ think this
proportion is very nearly correct for
shots in the open. ;

Note the great advantage of this,
say in quail hunting for instance. Your
faithful old dog stands on rigid point.
You walk in carefully and flush the
covey. Up they go with a roar. With
your eyesight correctly proportioned
to the first bird yow pick out, to your
gun, and to the remaining birds—you
quickly knock down your first shot,
swing like a flash on the second,
which your 10 per cent vision makes
you keenly aware of. and if you are
quick enough in your gun handling
and are shooting a repeater you may
even get in a third shot. - And after
all the shooting’s over you know where
the main body of the birds went and
you can immediately start for the
right pateh of cover to begin taking
your singles.

The man who uses too much of his
vision in watching his gun—or the
man who shoots with one eye closed—
can't begin to do this. After the first
shot he is floundering."and when his
eyes finally focus on the second bird
he needs the range of a full-choke bar-
rel to catch it—and the third shot on
the vise is almost impossible, More-
over, usually he will be in the dark as
far as knowing where all the rest of
the birds flew to.

For the frequent shot one gets in
thick woods and brush—especially on
grouse, and quite often on quail—here
I think the really good shot seldom
sees his gun. His vision {s concen-
trated about 80 per cent on the target
and 20 per cent dispersed over an
area around and ahead of the target.
This is called the “snap” shot. It is
pure, instinctive gun pointing. It can
be extremely accurate. But it should
be used only in emergency—never in
open country where easy, deliberate
aiming is possible. For the deliberate
aim is the surest killer.
