The Schleicher County Histori­
cal Society has announced that 
Kathleen Crosby St. Clair and 
Elton McGinnes are the honorees 
for the Pioneer Family Award for 
1998. A plaque is presented each 
year during Schleicher County 
Days to a descendant of a pioneer 
family in Schleicher County.

Elton McGinnes was bom July 
28, 1921 on Jess Koy’s “Hill” 
ranch, which is 9 miles east of El­
dorado. He often remarks that he 
has, “gone a long way in his 
life...being bom 9 miles east of 
Eldorado and moving all the way 
into town.”

Elton went to school in several 
places, but Eldorado has always 
been home to him. He graduated 
from Eldorado High School in 
1938.

Elton served his country during 
WWII. He entered the military ser­
vice in 1942 and was discharged 
in February of 1946. He went to 
work for Southwest Texas Electric 
Cooperative in April of 1946. This 
job lasted until February of 1985 
when he retired after nearly 39 
years with the Co-op. While work­
ing for the cooperative, he served

3 years on the Texas Electric Co­
operative board in Austin.

Elton is a 62-year active mem­
ber of the First United Methodist 
Church. He has served the Volun­
teer Fire Department, Hospital 
Board, Library Board, American 
Legion, Masonic Lodge and East­
ern Star, Old Eldorado Woolen 
Mill Foundation, Lions Club, His­
torical Society, Tax Appraisal Re­
view Board, and the Chamber of 
Commerce. He often wonders how 
he had time to work for the Co-op.

Mary Ditmore and Elton 
McGinnes were married October 
4,1942. They have two living chil­
dren, Lynda M cGinnes of 
Lovington, NM and Wayne 
McGinnes of Eldorado, along with 
wife, Cindy, and two grandchil­
dren, Eric and Whitney.

Kathleen Crosby St. Clair was 
bom October 12, 1923. She at­
tended Eldorado schools and 
graduated from the University of 
Texas. While in Eldorado schools, 
she was noted for her great tap- 
dancing.

Kathleen was the only child of 
J.C. and Lillian Crosby.

He 
looked at my name tag and said, 
“M ankin....M ankin...oh, yes, the 
Truby Musical!”

F a c e lift  fo r  a  H a n g a r
The old building was weath­

ered, showing its age. It was liter­
ally coming apart at the seams. Its 
twin next to it was doing the same 
thing. But coming to the rescue 
was a group of folks who realized 
the significance of the two old 
structures and didn't want them to 
suffer a prolonged and undignified 
death.

So if things go according to 
plan, one of the new structures 
will be restored by the end of the 
year.

ute to the role it played in our 
country's war efforts.

Many veterans have retired in 
Big Spring and many come back 
to remember. With the addition of 
the Hangar to an already outstand­
ing Vietnam Memorial, Big Spring 
should be seeing more veterans 
who spent time in the military at 
either the bombardier school or

Webb.
The restoration committee, 

headed by Jerry Worthy, has proven 
to be a capable money raiser. The 
application for a grant to restore 
HANGAR 25 was approved by the 
Texas Department of Transporta­
tion. It was one of only 55 selected 
as a "significant historical monu­
ment" from the 387 applications 
submitted. The HANGAR 25 
project has been followed with 
great interest by the Texas Histori­
cal Commission.

HANGAR 25 will receive 80 
percent of the architect's estimate 
of $573,600 to restore the hangar. 
The community raised the other 20 
percent without any public funds. 
Part of the money was raised by 
selling memorial plaques for $50 
which will decorate one wall of the 
museum. The plaques honor any­
one who served in the military or 
had some connection to it. The sale 
of T-shirts, caps and food at vari­
ous events brought in more dona­
tions.

Restoration plans were done 
by CADCO architects of 
’’Abilene, Texas. The restoration 
work is being done by Lee George 
construction of Big Spring. 
Completion is due in November.

The restored hangar will be 
one of a kind in Texas. The 
museum's emphasis of training 
planes and aids will fill a vacuum 
not covered by any other flight 
museum. It will include a com­
fortable community meeting 
room.

Planes used in the training at 
Webb will be displayed in the han­
gar once it is completed. These 
include the AT-11, T-28, T-33, T- 
37 and T-38. Also, an F-104 from 
the 331st Fighter Interceptor 
Squadron stationed at Webb is 
being considered.

The call is out for memorabilia 
related to the base from 1941-1977.

L aw m akers propose to im prove oversight o f care facilities ,
AUSTIN — After a long inves­

tigation of personal-care facilities 
in Texas, a Senate committee has 
found enough evidence, including 
deaths and poor treatment, to seek 
changes in the Jaw.

Last week, the Senate Interim 
Committee on Home Health and 
Assisted Living Facilities recom­
mended more thorough oversight 
by the state for frail, elderly people 
and others in assisted living or 
served by home health-care agen­
cies.

“After 10 months of investigat­
ing and researching unlicensed per­
sonal-care homes in Texas, I am 
sorry to say that this story is re­
peated almost daily somewhere in 
our state,” said committee member 
Sen. Mike Moncrief, D-Fort Worth.

Texas has an estimated 4,000 
unlicensed assisted-living facilities 
with more than 900 personal-care 
facilities licensed by the Texas 
Department of Human Services, 
Moncrief said.

Among the panel’s proposals:
• Help families get information 

or lodge complaints.
• Impose stricter requirements 

for assisted-living facilities.
• Centralize oversight among 

agencies that often don’t share in­
formation.

• Increase the $400 cap on fa­
cility-licensing fees.

The proposals will be for­
warded to the 1999 Legislature, 
which convenes in January.

Scholarship Give-Back Is Eyed
Campaigns are gearing up for 

the 2000 elections so there’s a lot 
of political interest in giving money 
back to taxpayers.

With a projected state budget 
surplus of $6 billion, state officials 
are dreaming of ways to help stu­
dents pay the high cost of a col­
lege education as a way to return 
money to taxpayers.

Scholarship proposals range 
wide, from giving $500 million a 
year to the

neediest Texans, to giving ev­
ery student with a certain grade- 
point average free tuition and fees 
regardless of family income.

Georgia, Florida and Kentucky 
dedicate their state lottery proceeds 
to pay for scholarship funds. In 
those states, students are eligible 
to receive scholarships regardless

of their family income.

House OKs Nuke Waste Pact
Legislation allowing shipment 

of nuclear waste to a site near the 
West Texas town of Sierra Blanca 
was approved by the U.S. House 
of Representatives last week.

The Texas Low-Level Radioac­
tive Waste Disposal Compact, 
authored by U.S. Rep. Joe Barton, 
R-Ennis, has moved to the Senate 
for consideration.

Texas Sens. Phil Gramm and 
Kay Bailey Hutchison have sup­
ported the measure.

Congress already has approved 
nine such compacts involving 42* 
states. The Texas compact would 
allow Vermont and Maine each to 
pay Texas $25 million to ship their 
waste to the site.

Insurers Work on Y2K Liability
Insurers are working on a way 

to limit claims related to the poten­
tially devastating Year 2000 com­
puter problem.

Insurance Services Office Inc., 
a New York-based firm that com­
piles loss data for insurers, has 
asked the Texas Department of In­
surance to approve a standard form 
that insurers could use on liability 
policies to exclude claims on a 
“Y2K” problem.

The department has not yet 
taken action on the request, the 
Austin American-Statesman re­
ported last week.

Helmetlessness Has Its Price
Since Sept. I, 1997, motorcy­

clists have enjoyed the legal luxury 
of cruising down beautiful Texas 
highways with nothing separating 
their skulls from eternity but the 
wind itself.

Turns out, however, that fatal 
motorcycle accidents have in­
creased since the use of helmets 
became optional for riders age 21 
and older, Department of Public 
Safety records show.

Thirteen riders in 37 fatal mo­
torcycle accidents from September 
to December 1997 weren’t wear­
ing jielmets. In 1996, two motor­
cyclists died without helmets.

Under the 1997 helmet law, rid­
ers who don’t wear helmets must 
carry a minimum of $10,000 in 
health insurance coverage or suc­
cessfully complete a safety train­
ing course.

use, the down-to-earth, no-non- 
sense people of Marathon found 
a welcome dinner guest in this 
bachelor who shared their values 
and commitment to their town.

Graduate studies at Sul Ross 
State University in Alpine, Texas, 
focusing on Range Animal Sci­
ence kept Rabbit busy while he 
moved up the road to Marfa, 
Texas, and took over the ag pro­
gram there. From 1978 to 1991, 
Rabbit and his students lived and 
learned the ag life, building the 
FFA/4-H Ag Center, participating 
in State Leadership contests and 
winning honors at the Houston 
Livestock Show. They also built 
a gazebo and benches to beautify 
the school campus, barbecued for 
local ranchers’ functions, and 
helping to establish and prolong 
pride in that community.

During this time, Rabbit also 
experienced some of the most per­
sonally gratifying moments of his 
life, when he was named Texas 
Agriculture Teacher of the Year 
by the Texas Sheep and Goat 
Raisers Association. It was while 
in Marfa that Rabbit was elected 
president of the Marfa Lions 
Club, married Toni Martin of Van 
Horn, Texas, and fathered two 
children, Dest and Ridge Ann.

In 1991, Rabbit journeyed 
home to Eldorado, Texas, where 
family and early schooling memo­
ries drew him. He and his students 
set to work immediately, repair­
ing and maintaining the Ag Com­
plex, designing and fabricating 
the Old Eldorado Woolen Mill 
signs that greet visitors at the four 
entrances to town. He coached a 
Lone Star Farmer and repaired 
and maintaining the Eldorado 
Pride Com m ittee’s downtown 
benches. He also fashioned bar­
becue tables for the courthouse 
lawn all the while helping his stu­
dents leam breeding and blood­
lines.

He also stayed busy, and in­
volved his students in, building a 
greenhouse and hog bam for use 
in 1998-99, build ing  a new 
pressbox and bleachers for the sta­
dium and gaining the knowledge 
and skills students need to go 
from school to work. Skills like 
welding, which were put to use 
during construction of the new 
gym.

Rabbit’s pride in his commu­
nity and his wish to instill that 
pride in his students through hard 
work, honesty, forthrightness and 
fun have follow ed Rabbit 
throughout his career.

Tracking this Rabbit was dif­
ficult. Working to improve the life 
of the community is something he 
does quietly, so matter-of-factly.

still.

away on December 25, 1950, and 
Lillian passed away in 1982.

Delia and Gratton Crosby, 
grandparents of Kathleen, moved 
to Schleicher County in 1901, 
where they filed on school land, 25 
miles southeast of Eldorado in 
Middle Valley. Their first home 
was a wagon bed, covered with a 
tarp, under a giant oak tree.

In 1928, the Crosbys built a 
modem, eight room home, covered 
in natural stone under the same gi­
ant oak that sheltered their first 
wagon-bed home.

It took all day and into the night 
to make a trip to Eldorado, so gro­
ceries were purchased at Ft. 
McKavett, 15 miles east of the 
ranch. Trips were limited to Eldo­
rado for business purposes. Occa­
sionally, the Crosbys rode 5 or 10 
miles horseback to a “neighbor­
hood dance.”

On December 28, 1948, in 
Sonora, Texas, Kathleen married 
Eugene C. St. Clair of San Anto­
nio. Gene, as he was known, was a 
career Air Force officer and retired 
from the Air Force as a Colonel in 
1975. Gene passed away in 1981.

Gene and Kathleen moved to 
the ranch in 1977. They lived in 
the ranch home that Delia and 
Gratton had built in 1928, although 
they did some extensive remodel­
ing and rebuilding.

Kathleen has one daughter, 
Christie Gene St. Clair, bom Janu­
ary 15,1951, at Chanute Air Force 
Base, Illinois. Christi graduated 
from high school in Austin. She 
later attended Sweetbriar College 
and the University of Texas where 
she received her B.A. degree in 
Journalism. She later studied at the 
Institute de Allende, San Miguel 
de Allende, Mexico. She now re­
sides in Houston and works as a 
Certified Legal Assistant.

Kathleen lives at the Ranch home, 
and if you ever go down Middle Val­
ley road, stop by the Crosby Ranch 
and see all of the birds, emus, llamas, 
donkeys, you name it—it’s there.

The Schleicher County Inde­

pendent School District Food Ser­
vice Dept, recently released its caf­
eteria policies for the 1998-99 
school year.

According to food service di­
rector Mildred Phillips, the caf­
eteria doors are not opened un­
til 7:30 a.m. and breakfast is 
served from 7:40 a.m. until 8:00 
a.m.

All school lunches need to be 
paid in the cafeteria in the morn­
ing from 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. 
Please make an effort to pay in 
the morning at the specified 
time.

Children will not be allowed to 
pay for more than one day at a time

in the lunch line.
A simple and fast method of 

paying is to place a check or cash 
in an envelope with the student’s 
name or names, the teacher’s name, 
and the amount for each student on 
the outside. Seal the envelope and 
send it with your child to the caf­
eteria before he/she goes to class. 
Paying in this manner keeps chil­
dren from having to wait in line for 
lunch.

Checks will not be accepted in 
the lunch line for more than one 
day. The cafeteria will not

accept a check in the line and 
give credit for it the next day, as 
this holds up the line and the stu­
dents will not have enough time to

eat lunch.
Charging is discouraged by the 

cafeteria. Children that have as 
many as five charges will be served ^  
an alternative lunch. This is the 
procedure for every child. Charges 
must be paid in the morning before 
lunch service begins.

"We raised the bar for Texas 
schools again this year.

Districts can earn one of 
four ratings: exemplary, recog­
nized, academically acceptable, 
and academically unacceptable. 
Individual campuses can earn 
ratings of exem plary, recog­
nized, acceptable and low per­
forming.

There were 3,310 campuses in 
Texas that earned acceptable rat­
ings, compared to 3,679 last year. 
In 1998,581 districts received the 
academically acceptable rating, 
compared to 650 the previous 
year. The number of campuses 
earning low-performing status 
dropped from 67 in 1997 to 60 
this year. That represents about 1 
percent of the campuses in the 
state.

Six districts given the aca­

demically unacceptable rating, 
compared to four the previous 
year. Three of these districts had 
dropout rates above six percent, 
which is the maximum level that 
is acceptable. The other three dis­
tricts had fewer than 40 percent 
of the students pass the writing 
portion of the TAAS test.

"I am very encouraged to see 
that no school has been on the 
low-performing list for more than 
two consecutive years. Of the 
seven schools that have been low 
performing for two years, only 
three of the campuses exhibited 
the same academic problem both 
years," Moses said.

To earn an exemplary rating 
this year, at least 90 percent of all 
the students and each student 
group (African American, His­

panic, white and economically 
disadvantaged) had to pass the 
reading, writing and mathematics 
sections of the TAAS test. A drop­
out rate of less than 1 percent for 
all students and each student 
group and an attendance rate of 
at least 94 percent were also re­
quired. •

A recognized rating required 
a TAAS passing rate in each sub­
ject of at least 80 percent for all 
students and each student group, 
a dropout rate of 3.5 percent or 
less for all students and student 
groups and an attendance rate of 
at least 94 percent.

The 1998 ratings criteria in­
clude a five percent increase in the 
TAAS passing standards for the #  
recognized and acceptable catego­
ries.

State legislative com m ittees 
schedule drought hearings

Senate Bill 1 which was passed 
in the 75th Legislative Session, 
mandated that groundwater dis­
tricts shall write a management 
plan by September 1, 1998 which 
must be certified by the Texas Wa­
ter Development Board. To pass 
certification by the TWDB, certain 
criteria must be satisfied. Included 
in the criteria are estimates of total 
useable amount of groundwater, 
amount of groundwater used annu­
ally, projected water supply and 
demand, annual amount of re­
charge and additional recharge. 
The District will be subject to an 
annual state audit beginning one 
year from adoption of the plan.

The District has written a draft 
management plan with manage­
ment objectives and performance 
standards to address specific goals 
outlined by Senate Bill 1. Once 
adopted by the Plateau Under­
ground Water Conservation & Sup­
ply District Board of Directors and 
certified by the Texas Water De­
velopment Board, the plan will be 
in effect for a ten year period. At 
this time the District is asking for 
public comment in order for the 
plan to better serve water users 
within the District. The Draft Man­
agement Plan is available to the 
public and may be picked up at the 
Plateau UWCSD Office, Schle­
icher County Annex Building, 210

A t press time, a 
gentle rain continued to foil in Eldorado.

AUSTIN — State Representa­
tive Bob Turner, announced an up­
coming joint meeting of the Texas 
House Committee on Appropria­
tions and the Texas Senate Finance 
Committee to discuss the drought's 
economic impact, status, and pos­
sible solutions. Rep. Turner, who 
serves as the Vice-chairman of the 
House Agriculture and Livestock 
Committee, applauded the decision 
to hold a joint hearing of the state's 
budget committees, stating that it 
is time for Texas to take action on 
its own behalf. "So far, Washing­
ton, D.C. has provided little in the 
way of meaningful assistance to 
our state. The farmers and ranch­
ers of District 73 don't want, and 
many can't afford, more low-inter­
est loans, or another quick fix," said 
Rep. Turner.

The U.S. Senate passed a $500 
million disaster aid package last 
week. However, not all of those 
funds are earmarked for Texas. 
Meanwhile, the USDA has esti­
mated crop insurance payments 
will reach $700 million in Texas 
alone. The Secretary of Agricul­
ture, Mr. Dan Glickman recently 
announced on his visit to Texas that 
the deadline for ranchers to graze

Conservation Reserve Program 
land will be extended to Novem­
ber 30. To date only 88 of 254 
Texas counties has been approved 
for CRP grazing, and hay produc­
tion is not allowed on these lands. 
So, the positive effect will be mini­
mal.

"I think it is time to stop look­
ing to the federal government for 
help. They are the ones who took 
away our disaster relief with the 
1996 Farm Bill, and left us with 
crop insurance which doesn't cover 
livestock producers," Rep. Turner 
continued, "We have a projected 
budget surplus of more than $2 bil­
lion in state revenues, and a pro­
jected loss in agriculture of $1.5 
billion. If there was ever a time 
when Texans have the opportunity 
to take care of Texas, it is now."

The joint hearing will take place 
at 10:00 a.m. on Friday, August 7 
at the Capitol in Austin. The hear­
ing will be open to the public. The 
committee will be taking invited 
testimony from the state agencies 
responsible for drought assistance 
programs, and representatives of 
the many industries and businesses 
affected by the drought.

ESA listings have created.

For now, the black-tailed prarie 
dog is still a common sight in many 
areas of the Western U.S.. But hav­
ing once ranged over 100 to 250 
million acres of grasslands, inten­
tional poisoning, disease, unregu­
lated shooting, development and 
conversion of habitat to farmland 
has reduced its habitat by 99 per­
cent. The species has been culmi­
nated in Arizona. Remaining ani­
mals are scattered across an esti­
mated 700,000 to 800,000 acres of 
rapidly disappearing grassland 
habitat, much of it in fragmented 
parcels too small to sustain viable 
prarie dog populations.

The isolation of remaining 
prarie dog colonies makes it impos­
sible for the species to repopulated 
areas that are affected by disease 
or environmental catastrophes. 
That means even relatively large 
populations are susceptible to lo­
cal or even widespread extinction.

the elimination of official policies 
that treat prarie dogs as vermin to 
be exterminated.

Many state and federal agencies 
are actively involved in poisoning 
the animals or encouraging ranch­
ers to do so as a way to eliminate 
grazing competition for cattle (in 
spite of evidence that prarie dog 
colonies are not incompatible with 
cattle grazing and may well be ben­
eficial). Some states actively pro­
mote unregulated and unlimited 
prarie dog shooting for sport. And 
in many areas, development pro­
ceeds without regard to the impact 
on prarie dogs or their habitat.

An ESA listing of the black­
tailed prarie dog would put an im­
mediate stop to both unregulated 
shooting and poisoning. Under a 
designation of threatened, Fish and 
Wildlife officials would have great 
flexibility to allow population con­
trols and other activities on private 
land to resume, if needed, as long 
as conservation objectives can be 
met and the species will eventually 
expand its population across the 
West. Building or development on 
private lands with large tracts of 
prarie dog habitat would require a 
permit. But the flexibility of a 
threatened designation would give 
officials latitude in allowing most 
plans to proceed, and in creating 
incentives for expanded habitat 
conservation by private landown­
ers.

Finally, the focus on public 
lands will be shifted to how to re­
build populations, especially in 
areas where large tracts of short- 
grass prarie can be restored. This 
can make public lands the founda­
tion for an expanding base of func­
tioning short-grass prarie and for 
the comeback of the black-tailed 
prarie dog. Rapid population 
growth is expected as long as ad­
equate protections are in place.

Still, the issue is potentially 
explosive with developers, ranch­
ers and others who fear possible 
restrictions on use of public or pri­
vate land. NWF will be contacting 
governors of affected states, along 
with wildlife agencies and land- 
owners’ groups in hopes of shap­
ing recovery plans that meet the 
peeds of both wildlife and local 
people.

Under the ESA, the U.S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service has 90 days to 
respond to the listing petition. If the 
agency decides the petition has 
merit, but does not issue an emer­
gency listing, it has an additional 
year to decide whether the species 
should be protected by the ESA.
