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Commissioners Chose 
Memorial Park Site

The location of the Schleicher 
County Memorial ParK has been 
chosen, in what it is hoped will be 
the first step in actual construction 
of buildding and surrounding re­
creational facilities.

The commissioner's have decided 
that because there is sufficient 
room on the courthouse grounds 
for the recreational center, it would 
be a waste of tax payers’ money to 
buy additional land. The site will be 
at the east of the courthouse build­
ing, and will extend to the street, 
eliminating the fence and including 
the unused strip between the fence 
and the city street.

The Commissioners have on hand 
a tentative plan, which includes an 
H-shaped building, for general 
community use, and such recrea­
tional facilities as swimming pool, 
wading pool, dressing rooms, con­
cession booths, tennis courts, slides, 
swings, cement walks, etc. To pro­
vide living quarters for the mana­
ger of the project, an apartment 
will be included somewhere in the 
general plans.

The entire park will face the 
Presbyterian Church and City Hall. 
The strip of land now outside the 
fence has been filled in as a first 
step in preparing the grounds.
^ Judge Meador and the Commis- 
Koners explain that there is no 
Assurance that work will begin at 
once. The court will ask for bids 
and award the contract, after which 
the Civilian Production Adminis­
tration must give its okey to the 
project before materials can be ob­
tained. On November 11 the next 
meeting of the Commissioners 
Court will be held, and there is pos­
sibility that more action may be 
taken at that time on this project.

The Memorial Park bonds were 
approved 2 to 1 by Schleicher Co., 
voters June 29, and the voters 
authorized a 10c increase in the 
county tax rate at that election.

Cafeteria

Miss Lucille Rumsey, Home Ec 
teacher, is the efficient head of that 
busy place, the school cafeteria. 
She plans all menus, does the mar­
keting and supervises the work in 

( the kitchen.
The women who work in the 

cafeteria are Mrs. L. V. Schooley, 
Mrs. Russell Donaldson and Mrs. 
Ralph Steward. Mrs Steward works 
only part time. The girls who help 
these women are E.bba Jean Blay­
lock, Johnnie Lewis, Peggy Mc- 
Angus, and Rita Ann Elder.

Reports from Miss Rumsey were 
that there was an average of 215 
students that ate in the cafeteria 
last month. This was for 19 days. 
She also reported that over $1000 
was spent for food last month. She 
reported there have been 240 stu­
dents that have eaten in the cafe­
teria this month.

In order to conserve foods and 
save expenses, the cafeteria uses 
the foods that are in season, and 
that are abundant. The foods in 
season now are potatoes, onions 
and apples.

Statistics on the cafeteria are 
as follows:

35 lbs. ground meat per day or 
35 lbs. roast per day; 16 loaves of 
bread per day; 3 lbs. of butter per 
day; 6 gals, of green beans per 
day; over 100 lbs. of potatoes a 
week.

The basic foods items are as 
follows: Type A:

Food items with milk or without 
milk; whole milk used as a beverage 
% pint; Meat or meat substitute 
2 oz.; Vegetable or fruit, 6 oz.; 
Bread, 1 portion; Butter or forti­
fied margarine, 2 tsps.

Type B:
Food items with milk without 
Same as above % pt.

1 oz. 1 oz.
4 oz. 4 oz.
1 portion 1 portion 
1 tsps. 1 tsps.

.. More statistics are:
Records are kept on everything. 

There is a daily record kept, and 
the menu is made out each week 
ahead of time. The market orders 
are also made out ahead of time. 
Meal tickets are sold to the stud­
ents at the price of $1, $2 and $2.50. 
Some of the students buy meal 
tickets for a month ahead, but 
mostly they buy them by the week. 
Some pay each day. The price of 
the lunch is 20c which includes 
milk.

Miss Shelton—her past
Miss Jewel Shelton, teacher of 

English III, librarian, sponsor of 
the Junior class, and sponsor of 
the annual, has been teaching here 
for 3 years, but here are some in­
teresting facts about her that some 
of us might not know.

Miss Shelton claims Sweetwater 
for her home town, since she and 
her family moved there before she 
started to school. It was here that 
she graduated from high school, 
also, and she then went to college 
at TSCW. She has studied at sev­
eral other universities and colleges 
since she received her degree from 
TSCW, one of these being the Uni­
versity of Texas.

At one time she was a pep squad 
sponsor, (“ that will tickle some” 
she remarked) but mainly she 
taught English.

As for exercise, she likes to play 
baseball, ride horseback, and skate. 
“ In the towns in which I have 
taught, I have aroused curiosity 
frequently by my walks in the eve­
nings.
