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COTTON ACREAGE 
IN THIS COUNTY 
IS INCREASED

A larger acreage in cotton is in­
dicated by reports of groweis this 
week, who admit that last year’s 
price of $200 per bale influenced 
them in their decision to plant 
more in 1947.

Some cotton is planted and spr­
outed, but many are awaiting ano­
ther rain before putting in their 
seed.

What the percentage of increase 
will be is anyone’s guess—and the 
guesses vary from 30 per cent to 
100 per cent. Some have increased 
their acreage, others are returning 
to cotton after choosing other crops 
during several war years, and some 
are trying it out for the first time.

It is conceded that an attractive 
price has been given first consid­
eration. Other factors are adapta­
bility of the soil, and supply of local 
labor at picking time.

There is no adequate record 
available concerning the increase— 
but it is expected that last year’s 
1600 Schleicher County cotton acre­
age will be upped to at least 2500 
this year.

Among those who are increasing 
acreage or planting for the first 
time are Halbert on the L. T. Wil­
son place, W. M. Davis,' Wm. Jar- 
rett on the Joe Edens place, Buck 
White, L. Kent, Jim Tom Roach 
and others.

Remodeling Proceeds 
On Army Barracks

Army barracks have arrived in 
Eldorado— as many as 15 or 16— 
and are .undergoing remodeling to 
take care of the city’s surplus popu­
lation.

It’s a debatable question—and 
good for an argument any time: 
are they good for the town or will 
they be an eyesore in years to 
come! Opinion is divided—never­
theless hammers and saws are be­
ing plied in widely separated sec­
tions of town. The buildings are 
arriving whole or knocked down, 
and will be remodeled or completely 
rebuilt, as the imagination (and 
pocketbooks) of the owners will 
dictate. Some made the trip better 
than others; one arrived in town 
with beams sagging and plywood 
flapping in the wind— the result of 
a highway accident. Remodeling 
costs will vary from a few hun­
dred dollars up.

A little of the red sand of the 
Abilene country is mingling with 
the fine dark soil of Schleicher Co., 
with the arrival of the barracks; 
the crevices of the flirrjsy structures 
are filled with the rea dirt, as the 
carpenters learn when they work 
on the buildings.

Some of the whole buildings are 
receiving new roof, windows, and 
partitions, and will be modern 
throughout. Exterior finish on 
some will be stucco.

Here is the way some are hand­
ling the project:

Leo Ivy and his wife are doing 
the work on their barracks build­
ing, while they occupy it. Mr. Ivy 
reports progress a little slow as he 
can spare time only at night.

Jess Thompson brought in two 
whole buildings and one dismantled 
one. One has been re-roofed and 
placed on the market— the other 
two were bought, with a lot, by 
Tom Carroll, who with his wife’s 
help, is building two front ells, 
thus changing the exterior appear­
ance materially.

John and Ray Jones moved in 
six buildings, and are already at 
work on three. Two are on the 
highway in the south part of town, 
one on a Deaton lot, and three or, 
the Jones lots in the northeast part 
of Eldorado. Two of these, it is 
understood, will be duplexes.

Cramer Sofge’s three buildings 
are on location for tourist cottages 
but he has been busy on a new 
trailer court and remodeling of his 
garage, and has not started work 
on them. Major changes and repairs 
are planned.

When completed the buildings 
will accommodate many families 
and should help to solve the pro- 
bem of over crowding in Eldorado. 
Though few vets experience any 
pangs of homesickness when view­
ing the barracks, a few are includ­
ed in the list of purchasers.

Charles Springstun, 68, of Big 
Lake, a former Schleicher County 
commissioner and resident, died in
