Directions Given
For Winter Car Care

Winter weather has arrived in
Texas. The last “blue norther” set-
tled the question. The rapid chang-
es that can be expected in the wea-
ther during the next few months
can be taken in stride and without
disrupting the farm chores and op-
erations if farm machinery is cor-
rectly winterized, says W. L. Ulich,
extension agricultural engineer of
Texas A&M College.

The radiators on all motors that
require liquid for cooling should be
drained and filled with a good
anti-freeze. A cracked block cylin-
der head or radiator on the tractor,
car, truck or pick-up is not only an
expensive way to find out how cold
it is on the outside, but delays
caused from having the equipment
laid-up in the garage may be even
more expensive than the actual re-
pair job, says Ulich.

Before filling radiators with anti-
freeze, Ulich says they should be
cleaned. All hose connections should
be checked and if the hose is dam-
aged, it should be replaced. Most
anti-freeze will leak through holes
that do not show up when water is
used, Use enough of the anti-freeze
to give the motor all of the protec-
tion it will need even in the coldest
weather, says Ulich. The radiator
should be checked regularly to
make sure the solution is all right.
Check the strength of the solution
so-unusually cold weather will not
catch you with a weak solution in
the radiators of your machines,
says Ulich.

The thermostats should be
checked in all engines to make sure
they are working correctly. If the
thermostat remains closed, the mo-
tor becomes hot while the liquid in
the radiator remains cold, and no
liquid cooled engine, says Ulich,
can perform properly unelss it Tuns
at the correct temperature. The ra-
diator shutter should be used on
the farm tractor when the weather
is extremely cold, and should al-
ways be used when the engine is
being warmed up out of doors. A
word of warning comes from Ulich
regarding carbon monoxide gas. He
says never start a motor in a tight
building unless you have opened a
door or windows or have provided
for ventilation. This gas can easily
cause death.

On the proposed sewer bond issue
of $90,000 the vote was 218 for to
41 against.

On October 29, 1949, a bond issue
totaling $310,000 was rejected.

The city administration has poin-
ted out that extensions and im-
provements have been recommend-
ed by the State Health Department.

Extension Service
Calls For Good Fences

COLLEGE STATION—The im.
portant thing in building a fence
is to build a good one, says W. L.
Ulich agricultural engineer for the
Texas A&M Extension Service. He
points out that a high percentage
of the fences on Texas farms and
ranches are constructed during the
winter months.

He says that, except for the ex-
panded practice of treating fence
posts with preservatives, there has
been no great change in the type of
materials used for fencing in the
past ten years. In the construction
of fences, however, new practices
are being used, and new equipment
for this purpose has been developed.

Contour fencing is a practice
which is gaining in popularity in
many areas of Texas. Ulich credits
this to the fact that fences built on
the contour save considerable time
and inconvenience in farming oper-
ations. Odd shaped corners and
areas are eliminated, thus reducing
the number of point rows along the
sides of fields.

Some of the larger a#anches are
now using smooth wire for fencing.
insteald of the barbed wire which
they formerly used. According to
Ulich, this change is an effort to
reduce scratches and cuts on live-
stock, which are a haven for screw-
worms.

The tractor-mounted post hole
diggers in use today are quite an
improvement wover the old ' hand
drop-augers,

Ulich recommends that corner
posts be well braced and anchored
so the wire can be stretched tight.
He suggests fastening a cross bar
of some durable material to the
bottom of the post as an anchor.
This will permit the use of lighter
posts at corners than are ordinarily
used.

be at least mine feet long. Four-
by-four inch treated lumber, or
other timber that is strong and
durable, is suitable for bracing
posts. According to Ulich, braces
are most effective if they are
sloped from the top of the corner
down to mear the ground on the
brace post. However, they may be
installed in a horizontal position if
this is desired for anrearance.

Don’t Waste Feed

On Livestock Lice

COLLEGE STATION - Texas
livestock and dairy producers
should be on the alert at this time
of the year for damages caused to
livestock by infestation of animal
lice. Any one of four or more spe-
cies of lice may be found on Texas
cattle during the winter months,
says J. A. Deer, assistant exten-
sion entomologist of Texas A&M
College, and since cattle are often
kept in close confinement at this
time of the year, louse populations
increase very rapidly.

Deer points out that lice cause
damage in several ways. Lousy cat-
tle do not put on weight as rapidly
as.those that are free from lice and
they present an unthrifty appear-
ance. Cattle infested with lice usu-
ally have an unthrifty looking coat
of hair for the irritations caused
by fhe lice cause them to scratch or
rub their bodies against trees, or
other structures. Dairy cattle, hea-
vily infested with lice, fall off in
production even when they are fed
well, says Deer.

He says that the degree of cattle
louse infestation is also closely cor-
related with the amount of anemia
present in cattle. Animals that
have anemia do not do well because
of a shortage of blood.

Deer recommends two methods of
control. Beef cattle, he says, may
be dipped or sprayed with a mix-
ture of five-tenths percent DDT
plus three-hundredths percent gam-
ma BHIC. If lindane is available,
Deer says a mixture of eight pounds
of 50 percent wettable DDT and
one pound of 25 percent lindane
per 100 gallons of water may be
used. A spray containing five-
tenths percent toxaphene is also
recommended for controlling lice on
beef cattle.

Since sprays or dips containing
DDT are not recommended for use
on dairy cattle, Deer says that a
mixture containing eight pounds of
50 percent methoxychlor and one
pound of 25 percent lindane in 100
gallons of water may be uesd. This
mixture should be applied as a
spray.

Deer says Texas livestock pro-
ducers are losing millions of dol-
lars annually because they are not
controlling the lice that infest their
animals. At the present time, only
about 30 percent of the cattle in
Texas are treated to control these
parasites. He suggests that you ask
your local county agent for a copy
of B-158, “External Parasites of
Livestock” and that you also
discuss with him the problems re-
lated to the control of external
livestock parasites in your area.
