By Tuesday evening the tempera­
ture was dropping again and 
reached 25 degrees at 8:00 p.m. 
Wednesday morning found it at a 
chill 18 degrees.

Farmers all agree that the freeze 
is a good thing for the cotton 
crop. There is probably as much 
as 2,000 bales of the fleece still 
ungathered in the county and they 
are hoping that the freeze will put 
an end to the month-long period 
of fog and dampness which has 
been hampering the harvest.

A period of clear, dry weather 
would soon find the Eldorado cot­
ton gin again running day and 
night as farmers rush to complete 
their harvest.

The cold spell this week hit 
much of the nation, with sub-zero 
weather reported in the Texas 
Panhandle. In Schleicher county 
the highways remained dry and 
there were no traffic problems. In 
spite of the dense fog early Mon­
day evening, a full house turned 
out for Mrs. Teele’s musical pro­
gram at the high school auditor­
ium.

j Texans interested. On November 
6, Jefferson Davis and Alexander 
H. Stevens were elected to full 
six-year terms as Confederate 
President and Vice President and 
the following day, Francis R. Lub­
bock was inaugurated as Texas’ 
first elected wartime governor.

Lubbock had been elected by 
only 124 votes over Edward Clark, 
the lientenant governor who had 
succeeded to the office of governor 
when Sam Houston refused to take 
the Confederate oath of office.

In the same election, congress­
men were chosen to represent 
Texas at Richmond and Louis T. 
Wigfall and W. S. Oldham were 
elected to the Confederate Senate. 
John H. Reagan was appointed 
postmaster general in President 
Davis’ cabinet.

And at a place called Camp 
Texas, near Richmond, Virginia, 
the First, Fourth and Fifth Texas 
Infantry regiments, along with the 
18th Georgia, were organized into 
a brigade that was to become one 
of the most celebrated units of 
the Civil War.

The Texas Brigade, as it came 
to be called, was the only repre­
sentative of the state in the Army 
of Northern Virginia and was 
organized on November 12, 1861. 
Colonel Louis T. Wigfall of the 
First Regiment was promoted to 
brigadier general and assumed 
command of the brigade.

Regimental commanders within 
the brigade were Colonel A. T. 
Rainey of the First Infantry, Col. 
J. J. Archer of the Fifth, and Col. 
John Bell Hood of the Fourth.

General Wigfall, having been 
elected to the Confederate Con­
gress, resigned his commission in 
January of 1862 and on March 3, 
John Bell Hood was promoted to 
brigadier general and given com­
mand of the brigade.

Although he commanded the 
brigade for only a short time, the 
unit carried Hood’s name through­
out the war and became widely 
known as “Hood’s Texas Brigade.”

President Jefferson Davis, who 
came out from Richmond to ad­
dress the Texans at the organiza­
tion of their brigade, is reported 
to have said, “The troops of other 
states have their reputations to 
gain; the sons of the defenders of 
the Alamo have only theirs to 
maintain.”

****
Virginia is without doubt the 

most active state of the old Con­
federacy in promoting the Civil 
War Centennial. More than one 
and a quarter million dollars will 
be spent during the four-year per­
iod from now until 1965 on re­
enactments, observances, and com­
memorative ceremonies designed 
to call attention to the state’s par­
ticipation in the war and attract 
tourists to battle sites and other 
important places.

But tourism is not the only 
major undertaking of the state’s

busy Civil War Centennial com­
mittee. The organization recently 
sponsored a major publication in 
bringing out The Wartime Papers 
of R. E. Lee in colaboration with 
Doubleday and Company. Arrang­
ed and edited by Clifford Dowday 
and Louis H. Manarin, the volume 
promises to be one of the high­
lights of published material dur­
ing the Centennial and presents 
for the first time to the general 
public Lee’s official correspon­
dence—correspondence which pre­
sents a previously unavailable pic­
ture of Lee’s total life during the 
war.

And not content with this monu­
mental contribution, the Commit­
tee has also sponsored the publi­
cation of “Virginia, 1861-1865, 
Iron Gate to the Confederacy” by 
James I. Robertson, Jr., in itself a 
valuable contribution to literature 
on the Civil War.

Completes Training At 
Fort Knox, Kentucky

Ft. Knox, Ky. (ahtnc)----- Army
Reserve Pvt. James R. Hodges, son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Sammie A. Hodges 
of Eldorado, Texas, completed six 
weeks of basic unit armor training, 
under the Reserve Forces Act pro­
gram at The Armor Training Cen­
ter, Fort Knox, Ky., Dec. 1.

Hodges received on-the-job train­
ing as a tank crewman and parti­
cipated in section and platoon 
level tactical problems. During 
this training Hodges applied skills 
learned in his previous 8 weeks 
of armor training where he rec­
eived instruction in operating the 
90-millimeter tank gun and driv­
ing the Army’s medium tank.

Hodges is scheduled to spend 
the remainder of his military ser­
vice with Troop B of the 90th In­
fantry Division’s 15th Cavalry, an 
Army Reserve unit in Sonora.

Best Seller for 350 Years
King James I of England has 

been dead more than three cen­
turies but the translation of the 
Bible that he commissioned con­
tinues to be the best-selling book 
of all time and to make its impact 
on the life, culture and institu­
tions of the English speaking 
world.

There are newer translations, 
writes Don Wharton in the Decem­
ber Readers Digest, but the 350- 
year-old King James Bible remains 
the greatest Bible of them all. 
Some books sell a million copies; 
a few ten millions. But only one 
book has had sales measured in 
the hundreds of millions. That is 
the King James version.

Lord Macaulay said that if every 
thing else in our language should 
perish, the King James Bible 
would alone suffice to show the 
extent of its beauty and power. 
H. L. Mencken, a critic not noted 
for religiousness, called it “prob­
ably the most beautiful piece of 
writing in all the literature of the 
world.”

It cost King James not a farth­
ing of his own money, but as the 
Digest article reveals, won for him 
a place in history. It was perhaps 
the most successful example of 
group journalism on record. Fifty- 
four scholars working in six panels 
did the job in four years and the 
first edition appeared in 1611.

In the final stage, one man, 
Miles Smith, son of a Hereford 
butcher, put his stamp upon the 
whole at Oxford. He favored short 
English words and wrote the pre­
face with the poetic rhythm of the 
Bible itself.

Better than they knew, perhaps, 
King James’ wise men wrote in 
John 1,14: “The Word was made 
flesh and dwelt among us.”

Income Tax Filing 
Time For Farmers 
Is Coming Up Soon

College Station.----- The year of
1961 will soon be history. For 
many people, the end of Decem­
ber means the conclusion of ano­
ther tax year and that tax obliga­
tions must soon be met, points out 
C. H. Bates, extension farm man­
agement spceialist.

Before tackling the tax report­
ing job, Bates suggests that farm­
ers and ranchmen get a copy of 
the Internal Revenue Service’s
1962 edition of the Farmer’s Tax 
Guide. It is available without cost 
from the offices of local county 
agents or those of the Internal 
Revenue Service. The guide is 
written in easy-to-read style and 
includes examples of problems 
worked out on the applicable tax 
forms, Bates says.

As for the dates, January 15 is 
the deadline for farmers and 
ranchmen who want extra time for 
filing their final report to file 
their 1961 tax estimate. If the 
estimate is filed, Bates explains, 
the final date for filing of the 
1040 form is extended to April 15 
If no estimate is filed, February 
15 then becomes the deadline for 
making the final tax report. These 
deadlines, points out the specialist, 
apply to taxpayers who derived 
two-thirds or more of their 196.1 
gross income from farming or 
ranching.

Another important consideration 
is the reporting of hired labor and 
the social security tax on wages 
paid. Either of two tests determine 
whether or not a farmer must pay 
the social security tax on wages. 
If the worker was paid $150 or 
more during the calendar year or 
if the worker was paid wages (on 
hourly or day basis) for 20 days 
or more during the year, the 3% 
social security tax should have 
been deducted from the cash 
wages.
