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| Mile-A-Minute Road

Connects West Texas

With Gulf Coast Area

Austin. — A brand new mile-a-
minute highway has just been
completed connecting the dry lands
of West Texas to the blue waters
of the Gulf Coast, D. C. Greer,
state highway engineer, announced
this week.

Th latest link of ‘this route to be
completed is a scenic road connect-
ing Austin and Llano which has
been designataed as Ranch-to-Mar-
ket Road 93, he said. This new
section skirts the Highland Lakes
and cuts through the heart of the
picturesque hilly ranch lands. Mot-
orists are given a glimpse of Lake
Travis and Granite Shoals with
connections to each of these lakes.
Roadside parks and turnout facil-
ities - are provided for picnicking
and viewing points of interest,
Greer continued.

This route, which is the longest
ranch-to-market road in the state,
begins at Llano and traverses 65
miles southeasterly, conne cting
with U. S. 290 at Oak Hill, eight
miles west of Austin. This shortens
the distance from the Gulf to north
west Texas by approximately 11
miles. The routte should prove pop-
ular for short recreational drives
into the “hill country” and provide
another scenic loop for recreational
tours. It opens another avenue for

The Texas City disaster of 1947
is being related and relived before
the Judiciary Committees of the
Congress as they consider legisla-
tion to compensate the families of
570 persons who were killed and
the 3500 who suffered injuries.
Senator Johnson and I and Con-

;gressman Clark Thompson of Gal-

veston have introduced bills for
this purpose. OQur bills were passed
by the House and Senate last year,
but the two Houses did not agree
upon the final form of the legisla-
tion before Congress adjourned.

The United States Government
has a responsibility in this matter
because the ammonium nitrate
fertilizer which exploded in Texas
City harbor was manufactured and
shipped according to government
specifications and under the super-
vision of our government as part of
our foreign aid program. This par-
ticular fertilizer was destined- for
France. Both the House and the
Senate committees last year were
convinced that the government of-
ficials were negligent in not warn-
ing those who handled this fertil-
izer of its explosive characteristics.

Citizens of foreign nations in-
jured in their person or property
by reason of the acts of agents of
our country are immediately com-
pensated for their damages. The
most recent example of this is the
payment made to Japanese citizens
injured as a result of the hydrogen
bomb tests in the Marshall Islands
on March 1, 1954. The United
States on January 4, 1955, paid
$2,000,000 in damages to the Japan-
ese government for the persons
who suffered injuries as well as
for the fishing interests which suf-
fered damage as a result of many
ftons of fish proclaimed unfit for
consumption because of radioac-
tive content. We can do no less for
our own people.

Roy Smith of Killeen and 14
other members of the Central Tex-
as Military Affairs Committee
were in Washington last week to
discuss with the Secretary of the
Army methods for the payment of
damages to owners of land used
in connection with maneuvers held
at Fort Hood.

Cool Weather Helps Prices

FORT WORTH—The rains and
cooler weather that are helping
parched and blasted Texas ranges
recover have put a firm prop un-
der cattle prices in .this part of
the country. Abnormally cool wea-
thers in the Eastern United States
has kept consumption of meat at
high levels in that area.

So the cool, cool opening weeks
of June have been doubly de-
lightful for livestock folks.

Usually on a mid-June Monday
the market reporter is about as
cheerful as a professional pall
bearer. It is the normal thing for
us to use words like “weak,” or
“dull demand,” “prices sharply
lower,” and movement ‘“sluggish.”

However, Monday at Fort Worth
cattle started moving to the scales
early and prices were fully steady.
In fact, some cows were 25 to 50
cents higher. Stozker calves and
yearlings of high quality were
stronger, and very scarce. Slaugh-
ter calves were steady. Bulls drew
fully steady prices.

Prices included: good or choice
fed steers and yearlings $19-22.50;
medium and lower grade yearlings
and heifers $12-18. Fat cows $11-
14, a few higher; canners and cut-
ters $7-11.50. Bulls $10-14.25. Good
and choice slaughter calves $16.50-
20.50; cull, common and medium
slaughter calves $9-16. Stocker
steer calves $16-23; steer yearlings
$14-21; stocker cows $8-13. Heifer
calves and yearlings in stocker
flesh usually sold $2 to $3 under
comparable steers.

Spring Lambs Weaken;

Other Sheep Steady

Spring lambs opened steady to
b0 cents lower Monday at Fort
Worth. Top was again $22 on the
best milk fat lambs, but the price
was paid sparingly. Old crop year-
ling lambs were steady at $16
down. Stocker shorn wether lambs
sold from $13.50 down, but straight
bunches of yearling ewes again
reached $15 to $16. Feeder type
spring lambs sold from $15 down.

Harvesting the crop requires lit-
tle labor cost.

Livestock converts soil building
crops into cash.

Dependence on weather is less
critical.

Crop rotation increases row crop
yields without too much income
loss, where livestock is pastured on
the resting acres.

Sounds to us like those packers
are, as usual, just as right as a
fox!

Defense Lawyers Brave
Undue Criticism

One of the cardinal principles ofi
American law is that a man is|
considered innocent until proven
guilty by proper legal proceedings.
Practically everyone pays lip ser-
vice to this ideal, but many fail to
realize that the right to be repre-
sented by counsel is a logical and
essential corollary of that theory
of justice. There is a good deal of
criticism of attorneys representing
defendants in criminal cases. Much
of this criticism is unjust.

Should lawyers defend in court
persons whom they know or have
good reason to believe are guilty
of the crimes charged against
them? A recent scientific sampling |
of the attitude of the public in
Texas toward lawyers and law
problems shows that more than
half of all persons interviewed
thought it was wrong for a lawyer
to defend such a person.

Such an attitude is rather start-
ling to thinking citizens and mem-
bers of the Bar. Surely the guilt-
iest criminal has a right to a fair
trial by the law of the land. Such
a trial he cannot have without a
competent attorney to see that a
fair jury is selected and that only
lawful evidence is introduced
against him.

With reference to this feeling
on the part of a sizeable portion of
the public, a certain District judge
who tries many criminal cases, and
who served eighteen years as a
prosecuting attorney before his
election to the Bench, recently
offered the following comments:
“The result of this survey is no
surprise to me, in that during my
eighteen years of prosecuting, this
feeling has been made known to
me by hundreds of persons.

“The feeling on the part of the
general public in this regard is
brought about to a great extent
by the sincere efforts on the part
of the defense counsel to see that
his client receives the benefit of
‘every legal safeguard to which he
is entitled. These legal maneuvers
are often misunderstood by the
laymen as an unethical effort to
defeat justice, by delay of the
trial, and by taking advantage of
certain defenses that to the layman
appear to be trivial technicalities.

“Attorneys are the only ones
who can correct the erroneous

garding the defense of one who
appears to be guilty as charged.l
We attorneys should emphatically
state to the inquiring person that
it is one of the cardinal rights of
the individual in a democratic so-
ciety to be considered innocent
until | his guilt is established be-
vond a reasonable doubt by legal
and competent evidence.

“The public must Be brought to
the realization that all who are

the expert counsel and aid of an
attorney, and that the sworn duty
of such attorney is to see that each
protective legal right, to which the
accused is entitled, is afforded
him.”

Now and then a lawyer will
overstep the bounds of his duty in
defending those charged with
crime. When that happens, the
Jlegal profession is even more in-
dignant than the public generally,
and appropriate disciplinary pro-
ceedings are instituted where war-
ranted.

AUSTIN—-Now that the legisla-
ture has adjourned—all eyes are
turned to the next political cam-
paign. It is anyone’s guess who will
be in the 1956 races, but many are
guessing.

Hardly had the gavels of Lt. Gov.
Ben Ramsey and House Speaker
Jim Lindsey sounded the end of
the 54th legislative session, when
one widely known political figure
took the adjournment as the start-
ing signal for the 1956 races. He
is former Speaker of the House
Reuben Senterfitt, of San Saba.

Senterfitt was the first announc:
ed candidate for Governor in 1954.
But he withdrew when his father
passed away, and Governor Allan
Shivers announced for re-election.
He took no sides in the bitterly
contested campaign last year, nor
in the presidential campaign of
1952.

Senterfitt’s announced intention
to run in 1956 set tongues wagging
about other possible contenders for
the Governorship. Mentioned were
Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey of San Au-
gustine; Atty. Gen. John Ben Shep-
perd of Gladewater; U. S. Senator
Price Daniel of Liberty; Associate
Justice of the Texas Supreme
Court Will Wilson of Dallas; Com-
missioner of Agriculture John C.
White o fWichita Falls; and State
:Senators Ottis Lock of Lufkin,
Jimmy Phillips of Angleton, ‘and
Jerry Sadler of Percilla.

Labor publications have said
that Ralph Yarborough of Austin
will make a third attempt to land

1the job. He campaigned against

Shivers in 1952 and 1954.

Others talked as “possibles” in-
clude Mrs. Oveta Culp Hobby of
Houston, wife of | Ex-Governor W.
P. Hobby, and present Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare;
Roy Hofheinz, mayor of Houston;
Robert B. Anderson of Vernon, U.
S. Secretary of Defense; and Coun-
ty Judge Jim Sewell of Corsicana.

Prospects appear strong that
State Senator A. M. Aikin Jr. of
Paris will run for lieutenant gov-
ernor of Ramsey does not seek re-
election. Probably in the running
for that same office will be Sen.
Searcy Bracewell of Houston.

Mentioned frequently as a candi-
date for Attorney General is House
Speaker Jim Lindsey of Texarkana.

Capitol talk continues on the
subject that Governor Shivers may
step out of office before the end
of. his present term to accept a
high federal appointment. This ru-
mor cropped up again after Shi-
vers’ first assistant, Maurice Acers,
was appointed by the Governor to
serve on the Texas Employment
Commission.

Should Shivers resign, Ramsey
would become governor automatic-
yally. He then would have the inside
(track in the 1956 campaign.

Waggoner Carr of Lubbock,
third-term member of the House,
emerged as the un-contested pros-
pect for Speaker of the 55th Legis-
lature. When the 54th session ad-
journed, Representative Carr held
signed pledges of support from
more than 100 members of the
present legislature.
had announced.

Sen. Neveille Colson of Nava-
sota, only woman in the Texas
Senate, was elected President Pro
Tem of the upper chamber for the
period between sessions. This
means that she will have an oppor
tunity, under precedent, to sit in
as acting Governor for a day. When
this happens, she will become the
second woman in Texas history to
serve as chief executive.

Sesion adjournment meant that
the new tax law and hundreds of
other statutes will go into effect
on Sept. 6, or 90 days after ad-
journment.

Completed as one of the ses-
sion’s final acts was a law bringing
30,000 state employees under Fed-
eral Social Security as well as the
state retirement system.

Another bill permitted college
faculty members to enter Federal
Social Security coverage.

Laws' correcting and tightening
up state regulation of insurance,
increasing capital and surplus re-
quirements of insurance compan-
ies, and subjecting insurance se-
curities to state regulation, were
termed probably the session’s top
achievements.
