Something new in rooting of
rose and other cuttings is the con-
stant mist method, now the center
of interest in the yard at Mrs.
Robert Milligan’s place in Eldo-
rado.

Building the cutting frame from
an old incubator, and sending to
a firm in Florida for the spray.
she has had the system in opera-
tion only during late summer. To-
day she has to show cuttings with
a good root system many inches
long, grown in less than asmonth.

The frame can easily be made
at home. It should be composed of
a box bottom with holes bored in
it, then screen stretched over the
bottom with an inch or two bet-
ween for circulation of air. Ordin-
ary sawdust is then used to fill up
the frame, with the screen hold-
ing it, and in this the cuttings are
placed for rooting.

A special mists nozzle 'hooked to
an ‘ordinary hose sprays the mist
constantly over the cuttings. Open

sun is needed for good growth,
and wind helps to spread the
spray. The nozzle is so economical
in use of water that the entire sys-
tem uses little more than a tub
a day.

The cuttings are waxen from soft
green branches just as the blossom
fades, and each cutting is cut down
to about a five-inch length; using
the lower end, the gardener has
only to push this down into the
wet sawdust and watch the root
system develop.

So far Mrs. Milligan has used
her cttting bed only for roses, but
she sees no reason why other cut-
tings could not be rooted in the
same way.

The simplicity of thessystem—
you can rig it up at home—appeals
to the 'many visitors who have
called to see this novel -cutting
“contraption.”

There is possibility that the noz-
zles may be available at some lo-
cal store or in this vicinity before
long.

IRRIGATION NEWS

Development of Irrigation
Wells Continues in County

One new pumping unit was put
into operation Saturday—another
was being rigged up ready to go—
and a third was drilling away—in
the slowly developing new irriga-
tion program this week in Schlei-
cher County.

Service men from the Peerless
pump company came in from San
Antonio last week and installed
pump and motor on Parker Bros.
well in Bailey Ranch community.
The unit was put in operation Sat-
urday, and by Monday it was hum
ming along steadily. There was no
meter device available to test the
flow, but observers estimated that
the pump was delivering close to
300 GPM at that time. The owners
had not expected the well to pro-
duce over 200 GPM and were plea-
santly surprised, but “still keep-
ing their fingers crossed.” A plot
of new ground has been cleared
and will be prepared for cultiva-
tion for next year.

Clyde Keeney was waiting Mon-
day for service men to arrive and
rig up a new 145 horsepower Wau-
kesha motor which will furnish the
power for his new Peerless pump.
This motor will be powered with
natural gas—a line having' been
run to the city, limits to tie in to
the city gas system. The cost of

running this gas: line, according to-

Mr. Keeney, was about the same
as the cost would be for a good

sized butane storage tank. The oth-
er three irrigators—Jurecek, Par-
ker and Lloyd—are all using bu-
tane for power.

According to those who have
built them, new earthen storage
tanks lose a lot of water the first
month through seepage. Then,
somehow, the dam seals itself,
and from then on the only water
loss is from evaporation. Parker
and Keeney both expect that it will
take a month of pumping to get
their tanks “broke in.”

In the meantime work continues
on Henry Moore’s deep water well,
which is to be projected to the
San Andres sand in an attempt to
get a flowing water well. Floyd
Hanusch is digging this hole and
had reached a depth of 665 feet
Monday.

It is planned to run casing to a
depth of 775 feet, and the San
Andres is expected to be encoun-
tered below 800. A heavier spud-
der rig belonging +to Leonard
Wilson, was moved on location
early this week.

Traffic Law Observance Urged

With the death-laden Labor Day
weekend just behind us and the
usual series of football weekends
{coming up, the thoughts of many
]Texans are turning toward traffic
'safety. There can be no doubt but
that a better acquaintance among
drivers with the “rules of the
road” and other traffic safety reg-
ulations could greatly reduce the
death toll of our highways.

To obtain correct and authorita-
tive information about driving is
a simple matter. A letter or post-
card to the Department of Public
Safety, Driver’s License Division,
Austin, Texas, will bring an offi-
cial publication, the “Texas Driv-
ing Handbook,” to anyone who re-
quests it.
| Aside from considerations of
personal safety, proper driving ha-
bits and observance of traffic
laws will help prevent financial
loss. This is true in spite of the
fact that most people now carry
liability insurance as a protection
under the Texas ‘Drivers Respon-
sibility Aect.” Jury verdicts in per-
.sonal injury cases tend to .go
higher and higher, and the likeli-
hood of suffering an adverse judg-
ment for an amount in excess of
the limits of your liability policy
is ever present.

Fault, or liability, is determined
by applying the law to the parti-
Icular facts of an accident. In Texas
the law is in several forms— the
4statutes as enacted by the Leglsla-
ture, the ordinances of each éify
and town, and the court decisions ;
in cases similar to the one to be
decided.

A negligent or intentional act
is necessary in order to impose
ilegal liability for damages. Where
both parties to an accident are neg-
ligent, the court will very likely
say that both are at fault, and that
each must pay for his own dam-
ages.

Two of the most important legal
rules pertaining to accidents are
those having to do with “proper
look-out” and ‘“proper control.”
Driving in a lawful manner and
complying with all ordinary traf-
fic rules is not always sufficient.
In addition, the driver is expected
by law to be alert to all that 1s
happening around him.

If an accident should occur and
the driver has not been alert—has
failed to keep a proper look-out—
he may be charged with “improper
look-out” as a traffic violation and
also held liable in damages to the
other driver. The courts call a
“proper look-out” such a look-out
as a reasonably prudent driver
would have kept under the same
circumstances.

Of equal importance is the rule
of “proper control.” This rule
means pretty much what those
words imply — that the driver
should have his car under such de-
gree of control as to be ready for
any emergencies as might arise. It
may be breached even though no
violation of ordinary traffic law
is involved.

For instance, a driver may be
complying with the legal speed
limit but still be driving at a rate
of speed which is unsafe under
the existing circumstances.

Even though legal speed limits
are expressed in terms of a cer-
tain number of miles per hour,
conditions may arise which p}'e
vent the driver from maintaining
“proper control” of his automobile
at that speed. On a rainy day on a
slick street or highway, or in hea-
vy traffic, the reasonably prudent
‘driver will know that he should re-
duce his speed considerably below
the legal maximum.

{Cotton Farmers Urged
iTo Plow Stalks Under

To Control Insects
College Station, Sept. 14. — Boll

dollar grabbers of cotton fields,
are plentiful in most areas of Tex-
as. The showery weather reduced
the effectiveness of control mea-
sures and enabled the insects to in-
crease to record numbers.

To stop a further increase, Ex-
tension Entomologist F. M. Fuller
says farmers should destroy all
cotton stalks immediately after the
harvesting job is completed. He:
recommends that a shredder type
stalk cutter be used and then fol-
lowed with a plowing job which
will get all plant materials covered
deeply. The big objective is to
destroy the insects’ food supply
and thus force them into winter
hibernation in a weakened condi-
tion. This will mean fewer survi-
vals and a lower emergence rate
next spring.

Besides being the most economi-
cal control method, early stalk des-
truction also gets the soil in top
condition for planting a winter
legume crop and improves its wa-
ter holding capacity.

Fuller says to be most effective,
the stalk destruction program
should be carried out on a com-
munity or better still on a county
or area-wide basis. The larger the
area the better, he adds. The big-
gest returns come when the stalks
are destroyed just as far ahead of
frost as is possible. But the prac-
tice is worthwhile, he explains,

days before frost.

He says reports from the south-
ern part of the State indicate that
counties in that area have met
their deadline dates for having all
cotton stalks destroyed and urges
cotton producers in the other
areas to do the job just as soon
as the harvest is completed.
