Does Well If Adapted

College Station. Coastal Bermu-
dagrass offers a real opportunity
for forage production where adapt-
ed and properly managed. E. M.
Trew, extension pasture specialist,
says tests and farm experience
with this hybrid show its value.
The specialist lists several ad-
vantages for coastal over common
Bermuda. It produces more graz-
ing or hay; is deeper rooted and
more drouth tolerant; has larger
stems and leaves and grows more
upright; more efficient user of wa-
ter and fertilizer; more disease re-
sistant; grows earlier in the spring
and later in the fall and wunder
good growing conditions becomes
established more quickly.

Coastal is a sterile hybrid and
must be started from sprigs or
rhizomes. It is adapted to the area
in Texas east of the 30 inch rain-
fall belt but under irrigation can
be grown westward until the 3,000
foot elevation is reached. The
grass has exceptional ability to res-
pond to fertilizer and will produce
well with medium fertility. Don’t
expect much on poor soil, says
Trew. It is furnishing good grazing
on some soils that have been con-
sidered worthless because of salt.

Trew believes a small nursery is
the best starting point. The nur-
sery will provide low-cost sprigs
which can be planted when labor
and moisture are available for lar-
ger plantings, and the sprigs will
be fresh and liveability high.

Coastal should be planted in
three to three and a half foot rows.
A three foot spacing between the
sprigs will require about 9 bushels
of sprigs per acre; 18 inch spacing
about 15 bushels and a 12 inch
specing about 27 bushels of sprigs.
The heavier planting rate will give

the wonders of science and the rev-
olution that is taking place before

our very eyes. That fact was
brought home to me the other day
when I, upon invitation from the
Navy, boarded the atomic-powered
bmarine Nautilus for an over-
1t cruise from its home base of
7 London, Conn.

It was the most amazing experi-
ence I have ever had. Aboard were
iexperts, people who direct
! development of the world’s first
'nuclar-powered boat, who explain-
ed as much as they could. But that
Iwasn’t much because the average
mind is not capable of compre-
i hending what it is all about. It can
fbe said that the performance of
| the Nautilus exceeds the most op-
i timistic expectations.
i  We were submerged for 12 hours
during which time the Nautilus
did about everything except jump
over the moon. Much of the detail
is still classified, but here are some
general statements that can be
made:

Whereas the conventional sub-
marine travels relatively slowly,
must come up for air every few
1 hours, can submerge to only a lim-
ited depth, and must be refueled at
comparatively brief intervals—the
nuclear-powered sub travels at fast
speed, faster than most surface
ships, can remain submerged for
months without refueling, and can
maneuver at much deeper levels.
iThe Nautilus can traverse the
globe without once coming up for
air or refueling!

missioned this summer, is an im-
provement over the Nautilus. We
authorized six additional atomic
.subs to be built immediately. We
can be fairly certain that in this
important respect, the United
States is far ahead of the Soviets.
The latter with more than 300 mo-
dern subs, is believed not to have
achieved the nuclear-power tech-
nique as we have done.

Incidentally, the world’s first
ratomic-powered guided missile sub-
marine designed to reach points
off enemy shores at tremendous
yspeed and stealthily fire nuclear
Jweapons onto distant strategic tar-
jgets, is included in the Navy’s
next-year shipbuilding program. In
fact, experts now talk of the day
| when such missiles will be launch-
.ed from below the surface, and in
;a flood of flame and cloud of
steam the weapon would rise from
the sea in quest of a chosen target.
Admittedly that is far in the fu-
ture, but that day is definitely in
the planning picture.

M. K. Thornton, Reports

College Station. The test tubes
and complicated equipment found
in agricultural laboratories = are
constantly being used to help far-
mers and ranchmen put science to
work in their operations. The re-
sult, says M. K. Thornton, exten-
sion egricultural chemist, has been
more and better food, clothing and
shelter for the nation’s population.

Thornton is a strong believer
that the formulation of any system
of agricultural planning or any
systematic developments of agri-
culture rests in the soil. He has
worked during the past years with
other. extension specialists, re-
search workers, county agents and
many others interested in educa-
tional meetings and demonstra-
tions which point the way to great-
er farm prosperity and a higher
level of rural living through the
use of fertilizers and sound soil
improvement practices.

During the past year Thornton
participated in statewide and reg-
ional conferences for fertilizer ma-
kers and dealers. He visited 39
different counties to hold confer-
ences or to participate in group
meetings. He also participated in
52 meetings, 17 were district in
scope, and contacted 147 county
agents in furthering work in agri-
cultural cehmistry demonstrations.
Total attendance at these meetings
was 2,350.

Station. On the basis of soil sam-
ples submitted to the . laboratory
the soil type and location in the
State, the specialist makes recom-
mendations to farmers and ranch-
men on fertilizer usage and crop-
ping practices. Last year the lab-
oratory tested 10,111 soil samples.

On the basis of present and past
results, he says, the laboratory has
proved its value to agricultural
progress in Texas. He cites three
examples of the value of soil test-
ing. A pasture demonstrator had
been using 400 pounds each of
ammonium sulfate and superphos-
phate an acre. A soil test showed
the 400 pounds of sulfate would
meet the fertilizer requirements.
The result, an increase of 150
pounds of forage an acre; an in-
crease of $7.80 cents an acre in
net profit and a drop in fertilizer
cost for ton forage increase from
$3.40 to $1.90.

A sweet potato grower who had
been using 200 pounds an acre of
10-20-20 fertilizer to get an in-
crease of 110 bushels of potatoes
an acre that by following the rec-
ommendation from the soil testing
laboratory, 1,000 pounds an acre of
4-8-12, his increase jumped to 271
bushels an acre. His profit went
from $201 to $522.80 figuring the
potatoes at $1.20 a bushel. The
fertilizer cost for each bushel in-
crease also dropped from 8 to 7%
cents a bushel.

A central Texas cotton farmer
who found his cotton yield going
down submitted soil samples to the
laboratory and the tests showed
that 300 pounds of 10-20-0 fertiliz-
er an acre was needed at planting
time and a side dressing of 125
pounds of ammonium nitrate at
first bloom. These recommenda-
tions were followed and production
jumped to 3.1 bales an acre against
three-fourths of a bale on the
check plot. The fertilizer cost for
the additional lint cotton amount-
ed to only 1 3/4 cents a pound.

A Good Investment v

College Station. Guaranteed pur-
ity, higher germination and top
crop yields are all on the credit
side of certified planting 'seed.
While germination and final yields
are dependent upon available mois-
ture, Ben Spears, extension agron-
omist, says farmers can’t afford to
lgamble with planting seed of ques-
tionable quality.

Certified seed usually are the

. |best seed of a particular variety

available. Seed with a “blue tag”
comes from fields that were in-
spected during the growing season,
properly handled at harvest time,
cleaned and tested for purity and
germination.

Certified seed may cost slightly
more, but the added cost is good
insurance, says Spear. He advises
farmers to buy now the seed need-
ed for planting this year’s crops.
Seed supplies are generally ade-
quate but last minute shoppers
find local stocks depleted.

If the planting seed has not been
chemically treated for seedborne
and seedling disedases, Spears rec-
ommends treatment. He points out
that farmers have found this prac-
tice profitable and insurance aga-
inst poor stands and plant losses
during early growth.

Local county agents can supply
additional information on seed
treating and also on adapted var-
ieties, says Spears.
