unless Germany makes satisfactory
reply socn to both notes. Hugh
Wilson, American ambassador to
Berlin, is on an extended vacation
in Florida.

German-American relations were
subjected to further tension as the
state department completed its first
reciprocal trade agréement in the
Near East, where the reich has been
making evertures.

The treaty, with Turkey is ex-
pected to be signed in January, and
American concessions in it will be
extended to all countries except
Germany. Germany is not included
in its most-favored-nation clause
because, officials say, she discrimi-
nates dgainst American trade.
Conversations looking toward an-
other trade pact were begun when
Stanley M. Bruce, Australlan high
commissioner to Great Britain, con-
ferred with a number of officials
here. Secretary Hull recently con-
cluded an  agreement with Great
Britain and renewed one with Can~
ada, and hopes to sign treaties with
other British dominions socn.

Increase In Interest In Pro
Sporis Named Biggest Trend

By HERBERT W. BARKER.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20 (#—The
striking increase in attendance and
interest in professional sports, par-
ticularly pro football, was singled
out today as the outstanding sports
trend of 1938.

More than 50 separate trends were
noted by the 70 sports editors par-
ticipating in the eighth annual As-
sociated Press sports poll but the
main emphasis was placed on the
growth of professional attractions
with pro football as the bell-wether.

Better showmanship was credited
with at least » share in the upward
move in - attendance not only for
football but also for baseball and
racing. Rules changes, it was noted,
had speeded up such other games
as hookey, basketball and college
football with benefigial results at the

A, critic of this column inquires whether “to take
from the abundant life of the masses” to benefit
one person !s Christianity,” Then he continues by

We are extremely interested in knowipg where and
when we ever said anything that, by any nre.('ﬂ,l of-
the imagination, could be so consirued to mean what |
this critic contends. We challéngé him to paint out
one single statement that coula be intelligently con-
strued to mean what he says I am advocating.

The critic is thoroughly convinced that mgiority
rule is the solhition for all problems,. 1 would ask him
whether he would want the. majority rulg to de-
termine whom he dare marry, how many children
have,. what books hé dare read; what res
ligion he dare adopt and what life's work he dare
follow. If majority rule is the solution; then.the ma-
jority has a right to do all these things, *

It seems the critic is confused as to how far ma-
jority rule may go. The majority rule may decide the
unimportant and minor things but .not the inalien.
able rights that belong to man. Certainly, the ma-
jority rule has u right of eminent domain—to take
the property of anybody .and compensate for It.
Majority rule has no right, however, to take the
property of any man without compensation and it
the majorjty rule has the final say as to what is
right and wrong, as the critic contends, ir would
have this very right ta take anybody's propecty. with-
out compensation.

The majority has a right to determine all. minor
questions that do not interfere with such .rights as
ave set forthi in the Preamble of the Constitition
and that do not interfere with each and every lndl-‘
vidual having the greatest possible liberty and free-
dom of action. It only has the right to suppress the
libeity of any individual because he has interfergd
with the liberty of other pecople, and so long as an
individual does not interfere with the liherty of
another, the majority has no right to interfere with
his liberty. .

Certainly the majority has a right to make such'
minor_decisions as the color the Coart House is t
be painted, who is to fill its otfices, who is to write
its lJaws and minor things like this. But, these rep-
resentatives have no right to make laws that inter-
fere with the rights to the pursuit of happiness that
the pegple recognized before government was es-
tablished,

The critic seems to think that wages can be a
matter of gifts, of benevolence or charity on the
part of the empiloyer.

How's Your

FATHER OF CHEMOTHERAPY.

The father of chematherapy, the
scienes of which the latest angd most
famous_product is sulphanilamide,
|was Paul Ehrlich (1854-1915).

Chemotherapy is the treatment of
internal diseasss due to microbes
by injecting into the blood chemical
«uhstances that destroy the germs
without poisoning the human tis-
SUss.

While in the third semester of his
medical . studies, Ebrlich, came upon

a werk by Emil Hubel on lead pois-
o ing. While reading this weork

rlich ‘was impressed With the faet
that I¢ad did not dfmemlnace evenly
throughout the body. -yl

Ehriich had learned from his un-
‘cle, Karl Weigert, how to color bac-
tiria and tisssne with, aniline dyes,
Ebrlich found that different tissues
in the body and different free cells
had differing affinitics for' given
days.

Some tissues would take up cer-
tain acid <ye$, other alkaline gyes.
This peguliar affinity of varying tis-
sues for diffgrent dyes led Ehrlich
o the following speculation:

Would it be possihle to creat: a
chemical combination which would
have a great affinity for
preducing germs that may be pres-
ent within the body—but littie or
no affinity for the cells in the body
invaded by the gérms?

Such a combination, Ehrlich r:as-
oned, would destroy the germs and
leave the body cells unha . 'The
therapoutic power of such a chm-
cal combination wou)d be 100 per
eent perfect. *

After doing some extraordinarily
brilliant work on blood . cells, the
nervous system. and on the effects
of bacterial toxins upon various
tissues, Ehrlich set out in search of
what he hopsd. would proye the
great sterilizing agent.

He b:gan this work on anornmc
compcund of arsepic called atoxyl.
This had been used in the (reat-
ment of African sleeping sickness.
It had also been applied ;o the treat-
ment of syphilis becayse of the
larity of t}xe causative u%

It is difficult to estimate the
actual damages wrought by these
uncontrolled wells but it is probably
far in excess of $5,000,000. In many
cases, drilling rigs valued at around
$100,000 have been destroyed. The
loss of drill pipe, casing and the
actual cost of drilling the wells
amounts to many more hundreds of
thousands of dollars, not counting
the-loss of four lives.

The earliest known wild gasser
was in the old White Point gas field
across Nueces Bay from Corpus
Christi in 1913. There were two
other bad blowouts in early devel-
opment of the field, creating craters
approximately 75 to 100 feet deep
and so wide it is impossible to throw
a stone across them. These are
perhaps the largest craters in South
Texas.

Plains To Share In
Coronado Observance

CANYON, Dec. 20.~—Diregtors o
the Panhandle-Plains Historical So-
ciety have started intensive work on
two major projects—the inclu’ing
of the Texas Panhandle in the Cor-
onado Cuarto Centennial celebration
in 1940 and “modest” financial sup-
port of the museum here through
legislative appropriation.

In a s2ssion of the directors here,
a resolution was passed urging Rep.
Marvin Jones and Senators Morris
Sheppard and Tom Connally to ask
Congress for a $100,000 appropria-
tion to finance the Panhandle Coro-
nado celebration. Carl Hinton, man-
ager of the Amarillo Chamber of
Commerce, . pointed out that New
Mexico was starting elaborate plans
for the commemoration of the his-
toric trek across the plains in 1540
by Coronado. The appropriation

[ sought would be a part of the finan-
cing sought by the New Mexico con-
gressional delegation but would not
interfere with the plans of the
n:ighboring state. Much national
and international significance is at-
tached to the celebration.

Hermon C. Pipkin, Amarillo at-

torney, after noting that the muse-
um on the West Texas State college
campus was made possible through
matching of an appropriation by
citizens of the plains during the
lowest points of the depression, said
that a biennial appropriation of
$12,000 was urgently needed to op-
erate the museum and to preserve
and display its materials. He point-
ed out that WPA and college exca-
vations are giving the institution
some of the richest fields in the
1world. Dr. J. A. Hill spoke briefly
| on ‘the extraordinary growih of the
| society and museum. Since April,
| 14, 1933, a. total of more than 172,-
| 000 persons have registered at the
| museum. Speakers praised the work
of Professor L. P, Sheffy, of Pro-
fessor C. Stuart Johnston, and of
Floyd Studer of Amarillo, the cura-~
tor of archaeology and paleontol-

Their Winter Wheat For 1939

COLLEGE STATION, Dec. 20—
More than 3,600 Texas wheat farm-
ers have stopped worrying so much
about the weather. Their winter

wheat crop is insured for 1939, and
their premiums are paid.

Although commercial insurance
has for miany years been avallable
to handlers of farm products after
these products left the farm, it was
not until this year that farmers
were offered this same protection
for their growing wheat crop.

The Agricultural Adustment act
of 1938 set up the Federal Crop In-
surance Commission, with a capi-
tal stock of $100,000,000 subscribed
by the United States of America,
and an appropriation for the fiscal
year ending June 30 was provided,
not to exceed $20,000,000.

Mote than 3,600 Texas growers
have paid premiums for such in-
surance on the winter wheat crop
to be harvested in 1939, and about

350,000 acres in Texas are safe-

guarded against crop failure, ac-
cording to information sent to the
Texas A. and M. college campus
headquarters of the AAA by E. R.

Duke, state crop insurance super-
visor with offices in Amarillo,

Deadline for paying 1939 premi-
ums was Nov. 19, Next step in the
program is to adjust losses as they
occur, Duke said.

Authors of  the plan point out
that farmers for years have wanted
crop insurance but that attempts to
make it available on the basis of
dollars was discouraged by the usual
fluctuations in farm prices.

Consequently the federal crop in-
surance pattern deals entirely in
terms of wheat. The farmer is in-
sured on so many bushels of wheat
an acre—up .to 75 per cent of his
average yield. Premiums are meas-<
ured om the basis of past loss in
bushels of wheat. The farmer pays
premiums on the basis of so many
bushels and the reserve that sfands

Policy holders do not have to
bear any overhead or storag:> costs.
In cffect the plan is a farmer's
mutual insurance company with
nationwide resources to cover losses.

If the farmer doesn't have any
wheat with which to pay his pre-
mium, he simply translat:s the bush-
els due into dollars at the going
market, and pays in the cash equiv-
alent. Then the FCIC invests the
dollars in wheat.

If the tarmer has a loss, the FCIC
pays him back either in actual
wheat, or if it is more convenient,
in the amount of wheat that is due
him at the going market.

After the premium is paid the
policy goes into effect the day the
seed goes into the ground-—against
all crop hazards: grasshoppers, jack
rabbits, blow freezing, drouth, rust,
hessian fly, chinch bugs and all
other forms of crop destroyers which
the grower's individual efforts can-
not counteract,

“As this insurance actually works
out, heavijest payments to the grow-
er to cover crop losses are apt to
come when a short crop makes
wheat worth more than the average
