Borne very in teresting  inform ation 
concerning th e  early  h istory  of fru it 
cu ltu re  in Oregon, and  th e  fabu lous 
prices ob tained  for th e  product of the 
first orchids, is contained in an address 
of Dr. J . it. Cardwell, president of th e  
Oregon S ta te  H o rticu ltu ra l society.

lie  recites th a t  it was in th e  sum m er 
of 1847 th a t  H enderson Lewelling, of 
Iowa, b rought across th e  plains several 
hundred yearling g rafted  trees—apple, 
pear, cherry, plum , prune  and  peach 
and several varieties of grapes and 
berries. To successfully transport 
them  they  were placed in soil in tw o 
large boxes m ade to  lit a  wagon bed.

They were carefully  a tten d ed  to  and  
w atered until they were safely p lanted  
on the bank  of the  W illam ette, near 
the present village of M ilwaukee, C lack­
am as county. This was th e  first Ore­
gon fru it orchard, and really th e  nucleus 
•jf the g rea t fru it in terests which are 
now such a source of profit to  the h o rti­
culturists of th e  state. A W illiam Meek, 
who brough t a  sack of apple seeds from  
the  east, form ed a  partnersh ip  w ith Mr. 
Lewelling, and  together they sta rted  a 
nursery in 1818. The next season year­
ling trees sold a t from  50 cents to  §1 
each, and  th e  nurserym en had m ore 
custom ers th an  they  could supply.

A fter a  tim e Mr. Lewelling’s o rchard  
began to  bear fru it which, Dr. Card- 
well says, was delicious and  brought 
exceedingly high prices. §1 per pound 
being paid for the  first apples sold. 
T he first box of apples b rough t to  P o r t­
land sold for $75, or $1 per apple for 
the  lot.

Californians, fru it hungry  and  w ith 
plethoric purses, bid high for Oregon 
surplus fruit, and in 1853 a few boxes 
of apples, securely bound w ith strap  
iron (as was th e  custom  in those days 
to  protect th e  fru it from  thieves), were 
shipped to San Francisco and  sold at 
$2 per pound.

In 1854 500 bushels of apples were 
shipped to th e  Golden Gate, th e  sale 
of which netted  th e  shippers from  $1.50 
to  .$2 per pound. In 1855 0,000 bushels 
were sold in th e  sam e m ark e t a t from 
.$20 to  $30 per bushel. Y oung trees 
were now bearing handsom ely and  the  
export of apples in 1853 was 20,000 
boxes. Tliis year one box of Esopus 
Spitzenberg paid th e  shipper a net 
profit of $60, and  th ree  boxes of wine- 
saps were sold in P o rtland  lo r $102. 
From  this tim e on to  1869 the fall and 
w inter sh ipm ents bi-m onthly to  San 
Francisco per steam er were from 3,000 
to  6.000 boxes. This season began the  
end of high prices, th e  drop being con­
stan t, w ith b u t occasional variations 
until the  present tim e .—P o rtlan d  Ore­
gonian.

A res tau ran t w aiter in this city say s : 

“There are  som e things ab o u t people’s 
habits of ea ting  th a t defy explanation .

P o w e r  o f  W i m l  o n  S « a  VVar«s.
If th e  wind blow directly parallel to 

the  sea surface th e  friction m ay cause 
an  ocean cu rren t w ithou t wave d is tu rb ­
ance. As a rule th e  direction of the  
wind is inclined to  th e  sea surface, and 
its im m ediate effect is to  produce a  d e ­
pression, which relieves itself by m eans 
of a  wave to  leeward and an o th e r to  
w indward. This la tte r elevation is op­
posed by the  wind, and  gradually  dies 
away, while th e  leeward wave is cor­
respondingly accelerated. Each u n d u ­
lation shelters th e  w ater under its lee 
from th e  wind, which consequently  im ­
pinges upon th e  sea a  little  in advance 
of th e  newly form ed wave, and  thus we 
get a  series of parallel ridges and  ho l­
lows, provided th e  wind rem ain steady
