During August, I'll visit con-
stituents throughout the vast
23rd District of Texas.

I also argued fiercely that we
needed more VA health care
facilities across the country.
A total of 27 VA health care
facilities will be added or
expanded in this new legisla-
tion. Texas is getting new VA

health facilities in Houston,
Tyler and Lubbock. In ad-
dition, the VA health care
facility in San Antonio will be
expanded.

Lastly, as part of the com-
promise, the VA can fire em-
ployees who have wronged
veterans and affected their
health care.

Since taking office, veterans
and their families expressed
their frustration towards the
VA with me. The way things
have been done at the VA is
appalling.

Congress has failed to act

on immigration reform, rais-
ing the minimum wage, secur-
ing the border and a myriad
of other things.

Class of 2013 achieves highest graduation rate

AUSTIN — The class of
2013 Texas high school on-
time graduation rate was
88 percent, the highest on
record and 0.3 percentage
points higher than the previ-
ous record set by the class of
2012, Texas Education Com-
missioner Michael Williams
announced on Aug. 5.

The figures are included in
the Texas Education Agency
report, Secondary School
Completion and Dropouts in
Texas Public Schools, 2012-13.

“"We’ve set the bar high
for Texas students to ensure
every graduate is ready for
college or career, and they
have consistently demon-
strated that they are up to the
challenge,” commented Gov.
Rick Perry.

Williams pointed out that
graduation rates for African-
American, Hispanic and white
students have increased steadi-
ly since the class of 2007.

Out of 2,189,442 students
who attended Grades 7-12 in

Texas public schools during
the 2012-13 school year, 1.6
percent were reported to have
dropped out that year, a de-
crease of 0.1 percentage points
from 2011-12, Williams said.

In other news, the Texas
Education Agency on Aug. 8
released the 2014 state school
accountability ratings for more
than 1,200 school districts and
charters, and more than 8,500
campuses. Ninety percent of
school districts and charters
across Texas achieved the rat-
ing of “Met Standard.”

SALES TAX REVENUE
INCREASES

State sales tax revenue in
July was $2.34 billion, up 6.3
percent compared to July
2013, state Comptroller Susan
Combs reported Aug. 6.

“The growth in sales tax
revenues reflected strength in

both business and consumer
spending,” Combs said. “The
increase was led by remit-
tances from the construction,
services, and oil and natural
gas-related sectors, as well as
from retail trade and res-
taurants. Fiscal year-to-date,
state sales tax collections are
now up 5.3 percent.”

Cities, counties, transit
systems and special purpose
taxing districts will receive
August local sales tax alloca-
tions totaling $706.9 million,
up 5.3 percent compared to
August 2013, Combs said.

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Gallego attends signing of VA reform bill

Washington - U.S. Repre-
sentative Pete P. Gallego, D-Al-
pine, attended the bill signing
of H.R. 3230 - the Veterans
Access, Choice, and Account-
ability Act on Aug. 7 at Fort
Belvoir in Virginia.

Gallego was the sole Texas
lawmaker in attendance.

The $16.3 billion mea-
sure, which passed the House
in a 420-5 vote and the Senate
in a 93-3 vote, will allow vet-
erans to seek care outside of
VA facilities if they face a wait
time longer than 30 days or if
they live more than 40 miles
away from an agency health-
care center.

The measure will also
help finance leases for 27 new
VA installations.

“Seeing this legislation
- born because of needed
changes at the VA - become
law is one of the most reward-
ing moments of this job so
far. This law helps every vet-
eran who seeks help at the VA
by providing them addition-
al resources, doctors, nurses
and medical personnel as well
as by adding or expanding 27
VA facilities throughout the
country,” Gallego said.

Four of those 27 facilities
are in Texas. The VA facility in
San Antonio will be expanded.
VA facilities in Houston, Lub-
bock and Tyler will be created.

Gallego's 29-county dis-
trict stretches from San An-
tonio to El Paso and includes
Crockett County.

Gallego, who faces one of
the few contested congres-
sional races this fall in Tex-
as from Republican challeng-
er Will Hurd, said “regardless
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of the con-
gressional
race, this
issue with
the VA is
one I've
been work-
ing on
since day
one.”

A strong advocate for vet-
erans, Gallego was one of sev-
eral lawmakers invited to at-
tend the bill signing at Fort
Belvoir.

Senate Veterans’ Affairs
Committee Chairman Ber-
nie Sanders and VA Secretary
Robert McDonald, who was
appointed by the Senate be-
fore August recess, were also
present for the bill signing
ceremony.

“This is not just any other
law - this law is about the men
and women, our mothers and
fathers or sons and daugh-
ters who have protected our
nation and our freedom. The
law will improve the quality of
health care veterans receive at
the VA,” he said. “The law will
also help clean house at the
VA by giving the Secretary of
the VA authority to fire those
employees who have hurt vet-
erans and their families.”

“We are also providing
veterans from rural areas the
ability to receive care from
private health care provid-
ers in their hometowns. The
law also allows veterans on
the wait list for more than 30
days to seek care from a pri-
vate health care provider,”
Gallego said. “These are all
good steps to take care of our
heroes - our men and wom-

en - who served their country
honorably.”

During the legislative pro-
cess, Gallego fought for sev-
eral legislative proposals that
are now part of the law.

Gallego worked with Dem-
ocrats and Republicans and
took to the House floor sever-
al times to urge his colleagues
to come to agreement on key
portions of this legislation.

“Nothing really worth-
while ever comes easy - es-
pecially in Congress,” he ex-
plained. “Finally, a group of us
came to the middle to work on
the final passage of the bill.”

“From day one and from
the first bill I filed, veterans
have been a priority. I was de-
termined to improve servic-
es to veterans and was will-
ing to work with anyone to get
it done,” Gallego said. “Long
nights, early mornings and
a willingness to negotiate al-
lowed this legislation to break
through the impasse. At the
end of the day, patriotism pre-
vailed over partisanship and
common sense prevailed over
ideology.”

Gallego said that while the
Veterans Access, Choice, and
Accountability Act is a step
in the right direction, it is the
first of many steps needed to
help correct some of the issues
that have long plagued the VA.

"We didn't get in this hole
overnight - so it will take us
awhile to dig our way out of
it, but today marks the begin-
ning of a new era for the VA,"
Gallego said.

“I'll never stop working
for veterans,” he said. “My
dad was a World War II vet-
eran - I know firsthand how
much these men and women
have sacrificed for our coun-
try. I won't leave a single vet-
eran behind.”

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Iwo ratthng discoveries

The words “pit viper rat-
tlesnakes” conjure a fear-
some image of sharp fangs,
slitted eyes, hissing tongue,
and the angry rattle of a
coiled snake body.

Different rattlesnake spe-
cies are distinguished by col-
or, pattern, tail length, and
head size. Some have unique
traits while others have over-
lapping traits.

Consequently, it is easy
to group similar-looking spe-
cies without realizing that
they are different.

In a recent publication,
UW researcher Robert Bryson
Jr., an Ozona High School
graduate, and his team dis-
covered two new species of
rattlesnakes in the group
Crotalus triseriatus. The C.
triseriatus species are dis-
tributed across Mexico and
southwestern United States.
Prior to the study, this group
contained five recognized
species of rattlesnakes.

The new species, C. tlalo-
ci and C. campbelli have dis-
tinct habitats and a unique
combination of genetic and
physical traits that sepa-
rated them from other spe-
cies. Alarmingly, their nar-
row range of habitat suggests
that these two species may
already be endangered.

Bryson began his re-
search on Mexican rattle-
snakes in 1999, focusing on
their natural history and be-
havior. Later, he started
working with researchers in
Canada to study the genetics
of these snakes. They found
genetic evidence pointing to-
wards the existence of a new
species in the group C. trise-
riatus. He explained the im-
portance of investigating this
possibility.

“I believe that species
represent the fundamental
building block of conserva-
tion,” Bryson said. “It’s im-
portant that we continue to
explore and recognize spe-
cies diversity to help inform
conservation efforts. Sadly,
recent studies suggest that
we are losing species faster
than we can describe them.”

Establishing the exis-
tence of a new species is dif-
ficult. To distinguish a new
lineage within the C. triseri-
atus species group, the cur-
rent taxonomic arrangement
must be revisited and possi-
bly revised.

Bryson’s team collected
specimens deep in the moun-
tains of central Mexico. They
performed gene sequenc-
ing at seven nuclear loci in
39 samples of the C. triseria-
tus group. Several gene trees
were generated to assess the
degree of discordance. Dis-
cordance refers to a com-
mon error in which the best-
fit gene tree differs from the

actual species gene tree when
analyzing multiple loci for
the species. This often skews
the result and creates false
implications about evolution-
ary history, so analyzing mul-
tiple gene trees is necessary.

Using the gene sequenc-
ing data, Bryson’s team
grouped and tested sixteen
models of delimitation. De-
limitation means to set a
boundary for a given species
group, which makes it easier
to explore the possibility of
new species.

The model that received
the strongest support dur-
ing the analysis included
nine species. Five of these
nine species are already rec-
ognized in Mexico. This mod-
el also promoted two existing
subspecies into full species
and suggested the existence
of two previously unidenti-
fied species. Conversely, the
five-species model currently
used in Mexico received weak
to moderate support and
ranked low among the other
models.

After finding support
for the model with nine spe-
cies using genetic analyses,
the next step is to define
their physical characteristics.
Bryson’s team examined mu-
seum species from the Trans-
Mexican Volcanic Belt of cen-
tral Mexico. Each species was
distinguished by a unique
combination of traits, rather
than a single trait of distinc-
tion. This was crucial to iden-
tifying the two new species.

“We found that our new
species had been masquer-
ading under the name of a
different rattlesnake in the
group,” Bryson said.

These two species, C.
tlaloci and C. campbelli,
are phenotypically distinct
from closely-related spe-
cies, meaning that the phys-
ical expression of their genes
differs. The average number
and frequency of occurrenc-
es of physical traits are also
unique, and they are geo-
graphically isolated from
similar species.

Considering these points,
the paper proposed a revi-
sion to the current C. triseri-
atus group. It recognized the
two new species and promot-

ed the two subspecies C. t.
triseriatus and C. t. armstron-
gi to full species, making the
revised model nine species.
The latter proposal is con-
sistent with a taxonomic ar-
rangement already in use.

In this study, bio-geo-
graphic distributions play a
major role for the new spe-
cies. In the currently recog-
nized C. ftriseriatus group
with five species, only four
species are protected by law.
With the addition of two new
species and promotion of
two subspecies, it is impor-
tant to also reconsider con-
servation efforts. After iden-
tifying the habitat and range
of the two new species, con-
cerns about their endanger-
ment rose.

“Both of the new rattle-
snakes have small distribu-
tions within highly endan-
gered remnant patches of
cloud forest and humid oak-
pine forest,” Bryson said.
“The entire known distribu-
tion of one species, C. tlalo-
ci, lies within 125 kilometers
of one of the world’s largest
metropolitan areas. Because
of these factors, both species
are at risk for extinction.”

University of Texas at Ar-
lington professor Jonathan
Campbell, whom the species
C. campbelli is named after,
pointed out the importance
of species conservation.

“You have a very compli-
cated network of animal in-
teractions,” Campbell said.
“If you disturb the ecology,
it sometimes begins to un-
ravel in ways that we don’t
know or can’t fathom ahead
of time.”

An aesthetic aspect to
conservation also exists.

“I find various animal
species such as snakes, but-
terflies, or birds to be beau-
tiful, pleasing creatures,” he
said. “Earth would be a bor-
ing planet. I wouldn’t want
to live on a planet devoid of
wildlife.”

Campbell also said that
the snakes must first be reg-
istered before they can be li-
censed as an endangered spe-
cies. Once that step is done,
it doesn’t take very long to
get it protected by law.

Even so, scientists are
hard-pressed to find these
species before they become
extinct. The multi-locus DNA
analysis performed on this
group of rattlesnakes was
difficult due to the terrain,
distribution, and scattered
locations.

According to Bryson,
travel to these areas is of-
ten difficult, and sometimes
dangerous. Without the col-
laboration of researchers in
Mexico, Canada, and the Unit-
ed States, the project would
have faced many more chal-
lenges.

By revisiting the histori-
cal taxonomic arrangement
of the C. triseriatus species
group, two new species were
discovered. In the battle be-
tween species conservation
and extinction, this discovery
marks the first step to saving
the C. tlaloci and C. campbel-
li species.

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applying a lot of pressure
to these parents,” Childress
said.

Jimenez said they want
to keep juveniles and parents
accountable. He also said the
curfew gives law enforce-
ment probable cause to ask
why a juvenile is out late.

“I's holding the parent
accountable. There are also
checks and balances in the
law. The law is meant to pro-
tect the community and pro-
tect the person,” Jimenez
said.

Lozano and Jimenez said
they would work with the
Crockett County Sheriff’s Of-
fice on the curfew.

“I think this will give a lit-
tle bit more to a parent to get
the kids home on time. I real-
ly like the idea of you work-
ing closely with the law en-
forcement officers. We'll
know soon if this is working
or not,” said Commissioner
Eligio Martinez.

TAX RATE AND RAISES

The commissioners unan-
imously approved setting the
proposed tax rate at .48965
per $100 valuation, which is
around six cents lower than
last year’s rate.

The proposed rate will
raise $1.1 million more than
last year’s.

It is in between the ef-
fective tax rate, which would
have raised the same amount
of property tax revenue as
last year’s rate, and the roll-
back rate, which is the high-
est tax rate that the county
may adopt before voters can
petition for a rollback elec-
tion.

Two budget hearings will
be held where they public can
come.

The first will be 6:30 p.m.
Aug. 25 and the second will
be 6:30 p.m. Sept. 2. Both at
the courthouse annex.

The commissioners also
discussed the 2015 proposed
budget.

County Auditor Janie
Chandler presented figures
with a $1,800 vyearly raise
for each county employee.
This is around $150 a month,
which is what the commis-
sioners approved last year.

Also discussed was a
four percent raise for all em-
ployees.

Martinez said if they do
a percentage raise employ-
ees at the lower end of the
pay scale will not receive as
much.

“I'd rather give the
$1,800. The one at the lower
paying scale can afford more
groceries at $1,800. That per-
son can do a lot more for
themselves and their family,”
Martinez said.

County Treasurer Burl
Myers said the $1,800 a year
raise punishes the people
who have been with the coun-
ty for a number of years.

“You gave a good raise
last year. If you give a good
raise this year, then you've
done a good thing,” said
County Judge Fred Deaton.
“It’s probably best to stay in
line with what the workforce
commission and other busi-
nesses are paying.”

Deaton said people would
benefit more if they educated
themselves, such as obtain-
ing their commercial driver’s
license. The county offers a
salary incentive for employ-
ees that obtain their CDL.

“They would better them-
selves as an employee. If peo-
ple want to do a better job,
they can do it. We need peo-
ple that can operate those
trucks. We need people to
operate that equipment,” De-
aton said.

“Some people aren’t com-
fortable with heavy machin-
ery,” Martinez added. “I'd like

the county be an entity where
people can stay in Ozona and
make a living.”

The commissioners de-
cided to give the $1,800 raise
for each employee.

In Monday’s proposed
budget, it showed around
$1.2 million excess funds.

Deaton suggested that
the funds should be placed
in the building and mainte-
nance fund.

The commissioners will
hold another budget work-
shop at 6:30 p.m. on Aug. 25
at the courthouse annex. The
meeting will be open to the
public.

MERIT RAISES

The commissioners ap-
proved for Jeffrey Stuart,
road department superinten-
dent, to give out merit rais-
es if the money is within his
budget.

“We can take care of that
employee that is going the
extra mile and give them an
extra 50 cents,” Stuart said.

Commissioner Randy
Branch said merit raises are
good for moral.

Martinez said he sees
good and bad.

“I wouldn’t do these at
the beginning of the year.
Fine out where you are in the
budget going toward the end
of the year,” Martinez said.

The commissioners toured
the new animal control facility
and gave final approval on pay-
ment of the facility.

BURN BAN

The commissioners ap-
proved to reinstate the burn
ban for 30 days. The approv-
al comes after the recom-
mendation of Fire Chief Bri-
an Morrow.

The burn ban does not
prohibit outdoor cooking in a
properly contained area.

Underneath a burn ban,
any control burns must have
prior approval, such as being
conducted by a Prescribed
Burning Association, Natural
Resource Conservation Ser-
vice or the Texas A&M Agri-
cultural Experiment Station.

All burns shall be re-
ported to the Crockett Coun-
ty Sheriff's Office (325) 392-
2661 and the Fire Chief (325)

A new generator has
been approved for the Care
Center.

Care Center Maintenance
Director Eddie Martin pre-
sented the proposed gener-
ator to the Crockett Coun-
ty Care Center, Health and
Emergency Services Board
and the Crockett County
Commissioners’ Court.

At Monday’s regular
meeting, the commission-
ers approved the purchasing
of an estimated $30,000 die-
sel generator. The generator
will be purchased out of the
county’s emergency purchas-
es budget.

The new generator can
hold around 209 gallons.

Martin said the current
generator has problems with a
propane line. Earlier this year,
the current generator was
tagged by the state and had to
have a new transfer switch.

AMBULANCE REPORT

Martin, who is also the
EMS Coordinator, said the
schedule for August was eas-
ier to make. He said to give
the program a couple of more
months before a final deci-
sion is made on the program.

Last month, the board
approved a pilot program to
double the pay on EMS runs
and transfers.

“Attitude seems to be
good with the new EMS pay.
If holidays come along and
we don’t get people signed
up, or on weekends, we may
have to look at something
else,” Martin said.

Board President John L.
Henderson said the board will
look at the program again in
January. Cost for this will be
$156,000 a year and is within
the budget.

Martin also said he is
working on hosting an EMS
certification class soon. Any-
one that is interested can
take the class.

TO RECEIVE INCENTIVE

Gov. Rick Perry on Aug. 4
announced the state is of-
fering $2.3 million from the
Texas Enterprise Fund to lure
a SpaceX commercial rocket
launch facility to a site near
Brownsville in  Cameron
