RurLe I. That part of the stock-

yards of Kansas City west of the Kaw
river, and known as the quarantine
division, together with all chutes and
approaches thereto, is hereby set apart
for the rece ptmn and handling of
“Southern cattle’’ and such other cat-
tle as arrive at the Kansas City stock-
vards in violation of the sanitary rules
and regulations of this Commission,
RULE 2. No cattle from area de-
seribed in Governor’s prm'lmnntiun of
February 25, 1899, shall be brought
into the state of Kansas except when
shipped by rail for immediate slaugh-
ter, or during the months of Novem-
ber and December; and when brought

Blackleg in Cattle.

Kansas Experiment Station,
Manhattan, Kansas, April, 10, '

Blackleg exists in nearly  every
county in this state, and prevails in
certain districts to an :|l.'u‘n||n;:. xtent,
Previous to 1896 it does not appearthat
many cattle were lost from this disea: ¢;
at least the average stockman did not
regard an accasional death as signifi
cant of any infectious disease; conse
1|ll|'|\l|) this \H'l_]l'-'l received Vvery
httle attention.  Duridg the past few
vears, however, due principally to
literature upon this and many other
infectious diseases affecting the domes
ticated anmimals, the stoekman has be
come better informed, and has learned
to associate certain known caunses with
losses sustained, and in this way s
enabled to report with comparative
accuracy upon the existence and pre
valence of some of the most common
diseases,

Within the last few months carefully
prepared statisties heave been obtaine M|
from some of the best informed eattle
owners 1n every county in Kansas,
which show that this disease not only
exists, but prevails to an alarming ex

tent in more than two-thirds of the
counties, That the disease germ of
blackleg has rapidly multiplied and
spread over the greater portion of this
state 1s shown by the testimony re-
ceived, which gives the figures upon
which the ealculation 1s based. As
our report 15 not yel -'--ln[l]t'lt'. no at-
tempt willbe made to quote the exact
ercentage of - eattle lost during the
ast three years; but so far as replies
have reached us, the evidence 1s con-
clugive that this disease has caused at
least O per cent loss, wpll\:llvlll to 80
per cent of all that died between the
ages of 4 and 12 months, These re-
ports further show that more have
died from blackleg during the past
year than during any previous: yvear,
Now, when wa consider that many
thousand calves have been vacceinated
against this disease, and most of them
belonging to herds that have sufiered
from the ravages of this trouble, 1t 1s
rational to assuame that a greater per
centage would have died had not pre-
ventive precautions been used. Fhe
evidence obtained from other states
where blackleg 1s prevalent confirms
the statisties gathered from various
parts of this state. Not only in Kan
sas, but elsewhere, we find that there
has seemingly an inerease in the death
rate, equal i proportion to that sus
tained by the ranchman of Kansas,

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The princi lu (,ham(-tenstw of
these so-called remedies is that they
fail to do what is claimed for them.
We mention some of the remedies be-
low, viz: The internal use of salt,
hellebore, asafoetida, nitre and sul-
phur; the application to and under
the skin of pink tallets, ointments,
elder-pitch, onions; ~«mrgru'ul operations
like setoning, ro“hug nerving, bleed-
ing, the running of animals, ete.

ft i1s a fact that, in some instances,
the use of some of these remedies is
is followed by a decrease in the num-
ber of deaths, and sometimes animals
stop dying altogether, as if by magie.
But these are single observations and
they prove absolutely nothing. We
can find just as many similar instances
where no treatment whatever is fol-
lowed.

We know that thrifty ecalves are
more likely to be attacked with black-
leg than unthrifty ones, and that, once
attacked,.the former seem to have the
least chance of recovery. It has, there-
fore, been suggested to observe care
not to let animals)get too thrifty; this
1s easily done, either by resorting to
time-honored but now slightly out of
date practice of bleeding, or by giving
urgatives, or by actual starvation.
st anyone sees economy or profit in
this procedure he is advised to follow
it.

We believe in preventation. The
cause of blackleg in calves is two-fold:
first, a natural susceptibility of the

'nninml to ac «l|uir«~ the disease; and
‘. second, the

blackleg bacillus, a mi-
vrnsvuﬂni(- vegetable parasite belonging
to the bacteria, the excitors of most
of the common infectious diseases.

Blackleg is caused by the blackleg
bacillus and by no other germ. On
the other hand, the blackleg bacillus
causes blackleg and no other disease.
By controlling this bacillus we would
have one solution of the question of
prevention.

Blackleg is a wound infection dis
ease, i, e., it is produced by infection
thmugha\unnui by the entrance of
the blackleg bacillus through a wound
into the body tissues. This wound
may be in the skin or in the mucas
membrane of the digestive tract (mouth,
stomach, intestine).

Blackleg bacilli are found in‘ two
places—in the bodies of dead or dis
eased blackleg vietims, and in certain
low, damp soils, usually bottom lands.
In both p‘m es these germs grow and
multiply. Infected soil, or food plants
grown on such soil, serve as means to
carry the germs into the animals tis-
sues. Wounds or brnises in the ani
mal's skin or digestive membranes,
be they ever so slight, serve as ports
of entrance for the baecillus. The
hoofs of animals and their coats of
hair, even their droppings, careless
ness in attendants, serve to carry the
germs from plaee to place.

These statements point out two pos-
sible methods of prevention:

(1) Changing animals from infected
fields (usually low places with rich
soill) to non-infected grounds (high
dry places).

We can further prevent the spread
of the disease by burning the dead
bodies of animals that died of blackleg,
avoiding the practice of burying such
carcasses, which amounts practicdlly
to planting the disease germs for future
harvests.

(2) The disease can, in a measure,
be prevented by proper feediog.
Feeding digestible grasses and root
crops, avniging rough cornstalks and
other coarse, hard foods which can
produce small internal or external
wounds or abrasions and thus provide
a port of entrance for the disease germ.
The germ always enters the body
through a wound. Suckling “calves
do not have these opportunities for
wounding their delicate mucous mem-
branes, and it is a well-known fact
that they are rarely afflicted with this
disease.

Opinions from over the country co-

Feeding Experiment Difficulties.

[llustrations of the need of several
trials or a considereble number of ani:
mals fed for several weeks if safe con-
clusions are to be drawn from feeding
experiments have been abundant at
the Oklahoma Station during the past
winter. Careful selection of figures
may make widely different results from
different parts of such an experiment,

Of two steers carefully selected with
reference to supposed feeding quali-
ties, similarity of breeding, form and
age, one gained 430 |b., the other 335 1b.
with like feeding. Of another pair,
the one believed the better except in
size gained 305 1b, while his mate gain-
ed 430 Ib. with like feeding. The
poorest formed steer in the bunch of
nine made as much gain as the best.
He ate more and is worth less per
pound. A half Jersey steer ecalf, al-
though not showing distinet symptoms
of illness, gained only 10 1lb. in four
weeks; in the next four weeks gaining
110 Ib.; in the next four dropping to
60 Ib. gain; in the next three 65 lb.;
inthe next one making no gain. From
one period of three weeks we might
conclude that four pounds of ecotton
soed daily kept the calf out of condi-
tion; from the the next three weeks,
that giving this much as a part of grain
ration caused great gains; from the
next three weeks, that it is practically
as well to feed no grain but Kafir
meal.

Muleh-
ing with strawy manure has disadvan-
tges, but 1s vastly better than allow-
ing grass or weeds to grow or the bare
surface to become hard and compaet.
rPlowing or spading sabout small trees
in such a way as to allow water to run
away from them is bad practice. At
the Experimental Station the soil near
one row of maple trees has been well
cultivated; that near another row, on
soil of same character, has not been so
treated. A good look at the trees
should convince any one of the great
gain from keeping the soil free from
weed or grass,

Second Article on Acts of Bankruptcy
and Something on the Subject
of Exemptions.

In a recent number of this paper |
discussed two ef the five elasses of acts

'he Bankruptey law provides that it
shall not affect the allowance to bank-
rupts of exemptions which are pre-
seribed by the State laws in force at
the time of the filing of the petition in
the State wherein they have had their
domicile for the six months, or -the
greater portion thereof, immediately
wrecedihg the filing of the petition,

n simpler language. the bankrupt is
entitled fo have se apart to himself,
free from any claims in behalf of his
ereditors, that portion of his property
which the State law declares to be ex-
empt. The Bankruptey law_ of 1867
gave the bankrupt greater exemptions

CASEeS

than the present law. It gave him
certain specific articles, sueh other
property as is exempt by the laws of
the United States, and sueh other

property not included in the foregoing
as was exempted under the laws of the
State in which the bankrupt lived.

The present act allows only those ex-
emptions which the State law gives
him. It seems to be necessary that a
man shall live only the greater portion
of six months in a State in order to
have a domicile therein for the pur-
pose of eclaiming exemptions. Some
have assalled the law in the matter of
exemptions, saying that the fact that
exemptions vary in the different states
prevents the law from being a uniform
law; and that inasmuch as the Consti-
tution gives to Congress only the
power to establish a uniform system,

that, therefore, the law unconstitu-
1|nnn|. The question was raised under
the old law, however, and set at rest
in favor of the constitutionality of
such a law, :

It was decided in a case as late as
the Uth of Febrnary of this year. com-
ing before the United States Court for
the Distriet of Louisville, that a part-
ner could have his exemptions out of
partnership assets,

Digging, Pruning and Transplanting
Young Trees.

A large proportion of the trees that
are lost in resetting die because they
have been 1njured when they were
taken up. Without & good root or
stem a tree can make but little prog-
ress in growth, In digging up trees
the surface soil should be removed to
the rbot system, then a trench dug
around the tree outside the mass of
roots; then by cutting under the roots
with a sharp spade on each side, the
tree may be loosened from the soil
with a good supply of young growing
roots. If the tree is large, the treneh
must be made around the roots to the
vlc'}ﬂh of the lowést, and the roots
gradually loosened and freed from the
SsO11.

No.matter how carefully a tree is
dug, many of the young feeding roots
will be injured or destroyed. Thus
only a small amount of sap can be
\ll;»;»llwl to the branches and buds,
which nevertheless continue to evap-
orate a large amount of water: thus
the tree often starts very slowly and
sometimes fails entirely. By removing
the branches and buds in proportion
to the injury of the roots, a {mlnm'v 18
maintained. All injured roots should
be cut off clean with a knife and the
wounds of large roots should be
palnted over witn some water proof
covering.

When trees are planted the roots
should have a fine mellow bed of soil,
which should be pressed firmly in con-
tact with every fiber, leaving no air
space around them, and all hmul(l be
spread out in natural position. The
soil should be prvssq-dl very firmly
around all the roots, so that the new
roots will be encouraged to make a
rapid growth. If the soil in which the
tree is planted is the saume as the one
from \\'Li«-h it was taken, the tree
should be set the same depth as it was
hefore it was removed. If the soil is
heavier, the tree should be shallower;
if lighter, it should be placed deeper.

. Ep1TOR INSPECTOR:—Times are get-
ting lively among the cattlemen on
the Pecos river. Their last year was
() pross)er()us one and they imve ex-
pended a world of money iu grading
up their herds, and the spring 1s now
opening with such a favorable outlook
in the way of feed that success ap-
pears to be almost assured.

There have been a number of round-
ups during the past week or two and
the number of ecalves that will be
branded in the heighborhood of Eddy
alone is placed at 5,000 head.

An old timer on the river remarked
to the writer to-day that the percent-
age of graded stuci in the round-ups
this year would reach nearly seventy
per cent while four years ago it would
not touch five per cent. About 25,000
head of fat cattle will be sent to mar:
ket from the river this summer and
fall.

Alfalfa pastures are now in good de-
mand from both cattle and sheep men,
they offering $5.00 an acre as rental.
Farmers however are backward in
making contracts, as alfalfa is bring-
iu¥ $6 in the stack and $8 to $10 baled.

3eet pulp frem "the sugar factory
will be a faetor in sheep feeding this
year. This sugar beet pulp is said to
lend a delicious flavor to mutton, dif-
ferent from that given it by any other
feed.

Answer to Correspondent.

Some weeks since Chas. W. Sandi-
ford, of Clayton, N. M., wrote the
Live STocK INSPECTOR asking: *‘Does
sorghum seed, or sorghum or milo
majze seed or stalks make cows slink
their calves.”’

We have carefully looked up the
matter and will answer as follows:

The best authority we know of an-
swers yes, unless the feed from these
two plants is eut, cured and- fed in-
telligenitly. The slinking of the caives
is but an incident. The ecattle are
made sick and the cow heavy with
calf suffers first and most.

Why are the cattle sick? Each one
of you who have ever handled any of
the sorghum - plants will know why
when your attention is called to facts
well known but overlooked. Sorghum
seed is strongly astringent and when
fed produces constipation. The cane
stalk is full of sugar, has just the op-
posite effect and the two fed together
make a perfectly balanced ration. We
have never known cattle to get enough
cane seed to hurt them except once .or
twice and that was when cattle were
let run to a pile of seed and kept from
grazing. Grass or good cane fodder
makes cane seed a safe feed. Milo
maize is so slightly astringent that it
never gives any trouble in this way.
The trouble with milo maize seed and
Kaffir corn is usually this. The feeder
brings the cattle off the range nearly
stacrved, puts them on strange feed
and give too much rich feed. He
founders the cattle. They scour.
Calves are slunk and the feed is cursed
when it is the bad management of the
feeder. Corn or cotton seed will do
the same thing. It puts us in mind of
a good cowman of this range who
branched out to be a feeder. He
drove off of his range about forty
bulls to the eastern part of the strip
where corn was cheap. In a week
every bull was sick and two dead.
Then he thought he would do it right.
He bought a mill and ground his
corn. In two weeks the hair had
slipped ¢ff of most of them. The
bqus were beauties, prancing around
as bare of hair as Mexican dogs. He
sold out and quit feeding.

But the mismanagement of feeding
the grain is not the worst fault of the
sorghum plants. It is the spoiled fod-
der that makes the cattle sick. And
the worst of it is that the very best
looking hay or fodder is often the
worst. Itis this way we all know
that the greater part of the food con-

stituent of all the sorghum plants is
sugar. We know that sugar in any
form is liable to ferment and form
vinegar. Soured feed of any kind
will make cattle sick. The eane plant
has sugar in it during growth in two
forms, grape sugar and eane sugar.

We all know what glucose or ecorn
syrup is and how easily it sours.
\z’hvn cane is green, until almost the
day it is ripe, almost all the sweetness
is 1n the form of glucose or grape
sugar. Unless dried quickly and kept
dry it is sure to sour. But when eane
is ripe it is entirely different. It is
oasi{y cured and hard to spoil as feed.
But at the time of ripening nature per-
forms a wonderful chemical trans-
formation. Almost all the grape su-
gar changes to cane sugar and then in
a few days after ripening, if left
standing, unless the weather is very
dry, the cane sugar reverts to grape
sugar, fermentation takes place and
vinegar is formed. This is the secret
of bad cane hay. Most of the eane
hay and a large part of the fodder of
Kaffir corn and milo maize is a posi-
tive detriment to ecattle. It has fer-
mented, is sour and the more -ecattle

eatof it the poorer they get. Give it
long enough and you kill them.
Thousands of ecattle have been

killed in Oklahoma this yvear by feed-
ing soured cane hay or Kaffir corn fod-
der that looked bright and seemed to
be good seed. The vinegar content 1s
the cause of all trouble in feeding all

Sackarine or Subsackarine cane plants. |
I promis, you soon an articlet on the |

proper curing of hay or fodder from
the various cane plants. There is not
enough ergot on amy of our fodder or
hay to affect eattle. | believe that er-
got on corn fodder often causes cows
to slink their calves or often kills eat-
tle.

abundant it has been almost nmhing.‘
The average is probably less than 10!
per cent. The eattlemen there count |
on 2 to 3 per cent for an average win- |
ter, and of course feel the loss severely. |
The storm of Monday was severe in'
Oklahoma and Texas, and was hard on |
range cattle.”’

The losses in this vieinity among the |
feeders have been less than was ex- |
pected. One feeder, with many south- |
ern cattle, has lost heavily, but in|
general the losses have been very|
small. Farmers have plenty of feed |
to last until grass, and stock will goon |
rasture in good shape.—Missouri Val- |
ey Farmer.
