Two of them  are  n ear the  
top in length of service am ong 
nearly  3,000 secretaria l em ployes 
of the S enate and  House.

Miss A lla C lary of P rosper has 
been w ith  Rep. Sam R ayburn  of 
Bonham, now  speaker of the 
house since Oct. 1, 1919.

Ju les  L everett pf G alveston, also 
rounding out his 30th y ear here, 
has continuously served th e  con­
gressm an from  the  G alveston d is­
tric t since Dec. 15, 1919. His p re ­
sent boss is Rep. C lark  Thom p­
son, who also represented  th a ’ 
d istrict from  1933 to 1935. Hi'̂  ̂
first em ployer was the  la te  Clay 
Stone Briggs. Briggs was succeed­
ed by the la te  J . J . M ansfield.

Congressional secretaries do al 
most every th ing  a congressm an i;

T erry  C ounty tree  lovers will 
probably  tu rn  qu ite  a b it of in ­
terest tow ard  the  rem ark  th a t 
“ Trees can be grow n w ithout i r ­
rigation in any  county in T exas”.
A nd M rs. Sadie K artfield , ex ten ­
sion landscape gardening  specia­
list of A & M College of Texas, 
coatinued: “ T hat goes for shade 
trees, w indbreaks and o rn am en ­
tals.”

B ut she adm its th e re ’s a trick  
to it. The secret of success is in 
properly  collecting and storing i. 
ra in  w ater in  th e  soil for the  trees 
to use. Terraces and contours 
should be constructed  so as to 
collect and  hold the m oisture  
w hich falls th roughou t the  year.
And the  terraces m ay be b u ilt any 
tim e you can get around to it.

Soil is th e  m ost na tu ra l, the  
easiest and th e  best place to keep 
w ater for grow ing trees in the 
Panhandle, th e  plains, and in all 
the  d r ie r  regions of Texas, says 
M iss H atfield . 1

m ay be needed to  produce o n e ; 
acre of trees, because i t ’s neces-

sary  to take  ra in w a te r from  n ear­
by soil in o rd er to  give a tre e—or 
a group of trees— as m uch as two 
o r th re e  tim es th e  annual ra in ­
fall o f a sem i-arid  region.

T h a t’s w here  terrac ing  and  con­
touring  com e in to  the  picture.
These practices, long recom m end­
ed  by county  ag ricu ltu re  agents, 
can b ring  about a diversion of 
w ater in alm ost any area selected 
for trees.

Gluten Mea! Feed 
Discussed

COLLEGE STATION, J e b .  2 8 -  
G luten m eal and g lu ten  feed o b - , 
ta ined  from  grain  sorghum s asj 
by-products from  th e  ex traction  j 
of starch  m ay soon be avaib le  in i 
significant quan tities for feed in g , 
livestock.

According to inform ation from 
Dr. J . C. M iller and Fred Hale, of 
the d ep artm en t of an im al hus­
bandry , and Dr. C arl M. Lym an, 
of the  d ep artm en t of biochem istry 
and nutrition , all of Texas A. & 
M. College, .some w ork has been 
done in the  past on the  use of corn 
glu ten  feed and corn g luten  meal 
as feeds for swine. However, there  
are  no reports on th e  use of sor­
ghum  glu ten  feed and m eal.

In  the fall of 1947 and the  sum ­
m er of 1948, feeding tra ils  w ere 
conducted by the  Texas A gricul­
tu ra l E xperim ent S tation  to study 
the value of sorghum  by-products 
as pig fatten ing  rations. The first 
experim ent w as m ade up of 40 
Duro.'' pigs, averaging  79 pounds 
each, and divided into four lots of 
10 pigs each.

The ra tion  in each lot w as com ­
posed of w hole grain  m ilo and a ; 
p ro tein  supplem ent which w as fed  ̂
free choice in self feeders. Each  ̂
group of 10 pigs also had free ac- i 
cess to a m ineral m ix tu re  con tain - 1 
ing 80 pounds of ground lim e­
stone and 20 pounds of salt. The 
sorghum  by-prtxJucts w ere used 
as p a r t of th e  pro tein  m ix tu re . 
T he pro tein  m ix tu re  in th e  check 
lot consisted of 50 pounds of m eat 
scraps. 30 pounds of soybean oil

The sam e ration  was used in the 
sum m er of 1948, only in th is test 
the pigs w ere fed separatv ly ra th e r 
th an  in groups.

T he results of the.se tests ind ica t­
ed th a t the  pro tein  supplem ent 
for fa tten ing  hogs m ay contain  
up to 30 percen t of sorghum  glu ten  
meal.

Dr. A. W. Young, professor of 
p lan t industry  a t Texas Technolo­
gical college, insists it is not neces- 
say to  feed the  grasshopper all 
spring so he can do his custom ary 
d irty  w ork in the  la te  sum m er. 
Several of the  new er chem icals 
w ere used last y ear w ith g rea t 
success. C hlorinated  cham phenes 
as C hlordane and T oxaphene a re  
especially recom m endable. Dr. 
Young said. These insecticides are  
usually  availab le  in both  dust and

spray  forms. County agents can 
I suggest w hich is best for each 
I a rea’s p a rticu la r trea tm en t.

A lthough indications a re  th a t 
nfestation w ill not be so high in 

the  im m ediate high plains d istric t 
th is year. D r. Young suggests fa r­
m ers and ranchers be p repared  
w ith 'in sectic ides to stop the grass­
hoppers on th e ir  first appearance. 
High infestation  has been reported 
in o th e r parts  of the state.

Dinner Pails, Dividend Checks and 
Tax Bills of Every Individual 
National and International Prob­
lems Inseparable from Local W el­
fare.

U. S. N ews & W orld Rej>ort has 
published  a sum m ary  of P res id en t 
T ru m an ’s social security  p lan , in ­
cluding estim ates of w h a t th e  cost 
would be now and in th e  fu tu re .

The program  provides for gov­
e rn m en t care  and aid to  ind iv i­
duals every  step  of the  w ay from  
th e  card ie  to  the  grave. C om pul­
sory health  insurance w ould p>ay 
the  costs of b irth , and d u rin g  
childhood m edical and d en ta l se r­
vice w ould be provided. F edera l 
g ran ts  to s ta tes  would pay  p a rt 
of the  cost of schooling, an d  if a 
child w ere orphaned  the  govern­
m ent would assum e the  financial 
responsibility . A fte r the  child  grew  
up and w ent to w ork, th e  govern ­
m ent w ould guaran tee  him  d is- 
a ib lity  assistance, ex tend ing  up to 
a lifetim e pension, if he  w ere  in ­
ju red  on the  job, and unem ploy­
m ent paN'ments if he w ere o u t of 
1 iob. He and his fam ily would
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j ob tain  m edical care  u n d er th e  com - 
jpu lso ry  insuranec system , and  
j  good subsidies w ould be given low  
I incom e groups. W hen h e  reaches 
the  re ta irm en t age o f 65 he would 
be en titled  to  a life pension. At 
death , his fu n e ra l expenses w ould 
be m et, a t least in  p a rt, by  a gov- 
dow em m en t check. F inally , his 
w idow would be pensioned.

W hat w ould th is  a ll-inc lu sive  
cost? As p lanned now, th e  m ax i­
m um  incom e to be su b jec t to  th e  
payroll tax  w ould be  $4,800. M en 
in th a t income b rack e t w ould be 
assessed $264 a year, by  1955, to  
pay th e  social security  bill, and 
the  em ployer w ould co n trib u te  an  
equal am ount, for a to ta l o f $528. 
This w ould com e on top of incom e 
and all o th e r taxes.

! A t p resen t th e  payroll ta x  is 3}4 
'p e r  cent. A ccording to  U. S. News, 
it would have  to be increased to 
11 per cen t by 1955 and to 18 p e r 
cent by 1990. T here  is alw ays a 
possibility  th a t estim ates would 
have to be revised m ateria lly  up ­
w ard.

I t  is c lear— w h eth er o r  not one 
approves the  p rogram —th a t th is 
concept of scKial security  involves 
g rea t changes in ou r philosophy if

governm ent and  in o u r econom ic 
system . T h e  governm en t w ould 
be given v a s t pow ers th a t it  never 
ha^J before. T he  e ffect o f th e  p ro ­
gram  on  ind iv idua ls  w as ex p ress­
ed by th e  N ew s in th ese  w ords: 
“ The trend . . . .is to w ard  a lev e l­
ing of incomes, w ith  a ris ing  floor 
u n d er th e  . m inim um  incom e a 
fam ily  can  receive, and  a lo w ^ ^  
and  law er ceiling  on th e  m ax i^r 
m um  earn ings an  in d iv id u a l is 
perm itted  to keep.” T hose  w ho 
w ant c rad le - to -th e -g rav e  social 
secu rity  believe th a t  tren d  is 
necessary  and right. T hose w ho 
oppose it feel th a t it w ould be  
dangerously  destructive  to  e n ­
te rp rise  and  in itia tive .
