Homecoming Of Simmons 
U. Exes is Celebrated June 
23-25 At McCaulley Church 

An event which called attention 

to McCaulley as one of the most 
noteworthy churches in Fisher 

County and to the fact that this 
little church and town has sent 

more than 50 students to Simmons 

University within past years, was 
celebrated last week. 

Filling the McCaulley First Bap- 
tist church to capacity for seven 

programs during three days, lit- 

erally hundreds took part in the 

first homecoming of church mem- 

bers and Simmons University exes 

of the community on last Friday, 

Saturday and Sunday. Singing, 
special music, speeches, sermons, 

and plenty of old fashioned din- 
ner in the church tabernacle made 

up the three day celebration, led 
by the pastor, Rev. John P. Har- 

desty. 

Around 100 former members of 

the church, many of them Sim- 
mons exes, who now live outside 

of McCaulley, registered during 

the homecoming. Several hundred 

McCaulley residents, many of them 

also Simmons ex -students, at- 

tended. 

The first program was held Fri. 

day evening, with a sermon by Rev. 
I. J. Duff of Weinert as the main 

part of the evening's service. 

Saturday morning Rev. I. N. 
Alvis of Haskell and Rev. A. C. 
Turner of Wichita Falls gave ad- 

dress and sermon. In the after- 

noon Rev. Alvis spoke again, 

preaching a sermon, and an old 

fashioned experience meeting was 

held, with various former members 

giving reminiscences. In the eve- 

ning the sermon was delivered by 

Rev. A. E. Bradbury of Mt. Ver- 

non. Meanwhile two generous 

meals, dinner and supper, were 

served by the women of the church 

at the tabernacle. 

After the regular Sunday School 

morning, Orvis Hunter of Dallas 

gave an address on the subject, 

“The Newspaper as a Factor in 
Education.” The sermon was de- 
livered by Rev. C. E. Dick of 
Crosbyton. .

The Sunday afternoon program 

was dedicated to Simmons. After 
an engaging talk by Bowen Pope, 

editor of the Hamlin Herald, on 
the subject, “As Our Neighbors See 

Us,” the program was turned over 

to Simmons people.

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The Sins Which Grieve The Holy Spirit Most 
\ 
hp 

) W. T. Rouse 
The sinner resists the Holy Spirit. The believer grieves the Holy 

Spirit. Paul was writing to Christians in Eph. 4:30 when he said 
“Grieve not the Holy Spirit of God, by which ye are sealed unto the 
day of redemption.” In the light of the present situation, we need 
to restudy the question of sins of the believer. There are many 
which I could mention; but I propose to mention three in this article 
and they are the following: 

I. INDIFFERENCE. 
How common, yes how almost universal is this sin in the hour in 

which we live. There never was a day when we ought to be as alive 
and responsive to the need of the world as now. It is a paradox 
to eay that a Christian is indifferent to the Kingdom of God, to the 
work of the Church, to the program of the church, to the will of 

God and the plan of God in the world. 
In this day of opportunity men should be as never before, very 

much concerned in the matter of living up to their vows. When we 
come into the church we are supposed to take & solemn covenant that 
we will support the church, its discipline, its doctrines, its program, 
and all that it is to do. But we find so many indifferent to the vital 
things among which I mention: The winning of the lost; the enlist 
ing and training of the saved; the services of the church. 

Not only as to the work of the church is there a wide spread in- 
difference, but many church members are indifferent concerning 
their influence; concerning the crime wave; touching the low stand- 
ards of politics which disgrace the country; relating to the threaten 
ed return of the liquor traffic; concerning the low moral standards 
which threaten to submerge us and destroy us. We must arouse our 
people to the situation confronting us, and that too right early. 

11. PRE-OCCUPATION. 
By the sin of pre-occupation I mean the sin of being so busy 

about other things as to neglect the main things, the things of God. 
In the parable of the Great Supper, in the fourteenth chapter of Luke, 
the invited guests began with one accord to say, “Have me excused.” 
They were too busy to pay any attention to the great invitation. There 

is no doubt but that the main teaching of this parable is that men 
are to accept the gospel and appreciate the offered salvation Christ 
presents. Turning away from it, indicated a lack of appreciation of 

"the blessings of ealvation. They were so engrossed in the things of 
the world, that they could not give any thought to the message of 
invitation. The Lord indicated His displeasure towards the invited 
guests when He said “None of these men which were bidden shall 
partake of my supper.” 

But we are thinking more particularly here .about church mem- 
bers who are too busy with other things to do the work of the Lord. 
Many are so busy seeking pleasure that they can not give any time 
to the church and ‘its work. Others are too busy making money. 
Still others are too busy in social life, or in teaching or in trying to 
succeed in a chosen business or profession that they can not take 
time to do much. Then a large number are so engrossed in the 
clubs and lodges that they have no money for the Lord after all 
these other engagements have been met. Christ has to stand aside and 
see His work go undone because His people are too busy doing other 
sthings. Some are too busy reading daily papers, current magazines 
and baleful books, to spend any time reading God's book. So the 
cause of Christ lags, and the wheels of Zion turn round slowly, for 

lack of workers. Maiy people who beong to. our churches need to 
learn to put first things first. 

111. DISLOYALTY. 
. In my way of thinking, disloyalty to Christ is the greatest sin of 
which we can be guilty; but how lightly does it lay on our con- 
sciences. We spurn and hate Benedict Arnold because his name is 
the symbol of disloyalty to country. No parent will name his child 
Judas, because of the remembrance of the treachery of that pseudo 
dieciple, who ‘sold his Lord for thirty pieces of silver. But some to- 
day betray Him for less than did Judas, 

Disloyalty in the family brings disaster. For a friend to prove 
disloyal breaks our hearts. But what must our disloyalty mean to 
Jesus! The greatest deeds men have ever committed were those per- 
formed under the inspiration of loyalty to Christ. Men have gone 
to the dungeon, to the furnace, yea to death of various kinds rather 
than prove disloyal to their Savior. Men have suffered criticism, 
persecution, ostracism in the social world, because of their loyalty to 
the principles of Jesus. 

The- form, the directions in which disloyalty are may be found unless things change Tex 

— 

are too numerous to mention. Disloyalty to His Word may take 
place in substitution of the inventions of men for the commands 
of Christ. Again it may be disloyalty in substituting our will for 
His will. We may prove disloyal to His Church by not supporting 
it; by minimizing its mission; by speaking lightly of its ordinances; 
by not supporting its ministry; by refusng to give to its work, and 
by neglecting to attend its services. I wish that some how, we 
could get church members to see just hoy serious is their sin in being 
disloyal to the Head of the Church. Lets take hold of our task with 
renewed diligence and see if we can get folks to realize their sins and 
repent of them.

Jehovah Lives

Christians often live and think in terms of all self sufficiency, 

without taking into consideration that God rules supremely. They 
think of God in terms of a helper instead of a director of affairs. 
They think that if they or certain others should drop out, the whole 
matter of religious activities would come to a standstill. They, and 
that will include the most of us, feel that debts and money panics 

have clogged the wheels of Zion, that there can be no advancement 
till these impediments have been removed. In plain words, difficul- 
ties and adverse conditions have led people to become discouraged 
and to lose hope in the possibilities of our mission activities. We 
seem to forget that the great Jehovah of all creation—with all that 
term can mean—still reigns and rules above all forces and can bring 
success out of failure. In fact, he possibly sometimes permits fail- 
ures on our part that he may have success. Our failure does not 
always mean Kingdom failure. 

Too much “harping” and not enough action has been done over 
our debts. Too many Baptists have acted like children. They have 
tried to locate all the blame in the other fellow, and have pointed 
the finger of scorn—even to the point of persecution—at our leaders. 
They have blamed the “program” and tried to bring all plans into 
disrepute, at the same time offering no better means of operation. 
It is like blaming the governor of Texas or the president of the 
United States for financial distresses that lie too deep to be com- 
prehended in terms of any one man or a dozen men’s activities. 
When we stop to think, and think soberly, we conclude that our 

missionary program is in no worse condition than the financial 
status of our average Baptist. They are one and inseparable. How 
many men, at the beginning of this financial crisis, were wealthy 
who are now insolvent and hardly have shelters above their heads. 
Can you think of any cause fostered by such people not suffering? 

The truth is we had the same high hopes for our missionary possi- 
bilities that we did for our business enterprizes. The same brain 
and brawn were backing the two. Men made investments above 

investments. Men could not forsee that the wheels of our economic 
machinery were already clogging. The poor have become poorer 
and many rich have become poor. Yet we have no disposition to 
sit down and quit. Failures call for greater struggles. Men are 
arising and tackling the new problems with all the zest of youth. 
Should we do less with our religious problems? 

" But the question faces us, is God dependent on our circumscribed, 
and too often selfish, plans for kingdom affairs? ‘Is his hands 

shortened that he can not save?” Even some of our returned mis- 
sionaries, those who have lost a JOB, have returned to criticise. 

They have pointed the finger of ridicule at the Southern Baptist and 
reminded them of how much money is spent on cars, and chewing 
gum, and paint and-powder, just as though such criticisms could be 
of any avail. Yet the great Jehovah God has taken the means left at 
hand, after the crash, and has brought glory to his name. Our mis- 
sion fields have been blessed in conversions beyond former years. 
The same is true at home. The foreigner, who has heretofore de- 
pended on the American dollar and on American leadership, has and 
is developing a leadership and initiative of his own. God’s hands 
are not tied. This reminds us of a statement made by a Baptist 
traveling evangelist, which, though shocking and seemingly irrev- 
erent, has made us think many times since. He said, “God-all-Mighty 
ain’t no fool.” 
The debts are ours. They were honestly made, though wisdom 

‘| might not justify them all in toto, yet the money has been spent and, 
in the main, services have been rendered in return. God has honored 

the faith and services of his children. All Southern Baptists, from 
those who can pay no more than a penny to those who can pay their 
thousands, should rally to every debt paying campaign. God will 
honor our faithfulness and our faith. He can do without us but we 
can not do without Him. “Behold what manner of love the Father 
hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God.” 
Brethren have common interests and should act together.

Luke 5:1-9. In this Scrpture we 
find Jesus teaching by the sea- 
shore.

He sought a quiet desert place 
where He might rest and pray, but 
the people pressed Him that He 
might stay and heal their sick. 

Jesus told them He must carry the 
gospel to other cities, that His

As the people pressed upon 
Him to hear the Word, He stood 
by the Lake of Gennesaret. Near 
the shore were two ships, but the 

fishermen were gone out of them, 

and were washing their nets. The

We must use what we have with 
faith in God, depending on Him 

for victory. If Christ has said for 

us to launch out in our District 
for a draught, can we not expect 

to have success? Let us let down 

our nets in great expectancy, for

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The Pendulum Swings

Through the wetness of the two 

major political parties of the coun- 

try and the wetness of the Texas 

legislature, we drys are forced on 

August 26, into a state-wide elec- 

tion on the legalization of illegal 

beer and the repeal of the Eigh- 

teenth Amendment. It is a situa- 

tion none of us expected ever to 

confront, and as men and women 

of balanced minds and courageous 

hearts we have to reckon with ‘con- 

ditions as they are, rather than 

grieve over, ronditions that were. 

The pe dujum, through machina- 
tions of John J. Raskob, Al Smith, 

the Association Against the Pro- 
hibition Amendment and chiefly 

the brewers, has swung dreadfully 

toward wetness, and state after 

state has enrolled under the Gam- 
brinus banner. 

Nothing like our present situa- 
tion has ever been witnessed in 
American history. That there could 

be such a reversion of thought is 
an impenetrable mystery. It only 

shows what money can do in the 

life of a republic, where fortunes 

melting away and distressed men 

and women reaching for financial 

straws, with the cry “revenue.” 

We are actually selling our souls 

for the blood money of the brewers 
and liquor dealers, and it remains 

to be seen whether Texas will sell 

its soul to this contingent cf wets 

or not. 
The greatest barrier to.success 

August 26th, is the lethargy of the 

drys. Beyond doubt, we have the 

voters to smash the wet army into 

irredeemable splinters, if we get 

on the job, function cn the job, 

stay on the job and fight on the 

job until the job is done. True, 

we have very little money, but we 

have more than we make out like 

we have. There is latent financial 

help everywhere among the drys. 

Our worst barrier is the fact that 

-many of cur dry voters believe the 

battle already lost, but no battle 

is lost until it is lost. The great- 

est victories the world has known 

have been victories snatched from 

the jaws of defeat. 
Witness the case or Marshal 

Foch, when the Allied armies were 

crumbling under the withering fire 

of the well-trained German troops 

Foch sent out this word: “My right 

has been turned back, my left is 

crumbling and my center faces de- 

feat. I have ordered an advance 

all along the lines.” Those words 

and that courage won the war for 

the Allies and lost it for Germany. 

There was scarcely a man in Sam 

Houston's little army of 700 that 
believed they could whip Santa 

Anna. Sam Houston was himself 

in doubt, but he determined to sell 

his men and himself for the high- 

est possible price, and that day in 

twenty minutes the course of 

American history was reversed and 

a pathway opened to the Golden 

Gate. History literally gleams 
with similar demonstration and our 

cause, which we know is just, 

ought not to droop in the face of 

the foe we now confront. One 

equation never to.be ignored is the 

fact of God. When a comely W. C. 

T. U. woman recently said, “God 

is on our side,” some cynic, after 

reading the returns from Illinois 

and Indiana, said “God has a 
mighty poor way of showing it.” 

Both remarks were ill-advised, but 

it is not an ill-advised statement to 
declare that God is ajways on the 
side of right. The right does not 
always win, right is often 

crucified, as Jesus, was. It is be- 
ing crucified now in Washington, 

and in the remotest precincts of 
the United States, but God, who 

moves in a mysterious way, car- 

ries out His plan in His own good 

time; and I have the faith to be- 

lieve the tide will be turned, and 

I have unquerable confidence in a 

dry victory here in Texas if we 
will get to work and stay at work 
until the polls close on August 26. 

The good man who is launching 

this publication is fearless in the 

face of what seemed to be great 

odds. He is giving of the vitality 
of his fruitful life to this cause. 

My own mind harks back to the 

first prohibiticn amendment cam- 

paign in Texas when I was editor 

of The Waco Advance, and that 

paper was the leading prohibition 

apologist of that day. We fought 

then against infinitely greater 

odds than we confront now. True, 

we lost by a counted majority 

against us of more than 92,000, 

but in every othér essential we 

won. The beauty about our pro- 

hibition cause is that we win when 

we lose. Every voice upraised for 

righteousness always wins. Ev- 

ery prohibition speech wins wheth- 

er we lose or not. Every prohibi- 

tion editorial, every prohibition 

sermon, every total abstinence ex- 

ample—all of these win, and are 

winning all the time even if in the 

ballot boxes the enemies of right- 

eousness register a majority. 

So, dear friend, here we are and 

let us stand as Sam Houston stood 
at the Battle of San Jacinto. Let 

us rally our forces and die like 

Travis and Bowie died at the Ala- 

mo, if death shall be our portion 

in this crusade for God and home 

and native land. 

1 began this fight fifty years 

ago. | have known victory and 
have suffered defeat. There is 

really no defeat for a righteous 

man or a righteous cause. We 

suffer and columns advance and 

recede, but the cause of God goes 

bravely marching on. Here's my 

hand and here’s my heart to every 

dry, of every conceivable affilia- 

tion, every faith, every complex. 

Let's close up ranks, march’ fear- 
lessly on and win this fight as we 

won it when the Eighteenth 

Amendment was adopted.

SALOON 

The question of repealing the 

eighteenth amendment and of re- 

establishing the manufacture, sale 

and use of intoxicating beverages 
throughout the nation is now up 
to the forty-eight states. The 

twenty-first amendment was passed 
by Congress in February, and if 

ratified by thirty-six states it be- 

comes a part of our Constitution, 

thereby rendering the Eighteenth 

Amendment null and void. The 

ratification of the Twenty+first 

Amendment can be blocked by the 

failure of thirteen states to vote 

it. It is stipulated that it must 

be ratified within seven years. Al- 

most all observers agree that the 

matter will be decided one way or 
another within the next three 

years. The Twenty-first Amend- 

ment requires that its ratification 

shall be done by conventions in the 

various states rather than by the 

method heretofore followed—rati- 

fication by state Legislatures. At 

the present moment most of the 

states are proceeding with the 

steps necessary to the election of 

delegates and the calling of these 

conventions. 

What Can We Expect If The 

Eighteenth Is Done Away With? 

If the Eighteenth- Amendment is 

repealed, the saloon will return.

Whereas only a few months ago 

the Wets were solemnly promising 

the people of the United States 

that the repeal legislation would 

carry a guarantee against the re- 

turn of the saloon, when the Twen- 

ty-first Amendment passed Con- 

gress, every effort to amend it so 

as to prohibit the establishment of 

the saloon was ruthlessly defeated 

by the wet leaders.

We cannot be hypocritical 

pretenders.” 
The Chicago Tribune Says 

The Chicago Tribune, one of the 

most powerful WET newspapers, 

in a recent issde (Jan. 8, 1933), 
admits that the saloon will return, 

and even presents an architects 

drawing captioned “Post-Volstead 
Saloon Plan for North Side.” In 
describing the new saloon it is 

championing, The Tribune says: 

“The Post-Voistead saloon re- 

tains the bar, but it's wide open 

to view from the street; the shame 

of secrecy is removed. It's a fam- 

ily resort for both sexes, old and 

young . . . soft drinks as well a» 

alcoholic beverages will be dis- 

pensed from the bar, and a kitchen 

will serve sandwiches and meals. 

“The new saloon will be a day 

and night resort, offering a meet- 

ing place to the neighboring resi- 

dents and a place of rest and re- 

freshment to the stranger.”

The allies of liquor had so much 

to say about our youth drinking, 
that Dr. Atticus Webb decided to 
get the facts. He wrote to prac- 

tically every college president in 

Texas, with the following results: 

Colleges answering, 42. 

Total enrollment session 1931-32, 

38,237. 

Boys before the Committee on 

Discipline in whose case liquor was 

a factor, 87. - 

Girls before Committee on Dis- 

cipline with whose case liquor was 

a factor, 19. 

Total students among the 38,237 

who at some time during an en- 

tire school year were brought be- 

fore the Committee on Discipline, 

in which liquor played some part, 

106. 

Many hastened to emphasize the 

fact that drunkenness was not in- 

volved. 

Comphring Rhe situation with 

those in saloon days, several said 

“conditions are twenty-five times 
better” or “conditions are a hun- 
dred times better.” Some said 

“Conditions are a thousand times 
better,” and some said “There is 
no comparison, conditions are so 

much better.” ' 

One University in the suburbs 

of a city said that during saloon 

days on Saturday nights the fac- 

ulty had to have a member to meet 
the late street cars from the city 
and put the drunken students to 
bed. A far larger student body to- 

day has no need of such and has 
few cases of discipline from drink- 

ing. The only two schools that 
seemed to have liquor problems 

were a state school where condi- 

tions have never been quite so sat- 

isfactory as with other schools and 
a private school patronized largely 

by the wealthier citizens. [ne 

school in a city refused to give 

data.
