The announcement that the Eng­

lish governmeint will make a 
Traiitvaal loan amounting to some­
thing like $150,000,000 within th* 
•ext few months draws attention to 
the enormous cost bf the Boer war. 
Its total cost to Great Britain is es­
timated, by F. R. Fairchild, of Yale 
university, to have been $ix>63,ooo,- 
000. A comparison with the other 
principal wars in which Great Brit­
ain has been engaged since 16B8 
shows that the total cost of this 
South African war has been e)c- 
ceeded by that of only one other 
war, the twenty-three years’ war 
with France (i7Q j-i8 .5(. No oth­
er war, not even the prolonged 
••fuggir waged against Napoleon, 
reached half the cost of this South 
African war. A greater proportion 
of the coat was met by borrowing 
than was the case in any of th* 
other important wars.

Public attention in the acouitilion 

of the Seaboard Air Line Vv the 
Chicago. Ruck Island & Pacific 
combination hat been altogether 
concentrated upon the rapid fash­
ion in which a road with 4000 miles 
of line and a tidy surplus, which 
made its shares worth twice their 
par value, hat been turned into a 
system of tome 17,000 miles, or 
one-tenth the mileage in this coun­
try, and an aggregate capital of 
fi08o,ocx>.ouu.

has liren dune. Public safety in 
great aggregations of pro|>crty has 
hitherto restetl u|>on the circum­
stance that its control required 
means so large and a stake so 
eiKtrmout that it alone would bring 
conservism. This is not the cate 
here, by the use of the "holding 
com|iany” and ingenious grant of 
power* to preferred stock the en­
tire management of this vast sys­
tem, which lie* like a gigantic Y , 
crossing the L'nited States, its stem 
in Texas and .Mexico and its two 
arms ending in Chicago and Nor­
folk, is under the control of the 
preferred stock of the Rock Island, 
and the majority of this preferred 
stock would cost today about fii6,- 
000,000.

What has really taken place, 
therefore, it that a little capital, 
relatively speaking, and a great deal 
of credit have been used to acquire 
temporary control of a great rail­
road'pfoperty, the Rock Island. 
This gained, further control has 
been tecure<i of 13.000 more miles 
of railroad, including affiliated 
lines, and the load of carrying this 
great matt is dexterously shifted 
onto the public, while all the profits, 
and, if those in control please, all 
the plunder possible from control, 
is retained in a small body of pre­
ferred stock, easily owned by what 
in these days represents compara­
tively limited resources.

There is no railroad property in 
the country, to much faster have 
private fortunes grown than cor­
porate capitalization, which could 
not be >'a;)turcd by this ingenious 
plan. O r 'c  captured and in ' the 
hands i. pliable board of direct- 

rs : :y use might be made of the 
■ “cperty of such a corporation with­
out incurring legal responsibility.

Steps like these ***'
dacity o f pFrsoilkr contronTn3 tHe 
continuity of corporate ownership. 
Toward such a combination the 
courts have never been friendly. 
The Northern Securities cate !>egan 
a* a suit which only raised a ques­
tion of protection against cotnpeti- 
tion. It may end at a case memor­
able because in it the supreme court 
will decide that the "holding com­
pany” is a device by which all the 
benefits.of cur îoratc ownership are 
gained and all its responsibilities 
evaded.

It it certainly clear that before 
long there will be some appalling 
case of the speculative plunder of 
a great railroad which will require 
drastic legislation for the protec­
tion of the vast powerless twrd of 
shareholders into which the owner- 
»hi|) of corporate properties is now 
divided, or it being divided.

Qussn’s Who Smok*.
The Empress Elizabeth of Aus­

tria, who was assassinated near 
Geneva, used to smoke f® V
forty cinrettes daily, either Turk- s 
ith or Russian, and used also to 
indulj{e occasionally in small Ital­
ian cigars. The czarina smoke* 
cigarettes now and then, and on her 
desk are always a coiiplr of golden 
and engraved cigarette cases, a sil­
ver ash tr» ’ and a malachite match- 
holder. Tne Queen of Italy sel­
dom smokes,,but the mother of the 
King of Spain consumes a large 
mimlier of Egyptian cigarettes 
evers day. Former Queen Natalie 
of ^ rv ia  owns a magnificently 
jeweifd smoking outfit, and it very 
partial to the habit. The Queen of 
Kuumania, Carmen Sylvia, also 
owns a large number of gold and 
silver cigarette cases, but she doe* 
not like the aroma of tobacco. The 
Queen of 1‘orlugal, on the other 
hand, is an ardent lover of the 
weed.
