Minister Chamberiain announced
today that the House of Commons
committee on privileges had de-
cided that a special military court

The army court, constituted to

The committee did not recommend
further acticn in reporting its unani-
mous finding through the Prime
Minister.

MURDERING PRISONER

WAXAHACHIE, June 30 (#—A
jury here today found B. B. Black,
former Ellis county prison guard,
guilty of murder without malice in
connection with the fatal beating
of a negro prisoner and assessed
him five years in prison.

His was the second conviction in
connection with the death of the
prisoner, Cedel Lambert, a 15-year
sentence previously having been
assessed Hobb McCullough, another
guard.

| probably hasn't many years to live.

But he will not be forgotten when
he has gone. He has made sure of

| that by sinking most of a tidy for-
itune into a memorial that nobody
| can forget.

And what a memorial! Grouped
| beneath a 19 by 19 square granite
| pavilion. standing and sittling
| stiffly like distant relatives at a
| family reunion, are six marble fig-
| ures of Davis, and five of his dead
| wife. They represent the couple at
| various stages of their long married
| life.

Davis, who is believed to have put
| $200,000 into the strange monument,
| likes it. To local civic leaders who
tried to get him to turn the money
|into a park or other public work,
Davis answers only that it is his
;money and his memories that are
| being frozen into white marble.

1 The body of Mrs. Davis, who died
in 1930, lies beneath the granite pa-
vilion. A place waits for Davis him-
| self.

Got Started; Couldn’t Step

He began building a year after
| his wife’s death. His first idea was

for two statues of himself and his
| wife, facing each other across her
| grave. Photographs and measure-
| ments were sent to Italy, where

ihe fruits of the whole life of John Milburn Davis, retired farmer.

| sculptors produced the first fig-
jures Davis liked them so well he
|soon sent for more.

| In one group, figures of Davis
| and his wife are shown facing each |
other on their 10th anniversary, not |
long after they had settled in Hia- |
watha as a young farm couple. The |
| 18th anniversary group shows Davis |
without a beard, as this facial
adornment was burned off in a
brush fire in 1898.

Later figures of Davis show hlm'
with only one hand, as he lost one
in 1908 from a scythe-cut. But the
beard returned to the later sculp-
tures, and is evident today on the
living Davis. .
| The same progressive changes
mark the figures of Mrs. Davis,
}m(-ludmg one which represents her
| as a kneeling angel with wings, Da-
| vis, hat in hand, stands regarding
his wife on their Golden Wedding
day, Davis, deserted ,sits alone be-|
side a vacant chair to portray his
desolation and loneliness after his|
| wife’s death. |

Pays No Heed To Criticism |

Thousands of people visit the|
| unique memorial, and it has beenI
| necessary to add a granite barrier |
directly in front of the figures to|
discourage vandalism. Visitors have!
| worn a deep path along the edge
| of the memorial, often tramping
| over adjoining graves in their curi-
| osity
Many of the visitors call on Da-
vis. Some praise, some abuse him.
| He gets hundreds of letter, to which
| he pays no attention. He knows he
| is criticised locally for failure to
| devote his money to public pur-
poses He doesn't care. !

“I've learned the rumm of try-|
'mg to please everyone,” he says.

“So I'm trying to please myself and |
| honor the memory of my wife, who‘i
was my helpmate for more than|
half a century.

And so, no doubt, for many half-
centuries, the ghostly figures of Da-
| vis and his wife will sit and stand
beneath the granite colonade into
| which has been finally distilled the
‘:avlngs of their long life t,ogether

Vital to every age, this lesson is
perhaps most so to our own. Neveri
before in history has so much béen |
interposed between mankind and his
life source, the earth.
Theré are countless young chil-
dren whose experiences have led
them to believe that the earth is
an asphalted desert, dotted sparse-
ly by green patches bearing the
sign, “Keep Off the Grass.” |
There are many adults who have |
forgotten the soothing effects of
verdure, of flowing streams, of the
breathless silence of a summer's
midday, of the inspiring vastness
of the heavens scannéd at night.|
Goaded by everyday cares, many
seek refreshment fin stimulants,
competitive games and time-kill-|
ing entertainment, who would do
better to touch earth again.

But perhaps there is still a ca-

pacity to be shocked at a civiliza-
tion that permits children to go
homeless and starving down the
path to squalor and disease and
death.
When the history of this era is
written, perhaps the blackest blot
upon it will be its treatment of
children. When adults are bombed
and massacred and driven by
marching men fiom their homes, it
is bad enough. But after all, it is
their world, and it is as they order
it.

But the children, brought into {he

world without a will of their own,
living amid circumstances which
they have not yet had a chance (o
affect—they are the blackest tragedy
of all.

Leads Quiet Life

Trotsky’s regimen is something
like this: He rises at around 7:30
and takes a long walk within the
walls of the house, which enclose
a large and sunny patio. He break-
fasts about 8 then works and reads
or dictates until lunch at about 1.
His research is made possible by
books sent in from outside libraries,
and by a stream of papers and
magazines from many countries,

His private secretary, Rae Spiegel
of New York, was a happy solu-
tion to a difficult problem. To find
a qualified secretary with a thor-
cugh knowledge of Russian who was
not either a White Russian or a
Stalinist, was difficult. So Miss
Spiegel set to work and learned
Russian and stenography both in
one year, filling the bill.

Trotsky is austere with his as-
sistants, as with himself. His pheno-
menal memory makes him at once a
trial and a delight to assistants.
Recently there was occasion to

translate a speech Trotsky made
in 1925. In transalting, a sentence
was omitted. Checking the transla-

comparison with the original speech
showed his interpolation accurate to
the comma.

Mrs. Trotsky, though a constant
companion of her husband in the
blue house at Coyoacan, is not well
either.
