Supt. Dale Summitt, who has 
had a straindd relationship with 
the Tahoka School Board and 
many members of the school 
faculty for several months, last 
Friday resigned as superinten­
dent. TOrmer elementary prin­
cipal Clifton Gardner, who had 
retired earlier this year, was 
named superintendent of the 
school system.
Summitt, who had been asked 

by the school board to resign 
some weeks back, had two years 
to go on his contract. At that 
time, Summitt had refused to 
resign, putting the school board 
in the position of either keeping 
the superintendent or paying off 
his contract for two years.
A compromise evidently was

reached, as the minutes of last 
Friday’s called meeting state 
that Summitt is to be paid for 15 
months, plus SI,000 moving 
expenses. This means the school 
will pay Summitt $51,490. Such 
a move was voted'unamimously 
Friday with all seven school 
board members present.

Board President Joe Hays said 
Tuesday that school trustees 
believed the expense of paying 
off Summitt’s contract was jus­
tified.

“ The board felt that the 
education of our children is the 
most important factor to con­
sider in this situation. It all boils 
down to philosophical differ­
ences between the school board 
and the superintendent. We

Scanning Social Security

Social Security At 50
Social Security reaches a major 

milestone on Aug. 14. It was just 
SO years ago that the Soicial 
Security Act was signed into law. 
It set into motion a majbr institu­
tion that is just as much a part of 
America for people who have 
grown up since the depression as 
public education or the post of­
fice. Just about everyone is af­
fected by Social Security. Over 9 
out of 10 workers pay into the 
program. And well over 36 millin 
people-more than one in seven 
persons-receive monthly disabili­
ty, survivors and retirement ben- 
fits.

About $1.54 trillion in retire­
ment and survivors payments 
were made from 1949 though 
June 1985, and about $191 billion 
in disability benefits were paid 
from 1957 through" June. The 
current value of just the survivor 
protection under Social Security 
is worth nearly as much as the 
face value of all private insurance 
in force.

Under a pay-as-you-go system, 
Social Security taxes from

today’s workers finance benefits 
for current beneficiaries. Using 
Social Security as a mechanism, 
it’s a way for one generation to 
care for another.

The impact of Social Security 
on the lives of our citizens has 
been nothing short • of revolu­
tionary.

Taxes For Schools 
Highest In History

Todd Pebsworth 
Named To Honor Roll

Todd Pebsworth of Tahoka 
has been named to the Dean of 
Instruction’s Honor Roll for the 
spring quarter at Texas State 
Technical Institute in Sweet­
water.

A student in the Livestock and 
Ranch Operations program, 
Pebsworth maintained a 3.647 
grade point average in all classes 
for the quarter.

State aid to local schools in­
creased by SI billion last year to 
a total of $4.6 billion. To pay for 
it, the special session of the 
legislature last summer enacted 
the largest tax bill in the state's 
history.

Not to be outdone, school 
trustees in the 1,068 local school 
districts levied the largest school 
property tax increase in history- 
$519 million-for a total tax bill 
of $4.1 billion.

Locally, the Tahoka ISO’s tax 
levy was increased by 4.9 
percent for 1984-85 as compared 
to a 14.3 percent increase for the 
average school district in Texas.
The figures come from the 

latest issue of "Bench Marks for 
1985-86 School District Budgets 
in Texas", an annual publication 
of the Texas Research League, 
an Austin-based, educational 
corporation engaged in govern­
mental research.
School budgets adopted last 

year called for spending $3,103 
per student for current oper­
ations. Tahoka's budget pro­
vided for $2,874.44 per student 
based on the 740 students in 
average daily attendance in 
1983-84.

Four of each five of these 
dollars were spent for salaries. 
Statewide payroll expense aver­
aged $2,487 per student, as 
compared to $2,168 in Tahoka 
ISD. Payroll expense is a com­
bination of salary levels and 
staffing patterns.
The average salary for class­

room teachers paid by Tahoka 
ISD in 1983-84 was $18,203. The 
average among all school dis­
tricts in Texas was $20,117 per 
classroom teacher.
There was an average of one 

teacher for 14.6 students in 
Tahoka ISD compared to a 
statewide pupil-teacher ratio of 1 
to 16.2. Because of small 
classes, especially at the high 
school level, and abbreviated 
teaching schedules, n^any class­
es have more than the average 
number of students. The new 
law requires no more than 22 
students in kindergarten, first, 
or second grade classes next 
year.

School property tax rates in 
1984-85 average $0,622 per $100 
of market value (selling price). 
The school tax on a property 
selling for $100,000 was $622 in 
the average school district. Lo­
cally, the rate on market value in 
Tahoka ISD was $.849 or $849 on 
a property selling for $100,000. 
O'Donnell's tax levy was in­

creased by .8 percent: Wilson’s 
20.5 percent: and New Home’s 
reduced by 1.3 percent. 
O'Donnell's budget provided 

for $4,109.95 per student based 
on the 392 students: Wilson 
$3658.45 for 254 students: and 
New Home, $4,453.56 for 208 
students.

Payroll expense averaged 
$2962 in O'Donnell: $2730 in 
Wilson and $3290 in New Home.
Average salary for classroom 

teachers paid by O'Donnell was 
$19,847; Wilson. $15,226 and 
New Home. $16,559.
O'Donnell had an average of 

one teacher for 12.7 students: 
Wilson, 12.4 and New Home. 
11.6.
The rate on market value in 

O'Donnell ISD was $.856 or $856 
on property selling for $100,000;

Wilson. $.811 or $811.00; New 
Home. $1,069 or $1069.00.
If the property were a home­

stead or owned by a senior 
citizen, the school tax would be 
less because of various ex­
emptions. Open-space land that 
qualified would be valued on its 
productivity value rather than 
market value.

Revenue lost from exemptions 
totaled $780 million, which was 
$99.5 million more than the total 
for the previous year. To balance 
school budgets, the revenue loss 
from exemptions was imposed 
upon other taxpayers in the 
school district.
As compared to the billion- 

dollar increase in state aid last 
year, only $129 million more 
state funds will be distributed to 
schools next year. Only 492 
districts will get more; the other 
576 districts will ‘ receive less. 
This strategy to equalize pre­
supposes that local property 
taxes will remain about the 
same. However, the large prop­
erty tax increase last year, the 
report concludes, substantially 
negated the equalization im­
provement that the legislature 
tried to achieve.

Those three announcements were 
made June 26 by Kathi Stanley, deputy 
director of the National Demonstration 
Water Project, Inc., a Washington- 
based organization which has assisted 
numerous rural areas to develop and 
maintain water supply systems and has 
conducted several national groundwater 
studies. Funding for the Texas Rural 
Water Task Force and its technical 
study totals $150,000 and is being pro­
vided by the Ford Foundation and the 
William H. Donner Foundation. TDA 
will also provide some staff and in-kind 
support for the project.

“To most of us in Texas, getting a 
clear, clean glass of water simply means 
turning on the tap,” Hightower said at 
the first meeting of the task force. “But 
over I 1/2 million Texas farmers, 
ranchers, farmworkers and other rural 
residents still cannot take their water

quality for granted. According to an 
EPA-funded study, two-thirds of these 
water sources may be contaminated at 
levels above federal standards. The goal 
of this task force is to develop legislative 
and administrative steps that will bring 
these 1 1/2 million Texans into the 
‘mainstream' of water quality standards 
that most of us now take for granted.

“This is truly a blue-ribbon task 
force,” Hightower said. “The NDWP 
has named to the 24-member panel 
various rural residents who must de­
pend on rural water supplies, including 
farmers, water supply corporation 
officials, conservationists and consum­
ers. These individuals reflect a wide 
diversity of experience, expertise and 
geographic interests. I look forward to

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Buckel elected president of Texas Press Association

Walter Buckel
Walter Buckel, publisher of the 

I.amesa Press Reporter since 1968, 
was elected president of the Texas 
Press Association (TPA) during the 
group’s 106th annual summer con­
vention in Austin.

Buckel succeeds Fort Stockton 
Pioneer publisher Frank Baker, who 
becomes chairman of the associa­
tion’s board of directors.

Buckel became a newspaperman 
in 1967 after a seven year stint in 
radio station sales and management. 
Prior to his radio work, his past 
reads like a miss-match of a number 
of careers which culminated with his 
entrance into the newspaper field.

Bom on a dairy farm in the Im­

perial Valley of Southern California 
on November 22, 1921, his parents 
had 100 acres of alfalfa and sixty to 
seventy head of cows to milk each 
day.

His father, two brothers and him­
self made up a four-person milking 
team that kept things moving until 
the great depression set in and the 
family lost farm, cows and home in 
the early ’30s.

But, putting most of their belong­
ings on the surviving model T Ford, 
the four, along with a sister and 
mother moved to Hoitville only a 
few miles away where they rented 
one of the biggest houses in town 
for $10 a month.

The family never went hungry. 
An older sister found work as a 
bookkeeper, the older brother be­
came a mechanic, and Buckel and a 
younger brother mowed lawns and 
threw newspapers on the side. He 
says: “wc were too happy or too ig­
norant to know wc were poor.”

His dad went out each day to do 
what work was available from mow­
ing lawns to milking cows and the 
family sustained itself until full-time 
employment was found after some 
five years.

It was during those years when 
folks were too poor to go to movies 
that the family’s attention turned to 
baseball. Out on the farm or in the 
vacant lots, kids gathered to play 
baseball and Buckel was determined 
to play professional baseball.

Quitting high school his senior 
year, he hitch-hiked the 10 miles to 
El Centro each day during the spring 
training sessions of the San Diego 
Padres of the Pacific Coast League. 
Padre officials allowed him to tryout 
and workout with the team for sev­
eral weeks before they broke camp. 
However, feeling he was not ready 
for professional baseball, they ad­
vised him to go to Kansas to play in 
one of the best amateur leagues dur­
ing the summer of 1940.

Manhattan, Kan. is where he 
wound up and played the summer of 
1940 before going to a tryout camp 
for the St. Louis Cardinals at the 
end of the season. He caught a bus 
to California when the camp ended.

Working in a grocery store al­
lowed him time to get his high 
school diploma.

In the spring his thoughts turned 
to baseball again and with encour­
agement from his parents, he packed 
a suitcase and hitch-hiked to Lamesa 
for a tryout with the Loboes of the 
Class D, West Texas-New Mexico 
League.

After two workouts with the team 
he was signed to a $75 per month 
contract. Being a minor, his mother 
had to sign for him.

After a full season in Lamesa, he 
had saved $100 and hitch-hiked back 
to Hoitville and a proud dad who 
couldn’t get over anyone being paid 
to play baseball.

Buckel went to San Diego during 
the winter months to work at Con­
solidated Aircraft and was there' 
when the Japanese bombed Pearl 
Harbor to thrust America into 
WWII. Buckel in fact, was playing 
winter league baseball for the Padre 
Juniors on Sunday afternoon, Dec. 
7, 1941 when the game was stopped, 
all servicemen were notified to re­
port to their bases immediately and 
the announcement was made of the 
bombings at Pearl.

He returned to baseball in the 
spring with Pampa (Tex.) and played 
until wartime conditions forced can­
cellation of the league’s schedule on 
July 4 while playing in Amarillo. 
From there he caught the Denver 
Rocket for Idaho Falls, Idaho where 
he played for that New York Yan­
kee farm team until late August 
when he was called into the service 
at San Diego.

He went into the Air Force and 
served with the Army Airways Com­
munications System as a radio oper­
ator in North Africa. After two 
years overseas he returned to the 
states and was discharged in No­
vember 1945.

Odd jobs around Hoitville kept 
him busy until he signed in the 
spring with the Montgomery (Ala.) 
Rebels of the Class B Southeastern 
League. At the conclusion of the 
1946 season in Montgomery, Buckel 
was sold to the Dallas Rebels of the 
Texas League.

Prior to leaving for spring train­
ing in March 1947 in Dallas, he 
married Rubye Neile Mitchell in 
Montgomery. From Dallas he was 
optioned to Lubbock where his clas­
sification as a three-year player 
forced his sale to Lamesa. in the 
same league. He reported on open­
ing day 1947,

After 1947, ’48 and part of the 
*49 season in Lamesa. he was re­
leased to become the business man­
ager of the team and got involved in 
radio play-by-play as a sideline.

From there it was a stint with the 
public schools of Lamesa directing 
cafeterias and transportation and a 
run for the County Clerk’s office 
where he won two-year and four- 
year terms before resigning in 1957 
to enter the insurance business. All 
the while, he was continuing a daily 
sports program on radio and doing 
play-by-play of all sports.

When the radio station sold in 
1960, Buckel was approached to be­
come station manager and he 
jumped at the opportunity. From 
there he entered the newspaper busi­
ness in the summer of 1967 with the 
purchase of the tabloid Dawson 
County Free Press.

With his wife at his side calling 
people for local news items, and 
with daughter Barbara, now 13, 
helping with ads and other chores, 
and with son Bob, II, out on the 
streets selling subscriptions at $3.00 
per year, the paper flourished and 
had good acceptance in Lamesa.

After five months, newspaper 
broker Ted Taylor met Buckel in 
Lubbock to see if he would be in­
terested in selling his paper to James 
Roberts at Andrews who also wanted 

to purchase the Lamesa Reporter 
from Ben Woodson and merge the 
two publications.

The merger became official on 
March 1, 1968 with Buckel as presi­
dent and publisher of the Lamesa 
Press Reporter. The Roberts family 
and Buckel family continue to own 
all stock in the Lamesa paper.

As James Roberts built his string 
of newspapers, Buckel was named 
secretary and a director of each 
property. He, currently serves as 
secretary and on the boards at Azle, 
Brownfield, Gatesville, Granbury, 
Hereford, Levciland, Littlefield, Lov- 
ington, N.M., Vernon. .Snyder, 
Seminole, Quanah, and at offset 
plants at Snyder, Hereford and La­
mesa. He also owns shares of stock 
in many of the papers and plants.

Buckel is also president of South 
Plains Printing Co. and an equip­
ment leasing firm, Ruhcla Leasing 
Co.

He is a past president of the La­

' Approximately $276 million in 
low interest mortgage loans will 
become available to home buyers 
in Texas beginning July 29. Gov.

The money will be offered to 
eligible low and moderate income 
borrowers at a fixed rate of 9.75 
percent for 30 years through the 
Texas Housing Agency in 
cooperation with numerous len­
ding institutions throughout 
Texas.

The housing agency has 
established maximum income 
limits and a ceiling on home 
prices to direct the program more 
effectively to households least 
able to afford conventional in­
terest rates.

An individual applicant must 
have an adjusted gross income in 
1984 of $33,000 or less; the com­

bined income limit for two or 
more individuals (with each 
under $33,(XX)) or for a family is 
$42,(XX). For homes in most areas 
of the state, borrowers may not 
have owned a home at any time 
during the last three years.

Lenders will begin accepting 
applications on July 29, 1985 for 
mortgage loans on homes costing 
$80,000 or less. Applications on 
homes priced higher than $80,000 
will be accepted beginning Aug. 
5, 1985; however, for the first 60 
days of the program, lenders are 
required to give priority to ap­
plicants buying homes costing 
less than $80,000. The maximum 
home acquisition costs vary from 
area to area.

SCRIPTURE:
Ixalali 42:13-14; loha «:I-S

**l am lh« IJtkl of lk« WorM.'*
The diKiples of Jesui did ikm 

understand what was goini on. as 
Jesus was "passing by" and saw the 
man which was blind from birth. So 
they pointed to the man and asked 
Jesus. "Now who was the one who 
committed the great sin which caus­
ed this man's blindness? His 
parents, or he himself?”

And Jesus answered. "Neither of 
them has sinned, not his parents or 
him. This man is burdmed with 
problems and blindness, bsii not be­
cause he sinned, or that he is being 
punished by an angry God." In him 
the works of God shall be mani­
fested.

The Jewish thought in that day 
was that if a person suffered, it was 
because that person had sinned. 
(Remember Job, and his friends in a 
lime of Job's suffering?) And a few 
persons today still have a similar 
idea. But, if we are Christians, we 
are forgiveti sinners, and the shed 
blood of Jesus, God's Son, still 
cleanses us from all sin, totally 
erases it and it is completely 
oMiteraied, even in this present mo­
ment. We are a delivered people — 
freed from sin even from the guilt 
and penalty of our sin.

For Jesus was saying, "This af­
fliction came, and through it God 
can affirm His power. This blind­
ness is permitted so that I might af­
firm my love. Upon this blind man I 
will perform a miracle so that men 
may see who I really am!"

"Upon this sightins beggar I will 
do this miracle so that others may 
learn what I can really do, not only 
for the beggar, but also for them."

"We, I and you twelve, must 
work the works of Him that sent me 
before the night comes and the 
working day is ended. In spite of the 
bad condition of your hearts, in 
spite of the sad condition of his eyes, 
you and the beggar are in mission 
with me." What an honor!

And that honor has not bypassed 
us today. For all and each of us who 
are Christians are in mission with 
each other and with the Lord. 
Remember Ciod forgave Paul, and 
this shows us that if He can forgive a 
man like Paul, He can also forgive 
me and forgive you, and Christ 
restored sight to the blind beggar, to 
show us that, if He helped the beg­
gar in his dilemma. He will also help 
us in ours. So both Paul and the

Mind man, and Ltuarus, to name a 
few, became the Lord's instruments 
for the ongoing of His mission.

Thus, every Christian, the church, 
is chosen by Christ to be the means 
of His ongoing miuion; in mission 
with each other and with God's Son 
to tell the world the Gospel Good 
News that Jesus saves and keeps us.

A mud plaster was laid on the 
blind man's eyes, and Jesus said, 
"Go wash in the Siloam pool, and 
come back seeing." What a silly act 
this seemed to be, but the man went 
— and it was so. He could see! What 
faith!

They persecuted the man. and still 
he answered their questions in sim­
ple faith. "I don't know much ... 
this one thing I know, whereas I was 
Mind, now I see."

When we accept Jesus as our 
Savior, and go to Him in faith 
believing. He forgives our sins. We 
will be justified, given His 
righteousness, by this faith, and 
God's Holy Spirit will guide, com­
fort, and take care of us and will 
help to preserve our faith.

When the Mind man was put out 
of the synagogue, Jesus sought and 
found him, and told him who He 
was. The man looked at Him and 
said, "Lord. I believe," and wor- 

\shipped Him.
So. my (Thristian friends, all of us 

are chosen, and given the gift of 
everlasting life by CJod's Grace, 
through our faith to believe in 
Christ, the divine Son of God, our 
Redeemer, our justirier, our Saviour 
and Lord.

The Pharisees screamed, "You're 
a no-count beggar!”  But he was not 
just that, at all.
