Washington, Aug. 26 --Secre
tary McAdoo announced today
the apportionment, as far as it
has been completed, of the $80,-
000,000 to be deposited by the
Goverment in National Baok of
the West and South to faeiliate
the movement and marketing of
crops.

The Southern banks have ask-
ed that their share of the funds
be deposited in August and Sept-
ember, and those in the west
want the money apportioned to
them during September October
and November. The money will
be allowed to remain on deposit
on an average of four or five mon-
ths. All of it is to be returmed
not later than next april, and the
southern bankers, who get their
money first, in December will
begin turning it back into the
treasury in monthly installments

In each depositary city the
Government has chosen a special
representative who will serve in
conjunction with the elearing
bouse committee of five to pass
on all commercial paper recom-
mended as security [or deposits
snd all paper before being accept-
¢d must be unanimously reco-
mended by this committee.

Which Litter Up T‘reets
and Porches.

There I8 not wanting evidence that
there is a growing public feeling

circulars, whether these are semt by
mail or are delivered by hand, locally.
Recently a correspondent of the New
York Herald wrote that paper:

“For years | have been stead in
refusing to deal with anybody
puts advertising in my letter box. If
every tradesman pursued this absurd
method advertising my trousers would
always be baggy, my carpets would re-
main forever uncleaned and I would
do my marketing in New Jersey.”

Doubtless there are many other men
who feel as this corregpondent does.
for advertising of this sort is an up*
mitigated nulsance. When the adver
tising circular is sent by mall with
the proper postage prepaid, it is bad
enough, and in so far as it helps to
swell the postal revenue and so helps
to bear the burden of carrying the reg-
ular and importaut mails is not alto-
gether to be condemned. But there is
no excuse for the tradesmen who em-
ploy agents to fill private letter boxes,
intended for the reception of the regu-
lar mail, with their useless literature.

And on one other ground we believe
that the private citizen has a right to
protest against the advertising eircu-

medicine vender. His circulars are
thrust Into letter boxes, scattered over
lawns that, in any case, are hard
enough to keep clean and neat, and

Many of these circulars are atrocious
in their frank discussion of the numer-

to add to the horror of the letterpress
they are often eked out with gaudy

humsn anatomy. It is more than a lit-
tle task to keep this grewsome and
unwholesome literature out of the
hands of children, for when the adver-
tiser gets busy such circulars are on
every hand.

8o much of this sort of circular ad-
vertising is to be seen cluttering up
the streets and alleys, filling the gar-
bage cans and littering the fromt

porches that it should seem that ad-

vertisers must realize what a wasteful
and useless form of advertising this
{s. Probably there is no form of print-
ed literature in so low repute as the
circular. It has nothing back of it; it
{s an unwelcome visitor; usually its
objectionable features are recognized
at a glance as it goes into the waste
paper basket unopened.

The public that purchases looks to
the reputable newspaper for the adver-
tisements of the goods it wants, for
