COMMUNISM AS 

MENACING PERIL. 
WASHINGTON.—In responding to 

the request of the Capital News and 

Feature Service for their opinion of 

dictatorship, a number of prominent 

the present danger ot communism to 

America. ! 

Dr. William Edward Biederwolf, {n- 
ternationally famous lecturer, author, 

and evangelist, said: “I am not an 

alarmist when I say that it is high 
time we were,awake to the serlous- 
ness of the situation. It seems as 

though we have been mesmerized into 

a smug complacency. 

“They say, ‘It can’t ha happen here.’ 
But it is already happening. Com- 

munism is no longer coming to Amer- 

ica. It has already come.” 

Dr. Biederwolf added: “Anything 

approaching a Soviet type of dicta- 

torship means we lose our represen- 
tative form of government, the home 
life of America goes into the discard, 
and the Gospel of Christ becomes a 

laughing-stock to the powers that 

rule.” 

From Wichita, Kansas, comes this 

informative statement by Dr. Gerald 

B. Winrod: “Communism is not new. 

It is centuries old. I have traced it 

as an underground conspiracy against 

religion, morajs, and orderly govern- 

ment, back to May 1, 1776, the date 

on which Adam Weishaupt organized 

his occult European order called the 

Illuminati. Out of this came the 

French revolution.” 

“The holocaust which took place in 

Russia 19 years ago, began where 

the French revolution ended, a sub- 

terranean channel connecting the two 

events. Now, the objective of the de- 

structionists is world revolution, 

whereas in the past they have con- 

centrated their activities upon 

Europe.” 

Communism is reaching for a 

stranglehold upon America, declared 

Dr. Bob Jones, president of Bob 

Jones College. “But as long as we 

have freedom of speech, freedom of 

the press, and religious liberty, we 

are safe.” 

“Communism has been devised to 

make man independent of God and 

of His sovereign rule,” wrote Dr. Jud- 

son A. Rudd, president of William 

Jennings Bryan University. 

Dr. Clyde F. Stark of Lincoln, 

Neb., stated: “Communism strikes at 

God, the Christ, the Church, and 

Constitutional government. Such 

power to destroy religious liberty and 

make war against the Church is real- 

ized through a planned economy 

which regiments the citizens of any 

nation under the pretense of ‘the gen- 
eral welfare’, while in reality it is 
making them slaves to do the will of 

the state.” 

Dr. J. O. Kinnaman, head of the de- 

partment of religious education at 

Martin College, believes that “Loss 

of religious faith clears the ground 

r all’ forms of regimentation 

through’ dictatorship.” ’ 

Communism, the majority of the 

ministers believe, is simply a form of 

materialism into which men fall when 

they lose religious faith and cease to 

pursue spiritual goals and values. 
Their prescription of a “cure” con- 
sists of “a genuine revival of reli- 
gion.” 

They believe that escape from the 
Red menace lies, alone, the path of a 

return to fundamental principles of 
Christianity on the part of the Amer-

The author quotes the words about 
Jesus (Matt. 9:86), “and when he 
saw the multitudes,” and then asks 

the question, “Where are the multi- 
tudes now?!” “Comparatively,” he 

declared, “the multitudes in the south 

are not in Southern Baptist Churches, 
or any other churches. Two million 

is a liberal estimate of the regular 

weekly attendances in Southern Bap- 

tist Churches. Yet there are 25,000,- 

000 white people in the South who are 

not even enrolled in any: Sunday 
School, and 16,000,000 unsaved white 

people above nine years of age. Can 
Southern Baptists visualize ~ these 
vast, unreached multitudes. 

“If Southern Baptists ever do see 

these multitudes; 

bounds—break out of the four walls of 
their church buildings. For Christ 

did not tell the disciples to eréct 

buildings in centrally located places, 

and wait for the multitudes. He knew 

the multitudes would never seek the 
churches; the churches must seek the 

multitudes. 

One way of reaching at least a part 

of the multitudes, suggests Mr. Bur- 

nette, is through mission Sunday 
Schools. Many of our present 
church buildings are already full and 

there is no room for expansion. And 
then, there are barriers of social 

lines and natural divisions, which 
make it impossible to bring many of 

these people into our churches. Mis- 

sion Sunday Schools would provide 

places of service for many talented]; * 
church members who are now idle, 

and would make possible a great 

evangelistic opportunity. 

Almost 40 per cent of all the un- 

reached multitudes are the direct ob- 

ligation of Southern Baptists—they 

are Baptist inclined.

It is a pity but that every Baptist in the southland could hear 

the message that Drs. Scarborough and Dillard are delivering just 

now in the interest of the Hundred Thousand Club. They were in 

Abilene last Wednesday night, accoppanied by our beloved secretary, 

Dr. R. C. Campbell, and they spoke to a group of workers at the 

First Baptist Church. 

Dr. Dillard's presentation of the club movement, of which he is 

the head, was the most convincing we have ever heard. 

It seems to us that the Hundred Thousand Club movement is the 

most practical way that has ever been suggested of paying the debts 

of Southern Baptists. The task should be a small one, when we take 

into consideration that there are nearly 4,000,000 Southern Baptists. 

The total debt at this time is less than $4,000,000, or one dollar per 

Baptist. This amount could be paid in a week's time, if our people 

would just determine to do it. 

The Hundred Thousand Club movement was launched in 1933. 

In 1934 the receipts were $37,588.28. In 1935 they rose to $160,565.96. 

Up to December 1, the receipts for 1936 had reached $180,185.71, 

making a total of $576,712.26. And remember, every dollar of ‘this 

amount has been paid on the principal of Southern Baptist debts. 

The Sunday School Board has paid all expenses of the campaign. 

Just think, the saving in the interest on the debts paid is enough to 

pay the salary of forty-four missionaries. 

Brother pastors, let's push this Hundred Thousand Club business 

to the very limit during the rest of February. Our leaders are tak- 

ing heart at the response being made. Our prediction is that those 

heroic Baptists who are getting in on this movement will keep 

“plugging along for a year or two longer, and then our people will 

wake up some glad morning and pay these debts before breakfast. 

My! Wouldn't that be a grand and glorious achievement!

A B. T. U. director recently said, ‘‘We have one beginner, two 

primary, two junior, two intermediate, two senior and two adult 

unions ; whereas to reach and train our entire constutiency, we need 
three times that many unions right now. Our one problem, he ex- 

claimed, ‘‘is men and women who have been spiritually trained and 

who will serve as leaders, sponsors and workers.’’ 

There are 8,279 unions in Texas. We can double that number of 

unions this year if we can enlist the number of men and women needed 

to serve as leaders and sponsors.

= SEND A BOAT — AN URGENT CALL TO RESCUE 
Sam Malone, Editor 

“Lift up your eyes and look. . . ."”. 
People of America stood by, with 

abated breath, for days as they lis- 
tened in over the redio at the human 
drama of horror and suffering caused 
by our country’s most disastrous flood 
in the basin of the Ohio river. At 

Louisville, Ky., perhaps the hardest 
hit area, the local radio station, 

WHAS, through the cooperation of a 
neighbor station, WSM, at Nashville, 

Tenn., stood as a sentinel for many 

weary hours giving directions to 

boats, equipped with radio receiving 
sets, in rescue work. 

Through the long hours of those 

dreadful days and nights the melan- 

choly command rang out—send a boat 
—to the thousands marooned, to mul- 

titudes cold, hungry, sick, suffering 

and grief stricken. Directions to of- 

ficers that looting was reported in 

some sections, with instructions to 

“shoot and shoot to kill,” were given 

at frequent intervals. Other orders 

said: “It is reported that regcuers in 
boats in certain sections are intoxi- 
cated. Arrest them, take their 

boats.” Others said: “It is reported 
that boats, trucks and other vehicles 

of transportation are charging refu- 

gees for being rescued. Others, only 

sightseers, hindered rescue by their 

very presence, the reports said. 

On and on went the drama, reveal- 
ing deeds of valor and sacrifice that 

brought cheer and admiration to the 

outside world, along with deeds of 

degredation that brough a flush of 

shame and a touch of heartache to the 

listening world. But, through it all 

edy of our church work today. Far 
too many are mere onlookers, and by 

their indifference they not only do 

not help, but they actually hinder the 

progress of rescue of human souls. 

Our Baptist Work 

There are lessons from the present 

flood that might be applied to our 

Baptist work. Southern Baptists are 

in the rescue business. For several 

years we have been fighting a ter- 

rible fight against overwhelming 

debts, and a growing sense of indif- 

ference to our great world-wide pro- 

gram. The strain of the fight has 

been terrific. Many of our noble 

leaders have gone down under the 

load of responsibility. Many others 

are broken in health from the strain 

of rescue work. As the surging 

floods rise higher and higher in this 

old world of sin and sorrow, tune in, 

O my Baptist brother, and let us hear 

the broadcast of our leaders as they 

call for boats to come to the rescue. 

The Appeal of Our Causes 

“Send boats, send boats, to the 

millions dying in heathen lands,” 

comes the appeal from our foreign 

mission forces. Millions are sinking 

down in tire depths of despair, with 

no hope in this world or the world to 

come. Money is needed to pay the 

strangling debts. Money is needed to 

send new recruits for the relief of 

the depleting ranks of our sore-press- 

ed missionaries on our foreign fields. 

“Send boats to the relief of our 

home mission work,” enmes the cry 

from our Home Mission Board. Mil- 
lions right in our own midst are go- 

rang the appealing cry—“Send a boat, [Ang down without God. “Send money, 
send a boat.” 

The Tragic Drama of Life 

These heart-rending scenes of the 
flood gre but reminders of the tragic 

drama¥ of life that are being enacted 

all around us day by day. The tur- 

bulent, muddy floods of sin and deg- 

redation are rolling higher and high- 

er, day by day, sweeping men, woman 

and children by countless thousands 

into the abyss of eternal darkness 

and night. Homes are being wreck- 

ed, lives engulfed with the mad pleas- 
ures of sin. And through all this tur- 

moil and confusion may we hear the 

Ne captain of our salvation as He broad- 

casts through the medium of His Holy 

cry—send a boat—send a boat—to sin 

wrecked souls all around us. 

As these awful floods of sin roll 

on to destruction, many followers of 

Christ may be found rushing boats 
to the rescue of those in distress. The 

marooned are being carried safely to 
a haven; the hungry, both in a spirit- 

ual and physical sense, are being fed; 

the sick are being ministered unto; 

the sorrowing and suffering are be- 

ing given comfort to sustain them in 
the ordeals through which they are 
passing. 

But, there is a dark side to this 

picture. Some church people are fail- 
ing to heed the command to man a 

boat to the rescue. Some are actually 

“looting” in the midst of the grim 

tragedies of life. They are robbing 

God by withholding what belongs to 

him, and in thus doing they are caus- 

ing the work of rescue to be hin- 

dered. 
Some are reveling and playing at 

the job of rescue, as did the drunken | 

boatmen at Louisville. What a mel- 

ancholy picture—people, bearing the 

¢ name of the Lord Jesus, reveling in 

sin and compromising with the evil 

forces that are draging men down to 

destruction. 

Others, sad to say, are commer- 

cializing the serious task of rescue. 

The world was shocked when the word 

was broadcast that some boatmen 

were charging the unfortunate vie- 

tims they rescued. More shocking 

still is the sad fact that some church- 

men are allowing mercenary aims to 

enter the transaction of rescuing 

souls from spiritual destruction. 

Surely, it’s time for every child of 

God to purge from his life every 

thought of personal gain in this busi- 

ness of rescuing lost souls. 

In the broadcast from the flood 

area, sightseers were warned to keep 

out of the way, as they were hinder- 

ing the work of rescue. In the rescue 

of souls the sightseers, the indiffer- 

ent, the onlookers, are hindering the 

work of Christ. As Jesus hung 

dying, there were all classes of people 

gathered around the cross. The gam- 

blers were there gambling for the 

garments of the Son of God. Others 

joined in with their jeers and mock- 

ery. A few stood by with broken 

hearts as they viewed the horrible 

. scene. But the greater part of the 

motly thrpng were the sightseers, the 

indifferent. “And sitting down they 

send volunteers, send prayers to the 

throne of God for the lost foreigners 

.Jand the millions of our own flesh 

and blood in our own America who 

are sinking down to despair.” 

And then through the long, weary 

hours of these stressful, dark days 

and nights comes the solemn call for 

rescue boats for our institutional 

causes. The floods have been pound- 

ing at the doors of these institutions 

all through the weary years of the 

depression: The presidents, the fac- 

ulties and other leaders in these in- 

stitutions have stood at their post of 

duty all ‘through these years. They 

need help. Our schools have stood 

and are standing as bulwarks against 

the enroads of modernism and mater- 

ialism. Can we afford to withhold 

the help needed at this crucial time? 

Our hospitals need help in lifting the 

load of debt in order that they may 

render better service to suffering hu- 

manity. Our orphan children cry to 
us for daily bread and clothing and 
christian training. And then our old 

ministers. They have been caught by 

the flood of old age. They have giv- 

en their all in the pioneer fight to 

carry Christ to the far-flung frontier. 

Surely we will not “deny rescue boats 

to these dear old soldiers of the Cross 

and their beloved companions who 

have stood by them so faithfully. 

Hundred Thousand Club Appeal 

During the month of February 

Southern Baptists will continue to- 
stress the Hundred Thousand Club 

movement. This is another broadcast 

for rescue boats to help save the 

agencies sponsored by Southern Bap- 

tists. The call is' for 100,000 South- 
ern Baptists to pledge $1.00 per 

month above their regular contribu- 

tions for the liquidation of the debts 

against these agencies. In less than 

four years 100,000 Baptists giving 
$1.00 per month would pay all the in- 

debtedness and release multiplied 

thousands of dollars for mission 

causes. 
The American Red Cross is appeal- 

ing to our people to come to the res- 

cue of the flood sefferers. America 
will respond as she has always re- 

sponded in cases of major disasters. 

Will our Baptist people respond to 
the broadcast of help for our causes? 
They will if they can be made to real- 

ize the enormity of the task to be 
performed. They will if they can get 
a fresh view of the blood-stained cross 

of the Son of God, and realize that 

He came to seek and to save the lost; 

that He came to comfort the sorrow- 

ing, heal the broken hearted; that He 

came to rescue the souls of lost hu- 
manity from the floods of darkness, 
eternal night, and eternal despair. 

The Supreme Need 

What we need to do now is to learn 

afresh the meaning of the Master 

when He said, “As the father hath 

sent me, even so send I you.” “Go 

ye into all the world and preach the 

Gospel to every creature.” This is 

our order to send the rescue boats to 

the lost all about us; and we have 

the promise that the Holy Spirit will 

illumine the dark waters as we launch 
out in our frail boats to the rescue 

watched Him there.”

He was pas- 

tor of several churches and served as 

Young County missionary before 

moving to Abilene in 1918 to attend 

Simmons. He received his A B de- 

gree from this imstitution tn 1922. 

While in school here he was pastor 
of a number of churches in this sec- 

tion. 

Brother Mayes attended the South- 

western Seminary after finishing his 

college work, and received the Th. B. 

degree ‘in 1925. After finishing his 

seminary work he went to the Del 
Rio-Uvalde Association as mission- 

ary. He resigned that work to be- 

come pastor of the Baird Church in 

19286. 

The church has made a steady 

growth under his leadership. There 

have been over 300 baptized into the 

church, all denominational causes 

have been cared for, and a new 

church building built and paid for.

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J. B. Ashburn was born in South 
Carolina March 5, 1855. Will soon be 
82 years old and is still quite active 
in the various pursuits of life. He 
moved to Texas with his father and 

family in 1876. His father, Rev. J. 

M. Ashburn, was a Baptist mission- 

ary to the Indians for a number of 

years. He assisted in organizing 

several Baptist Churches in Texas 

more than 50 years ago. 

Brother Ashburn has given 63 

years of active service to Christ's 
kingdom. Was elected treasurer of 
Stonewall Baptist Association 387 

years ago. He served in this capacity 

six years, at which time the Jones 
County Baptist Association was or- 

ganized, being a charter member of 
this association, he was elected treas- 
urer in the meeting of its organisa- 
tion and has faithfully served as its 

treasurer throughout its history of 31 

years. Few months ago he offered 
his resignation to the executive board 

of the association, stating that he 

taught some one younger than him- 
self might render better service, but 

the board unanimously refused to ac- 

cept his resignation, so he kindly con- 
sented to continue his service.

The cave is still there, and a 
Mohammedan mosque stands over it.

grandson of Esau (Gen. 36:12). The 

Israelites were descendants of Jacob, 

Esau’s twin brother.
