Nazi Counter

Attack Said
Repulsed

BASEL, Switzerland, Sept. 26 (/P
—Franch troops were reported to-
day to have repulsed with heavy
losses a counter attack launched
during the night by Germany's
Slegfried line forces in an effort to
relleve pressure on key forts near
Zwelbruecken.

The German drive, the reports
declared, was caught in a heavy
croas-fire from French advance
posis and met by o wave of
French forcés on both flanks.

The Nazis were sald to have
withdrawn Into fortificati~ns near
Mittelbach, leaving- hundreds of
dead and many wounded,

The French themselves, the dis-
patches added, wsustained heavy
losses during the night In the sec-
tor between t.e Saar river and
Blles creek, where they were re-
ported attempting to hold newly-
won posaitions under machine gun-
fire and a bombardment from the
Blegfried fortifications.

The reports sald, however, the
French had captured and were
holding u four and a half mlle
streich of the maln highway be-
tween - Jand  Twle-
bruccken.

But that would not necessarlly
prevent British and German boats coming In much
closer. They did In the last war. A German sub-
marine waited off Nantucket In plain view of shore
and placidly picked off several British ships as they
cleared the American three-mile zone.
Similarly, a flock of Britiah crulsers walted just
outside of New York harbor. The United [ ates
ealled it unfriendly and vexatious to have Brilain
move In on us so, even If she were looking for shipas
with cargoes destined ultimately for Germany.
“"But my dear fellow,” England :eplied, in effect,
“we are staying outside the three-mile limit. It is
perfectly legal. And beaides, during your Civil war
you bloody well botfled up Bermuda with your own
fleet.”” However, England finally pulled her ships
out to the six-mile bone to pacify ua.

We have a right to prevent warships from carry-
ing on a battle so close to our shores that bullets
could fall on us. France insisted on that when the

That Is a closed water. Bul what about the Gulf
of Mexico? A submarine might slip in there ard
slug a British tanker loaded with Texas oll That,
too, would be getting close to home, and awfully
close to the Panama canal But we don’t control
the gulf the way wa do the Chesapeake.

Army 0f 25 Years Ago Recalled
As Legionnaires March Again

Contraband Lists
Same As That Of
US During War

WASHINGTON, Sept. 28 P —
After a study of the contraband
lists issued by Great Britain and

Germany, two conclusions have
been reached In officlal quarters
here:

1. 'Phe lists look different but are
easentially the same.

2. They corvespond wvery closely
to the American contraband list of
1917, and consequently no protest
against them will be made by the
United States government.

An American ship which carries
contraband to & belllgerent can be
stopped, searched and'her cargo
selzed. There nre many precedents
under international law which es-
tablish that the ship can be selsed,
too.

If the ship carrying contraband
to = belligerent Is stopped by &
submarine which cannot escort her
into port or place a prize crew
aboard her, she may be sunk after
careful provisions are taken for the
safety of her crew and passengors.

That leaves Llitle leeway for
diplomatie action on the part of this
government.
