About two months ago 38 of her
neighbors heard Catherine Genovese
cry for help as she was stabbed to
death in a quiet Queens neighborhood
None of them bothered to help or
send for help. They did not want, they
said, to get involved

Cries of shame went up- in many
quarters, but there was some rational-
fzation and justification of these people
on the grounds that those who do get
involved often come out second best
for being good citizens

And so the incident passed

Or so it seemed

Tuesday a nude girl ran screaming
down the stairway of the Bronx office
building where she had been raped
and stripped by her attacker. About

20 persons were attracted by her cries
for help. They rushed to the doorway
of the building, but none made a move
to help her. She fell on the last few
steps to the first-floor landing, where
her attacker pounced on her, wrapped
his jacket around her and tried-to
force her back up stairs. Again she
screamed for help.

And again the crowd, grown to
about 40 people, stood silent and im-
mobile, deaf to her desperate pleas.

This time two policemen, drawn by
her screams, arrived on the scene.
They had to push back the crowd to
get to the hysterical girl.

Johnson's Frenetic Pace

WASHINGTON — The old, oM pro
spoke the unspoken words that have
become a tacit preamble to every dis-
cussion of Presidential politics in
Washington:

“The only thing that can beat Lyn-

don is another heart attack.”

This caveat has been thrust into the
forefront of the capital's collective in-
telligence, of course, by the frenetic
—some say the suicidally frenetic—
pace -that is set by President John-
son. And adding to the growing mood
of disquiet is the gaunt, spectral fig-
ure of 72-yearold John W. McCor-
mack, Speaker of the House and the
man next in line to succeed to the
Presidency should Mr. Johnson not
survive to complete his term of of-
fice

THE WHITE HOUSE insists that
the President’'s health is excellent,
that he has made a complete recovery
from the heart attack he suffered on
July 2, 1955, and that he comfortably
tolerates the brutal regimen he has
imposed upon himself. So far as the
casual observer can tell, all this is
true.

A more serious attack took
place in January, 1955, and required
an operation. Kidney stones tend to
recur and are frequently accompanied
by excruciating, disabling pain.

HEART ATTACKS also tend to re.
cur, but the chances of recurrence
diminish with the passage of time.
So far as tests can discern, Mr. John-
son's heart is normal. His weight,
immediately
after his heart attack, is over 200 now,
although how far over the White
House won't say. He has always been
a poor sleeper, and insists that five
or six hours are sufficient to meet his
needs. He swims at Jeast once a day,
usually naps after lunch, and recent-
ly has taken to an occasional round
of golf
