Save the BIrda.
The value of the native wifd bjrdi 

-to—the farmer- nnd 01 here should be" 
well known and everyone Should com­
bine for their protection. The recent 
report of (he federal biological bureau, 
which haa been Investigating the rela­
tive value of various birds to field and 
forest Is thus summed up by the New 
York World;

"Contrary to old-fashioned beliefs, 
the biological survey states that, with 
the exception of three species of blrd- 
eatlng hawks, not another American 
bird Is wholly injurious. The great 
bulk of our birds do so much more 
good than harm that they are of sub­
stantial beneflf to agriculture.

"Forty-three species, for Instance, 
particularly- swallow's, orioles and night 
hawks, eat the boll weevil. Half the 
food of cuckooa and orloI«»8 has been 
proved to be cateridllars, the stomach 
of a single cuckoo revealing 250 cat­
erpillars. Fifty-seven B|>cclea bf birds 
have been found feeding on the Colo­
rado potato beetle, scale Ihsecta and 
other destructive forms. The robin Is 
a very valuable insect destroyer. 
Through co-operation with local au-' 
thorltles Its sale as a food -haa been 
stopped from markets north of the 
Ohio and Potomac and restricted from 
the Southérn States.

•eientlfla Pruning af Fruit Traaa.
Pruning la a natural proeeaa. Hun- 

dreda of amali llmba on the tree die 
evyry year and thonaanda of buda per­
ish before they have an opportunity to 
develop Into hranchea. This Is na­
ture’s simple method of pruning, nnd 
ThT never fnlcrferos Vlth the haTural 
shape of the plant nor takes off large 
limbs, leaving Immense scars to heal 
over or long stubs to die back.

I&aa. following nature's example, 
nuMlifles her methods according to cir- 
ctimsianccs and objects to be acroni- 
pllahed. And It may. be said that It la 
lmi>o,Mlblft (p;attempt to instruct an 
Individual to prune- a' given tree and 
expect,,^binT to prune nil the rest ex- 
actly the sume; for there are no two 
trees alike and the very next tree may 
be BO unillfé. that it will have lo be 
pruneti entirely different. The o|>erator 
should, first 'o f all, know what be la 
going lo urpne for before a single 
limb Is cut Off. He should study care­
fully the tree in front of h}m and Uu n 
proceed to accomplish the particular 
object in view, and ao one cannot | 
prune nil of his trees afIke. Enrh tree i 
In the orchard miiat be pruned and ! 
treated Independently.

In pruning, it is well to he kept in | 
mind not to* remove any more limbs 
thiin are absolutely nertanary nnd to 
avoid, as much as |Kianll>le, n-iiiovlng 
very large branches! The Inrger the 
limbs remnyetl the liirger will be the 
wounds and the longer theae will take 
to heal over. The beallng of th< 
wounds Is done by the campliim tissue 
of the plant cylinder, pushing Itself 
over the sear mainly from the uiip'-r 
side. If the wound Is small It will 
heal over during the growing season; 
If It Ih large It may take one nr more 
years. The longer the wound re­
mains exiiosed the more (he wOtal will 
crack and dry out.

All of the limbs should be cut off 
as close to the trunk or larger 
branches.as poaatbir. It la not Infre- 
quently aoen wfTere pruners leave 
Biuba from half an Inch to three or 
more Inchea In length projecting oui. 
These stubs never heal over ami 
should not be left. Jn some rases they 
may cause Injury to the tree ns they 
die back Into the main branch. If the 
treea are headed Ip always cut back 
c lo s ed  the bail, for'the iwason that If 
the stub Is left above the bud It will 
die back.

Dressing for wounds la somellaies 
necessary, especially for the larger 
ones. The dressing us««d ought to 
check (he weathering of the wmsl snd 
prevent any decay. A wound dreaslng 
should lie durable. Faint ami tar are 
very (Common materials, but lead paint 
Is the best all round dressing for com­
mon pruning wounds.

When IÒ prungTs“ another rommon 
qnestion. There are a great many 
Ideas In rekard to the lime to prune 
trees. SInre the healing of the wvuind 
depends upon the activity of the cam 
hlum It would s4-ein, other things be­
ing favorable, the <|ul('ker the healing 
tiegins the better It Is for the tree. The
