Whatever you have heard about 

the greatness of HemisFair, mul­
tiply by two and you might come 
closer to a true estimate of its 
quality.

Many people that visited or 
worked in Expo 67 in Montreal 
say HemisFair is greater, and e- 
ven though the opening day 
crowds did not indicate this, Sun­
day’s crowd was in access of 50,- 
000 people.

While everyone might have their 
own favorite pavilion, each has 
at least one outstanding feature. 
Belgium had a small building but 
one with an impressive array of 
exhibits. The chief exhibit was a 
diamond cutting and faceting dem­
onstration carried on in the mid­
dle of their main room. On dis­
play in addition to the diamonds 
cut by the craftsman were many 
more of various hues, cuts, and 
sizes. Belgium’s building, needless 
to say, was very well guarded.

Aside from the exhibits and 
similar attractions of the fair are 
the great entertainment features 
available. The Spanish pavilion 
stages a Flamenco program sev­
eral times a day. Entertainment 
last week also included a high 
school band and much local but 
professional talent performing in 
the many industrial pavilions and 
restaurants.

There are a few problems at 
the fair to which there are ap­
parently no solutions. One prob­
lem is the place is too big to be 
seen and really appreciated in the 
time most tourists can devote to 
the fair. ’The grounds, which in­
clude some 92 acres, do not sound 
too big by West Texas standards, 
but are huge when the average 
tourist begins to walk in a crowd 
with some other 50,000 tourists.

The three major rides at Hemis­
Fair, the monorail, sky-ride and 
Tower of the Americas elevator, 
are faced with long waiting lines. 
All move fairly fast, but do cut 
down on the time that can be 
spent in other parts of the fair.

I don’t think anyone has come 
up with the perfect formula for 
getting the most out of Hemis­
Fair, but I think now that if I 
had planned prior to going I 
could have enjoyed it more. My 
first suggestion would be to take 
your most comfortable shoes, get 
a good night’s sleep, don’t take 
your car from your hotel to the 
fairgrounds, buy a HemisFair 
map, and plan to visit only a few 
predeterniined pavilions rather 
than trying to see the whole thing 
in one day. If you follow these 
guidelines it may save you a little 
bit of mental anquish and cer­
tainly sore feet.

Local Incentive Payments 
Amount to Over $1 Million
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SUTTON CO U N TY SHERIFF Herman Moore 
is not rehearsing for a television commercial 
but demonstrating how he would appear when 
using the newest law enforcement tool. Called 
"Mace." Mace is a type of gas which comes in 
a common aerosol spray can and is designed

to render lawbreakers harmless. The gas stuns 
the lawbreaker and causes dizziness, tears, 
and burning sensation to the skin. ^Moore said 
the chemical is used by most law enforcement 
agencies in Texas.

Wool and mohair incentive pay­
ments to ranchers in Sutton Coun­
ty has amounted to $1,003,369.90 
for the marketing year of 1967. 
Payment was made through the 
Department of Agriculture’s Agri­
cultural Stabilization and Conser­
vation Service here. Mrs. Marie 
K. Aldwell is the Sonora office 
manager.

During the marketing year, 177 
wool producers sold 985,668 pounds 
of fiber, netting about $503,000. 
In addition to this figure the pro­
ducers were payed an additional 
$330,949.16 based on the incentive 
rate of 65.8, almost three times 
the rate paid in the 1966 market­
ing year.

Local Police Officials Equipped 
W ith Newest Enforcement Tool

It all began years ago when a 
farsighted man discovered that in­
secticide could be put in a spray 
can. From that point forward the 
spray can — or aerosol can — has 
been used for every conceivable 
chemical and is now becoming 
an important tool in law enforce­
ment.

The new tool—sold imder the 
various firm names—is a form 
of gas in one of the familiar spray 
cans which can be used as a non- 
lethal means of subduing persons 
resisting arrest.

Sutton County Sheriff, Herman 
Moore, said the new weapon is 
being used by his department in 
addition to most of the law en­
forcement agencies of Texas. “ The 
chemical, called “ Mark IV Mace”  
has been used by most of the lo­
cal officers and has proven to be

very useful,”  Moore said. “ It gives 
us the most humane police tool 
invented in years and has replac­
ed the blackjack and similar weap­
ons,”  he added.

’The spray-gas causes a stun­
ning effect along with dizziness, 
tears and a burning sensation to 
the skin. No permanent injury is 
caused by the gas but it renders

the victim harmless for up to 20 
minutes. Moore said the weapon 
is only available to duly appointed 
law officers and is manufactured 
by the General Ordinance Equip­
ment Corporation in Pittsburgh.

Four Bodies Found 
South of Sonora
Sonora Tex. (UPD—Four per­

sons were beaten and stabbed to 
death 31 miles south of Sonora, 
apparently late Tuesday, and two 
children were stabbed and beaten, 
but were found alive.

The bodies were found shortly 
before 8 a.m. Wednesday by a 
ranchhand on the Lee Whitehead 
ranch.

Justice of the Peace Warren 
Hutt of Rocksprings said the vic­
tims apparently were from Pie- 
dras Negras, Mexico. Mexican Na­
tional passports were found on 
the bodies.

The body of a man and a small 
baby, about 14 months old, were 
found in a pasture about 31 miles 
south of Sonora.

The two injured children were 
found near the man and baby, 
one stabbed and the other beaten 
around the head.

The girl, about 17 or 18, and 
the woman were found about a 
mile and a half down the road, 
Hutt said.

“ The girl evidently had been 
raped,”  Hutt said. “ Her clothes 
had been stripped off. There was 
blood leading from a gate over 
to where she was lying.”

One of the injured children was 
taken to Sonora in critical condi­
tion. The other, a boy about 4-5 
years old was hospitalized at Del 
Rio.

Hospital administrator A1 Ever­
ett said the girl admitted at Sono­
ra was suffering from a head in­
jury and was in critical condition.

Hutt, who has lived in Rock- 
springs for four decades, said it 
was the most brutal crime in the 
area in memory.

Also included in wool incentive 
payments is the current payment 
for selling of unshorn lambs dur­
ing the marketing period.

The incentive rate this year was 
$1.05 per hundred weight. Almost 
55,000 unshorn lambs, weighing 
3,296,056 pounds were sold here, 
amounting to an additional pay­
ment of $32,136.55. The total wool 
and unshorn lamb payment was 
$347,668.57.

The largest portion of the total 
incentive pajunent was made to 
mohair producers. County-wise, 
187 producers of mohair received 
.$788,322.48 for almost two million 
pounds of the fiber.

The mohair incentive rate was 
86.8, amounting to a high payment 
of almost $685,000, from which 
about $29,000 was deducted for 
promotional use. Net payment to­
taled $655,701.33.

The incentive payments are au­
thorized by the Department of Ag­
riculture as part of the National 
Wool Act, which is designed to 
encourage wool production. An a- 
mendment was later added to in­

clude mohair in the program.
The National Wool Act is sched­

uled for renewal next year and 
if not extended by the legislature 
will be discontinued.

Deductions from the incentive 
payments are used to finance pro­
motion programs conducted by the

American Sheep Producers Cbuih 
cil and the Mohair Council of A- 
merica. Deductions are made fronE 
the incentive payments at the rate 
of 1.5 cents per pound.

The total incentive payment is  
the U. S. amounted to about $7B 
million.

The U. S. Supreme Court pre­
dictably has extended the one- 
man-one-vote theory to local gov­
ernments, and will possibly ex­
tend down to the Sutton County 
Commissioners court precincts.

Like legislative bodies, court 
said wherever city, county or oth­
er governmental units elect repre­
sentatives from single member 
districts, the districts must be 
substantially equal.

Ruling was on a case brought 
by Midland Mayor Hank Avery 
to force Midland County Commis­
sioners Court to reapportion. Dis­
senting opinion warned of “ ava- 
lance of reapportionment cases.”

Texas Attorney General Craw­

ford Martin has predicted the rul­
ing wiU not distrub local elections 
already in progress this year, and 
indicated he feels the problems 
of unequal representation will be 
worked out by Texas subdivisions 
without multiple court suits.

Prior studies have demonstrated, 
however, that the vast bulk of 
Couty Commissioners Precincts 
would be affected by the new rul­
ing.

Locally, a copy of the judgment 
has been received by the county 
from 0. C. Fisher, according to 
County Judge, J. W. Elliott.

The year of 1%8 may wed be 
remembered for its abundance of 
wdd flowers. First the smad white 
flowered wedge-leaf draba appear­
ed, along with the bashful ane­
mone or wind flower. Patches of 
yedow flowered mustard were al­
so abundant along roadsides or 
in vacant lots.

These were quietly replaced by 
the lemon yedow bladderpod which 
covered acres and acres like the 
“ cloth-of-gold”  it is sometimes 
called. Patches of pink phlox and 
evening primroses are appearing. 
The yedow flowered Englemann- 
daisy is preparing to bloom in 
such profusion along the roadsides 
that other flowers wid seem to 
have disappeared. As spring un­
folds and rains continue, wave 
after wave of brightly coljored 
flowers wid paint the landscape.

The State flower—the Texas blue­
bonnet—is having a terrific year. 
Restricted to large patches in the 
Sonora area and westward, the 
plant is blooming on midions of 
acres further east where only cat­
tle are grazed. ’The bluebonnet 
was adopted as the state flower 
of Texas on March 7, 1901—win­
ning over the open cotton bod.

’The bluebonnet officially caded 
Lupinus texensis, is common to 
a large area of Texas. The Mexi­
can name of el conejo relates the 
white flower buds of the bluebon­
net to the tad of the cottontad rab­
bit. It was once widely caded wolf 
flower because it was thought to 
have impoverished the poor sod 
on which it grew. Actually it is 
a good sod budding plant and 
stores nitrogen from the air in 
large lumps on its roots. Buffalo 
clover was an early name given 
because great herds of buffalo 
grazed the prairies where the pl­
ant grew. The name bluebonnet 
is thought to have come from the 
resemblance of the flower to bon­

nets worn by early day women.
.Many legends have grown up 

about the bluebonnet, ad based 
on sacrifice. One of the most pop­
ular is woven around the hard­
ships of the Comanche Indians, 
and the sacrifice made by the 
chief’s smad daughter.

Floods, drought, bitter cold, star­
vation and sickness beset the In­
dians. Their prayers went unan­
swered for many moons, but fin­
ally the Great Spirit made it 
known that he would cure the dis­
ease and reUeve the suffering on­
ly if their most prized possession 
was given as a burnt offering — 
and the ashes scattered to the 
four winds of heaven.

The chief’s smad daughter had 
a beautiful bead-covered buckskin 
dod, decorated with a headdress 
made from the blue feathers of 
the jay. Though she loved her dod 
dearly, she felt obdgated to give 
up the most precious possession 
of the whole tribe. Late at night 
she took the dod and a few coals 
of fire and sUpped out to the hid- 
side. When only ashes remained 
she sifted them through her fing­
ers to the four winds of heaven.

The next morning the hidside 
and as far as the eye could see 
was covered with a beautiful 
blanket of flowers resembling the 
blue feathers of the buckskin dod.

CONSTITUTIONAL REVISION- 
Judicial sub—committee of the 
State Constitutional Revision Com­
mission has recommended that 
judges of the Texas Supreme Court 
and the Court of Criminal Appeals 
be appointed rather than elected.

Former Atty. Gen. Waggoner 
Carr, campaigning for governor, 
argues no constitutional bill can 
be written on the subject, and that 
an amendment to the state con­
stitution’s “ open saloon”  ban is 
necessary to legalize mixed drinks.

The next day, Paul filed a dam­
age suit against the deputy. Clear­
ly the fellow had no legal right to 
use the pitchfork. Yet, the judge 
tossed the case out of court.

“ De minimis non curat lex,”  
quoth the judge. That is Latin for 
“ The law doesn’t care about tri­
fles.”

Whatever the letter of the law 
may be, courts do have a certain 
amount of leeway in the name of 
common sense. A judge may turn 
down a complaint that is simply 
wasting his time and the taxpayers’ 
money.

Here are other examples:
A dentist, readying a hypoder­

mic needle for a woman patient, 
allowed a bit of liquid to dribble 
on her tongue. Although the «tuff 
was bitter, it was perfectly harm­
less. Nevertheless, the woman su­
ed the dentist for damages, blam­
ing him for an offense to her taste 
buds. The court characterized this 
as an “ Injury without damage” — 
and dismissed the case.

Of course, mere money is not 
the crucial test. A man’s claim 
for a single penny won a respect­
ful hearing in the trial court and 
two appellate courts, with scholar­
ly opinions being written by three 
justices. But that case involved 
not only the penny but also the 
interpretation of a new tax law.

In short, the law does care even 
about trifles—if there is a prin­
ciple at stake. But there really 
must be a principle, not just pique. 
As the court said to Farmer Paul:

“ The law should hold out no in­
ducement to useless or vindictive 
litigation.”
