from County ASCS Committee

SUBSTITUTE CROPS ON
DIVERTED ACRES

USDA has announced that
farmers who take part in the 1965
feed grain and wheat programs
will have an opportunity to plant
substitute non-surplus crops on
diverted acres. The plantings on
wheat cropland can be done on
that acreage voluntarily below
the farm's effective 1965 allot-
ment.

The substitute crops eligible
under the 1965 programs are guar,
sesame, Safflower, sunflower, cas-
tor beans, W. plus mus-
tard seed on feed grain acreage.

If safflower or flaxseed is plant-
ed on the diverted acreage, no
diversion payment will be avail-
able for that acreage; where other
substitute crops are planted on
the diverted acreage, the diver-
sion payment will be reduced.
FEED GRAIN SIGNUP

The signup for the 1965 feed
grain program is now under way
and will continue through March
26. Wheat growers who signed up
last fall may also modify their
program intentions until the clos-
ing date except that such grow-
ers do not have the option of
signing up to overplant and store
the excess wheat.

Advance payments are now
available to growers signing up
to participate in the feed grain
program. This payment will rep-
resent one half of the estimated
total diversion payment to be
earned under the 1965 program.
The rest of the diversion payment
and all of the price support earned
under the program will be made
next fall,

1965 COTTON PROGRAM

The signup for this program
started February 8 and will con-
tinue through March 26 also. As
previously announced, operators
of small farms—where plantings
need not be reduced below the
farm allotment in order to par-
ticipate in the domestic allotment
program—do not need to sign up
in order to qualify for payment.

On larger farms, however—
where the domestic allotment is
less than the effective allotment—
an intention to participate must
be filed before March 26. Ad-
vance payments are available to
farmers who sign-up and request
such payments.

agriculture is our
greatest success story, and in
recognition also of the fact that
our free enterprise system is best
exemplified by the family farm.
Congress has not enacted farm
programs as a handout, as ‘wel-
fare programs. The purpose has
been to assist that segment of
our economy most vulnerable to
the abuses of industrialized seg-
ments to attain and maintain fair
levels of income. And yet, each
passing election returns to the
House and Senate fewer and
fewer members with any real
comprehension of the meaning,
worth, and problems faced by our
farmers. The shift of population
has shifted representation to the
cities and suburbs and away from
rural America. In the 89th Con-
gress, fewer than one-third of
my colleagues in the House of
Representatives speak for dist-
ricts in which more than half
the population is classed as
“rural.”

The farmers, and the folks who
supply their goods in nearby cit-
jes and towns, are suffering a loss
of voice in Congress and in their
State legislatures. Recent Su-
preme Court rulings on legisla-
tive apportionment hasten this
trend. As I have in the past, I
urge all of my friends in agri-
culture to be well aware of these
shifts and to recognize that fights
on behalf of the farmer are be-
coming more and more difficult
to win in Congress. The days of
the famous Congressional “tarm
bloc” of the 1930's are dead and
gone— and Congress is now dom-
inated by the “big city bloc” with
little sympathy or understanding
for our rural people.

Thomas Jefferson called farm-
ers “the chosen people of God.”
I wish that more of our fellow
Americans could see farmers in
that light, could appreciate the
wonderful bounty in food they

“Don’t let them sell us out!” a
Panhandle farmer wrote to me

recently. Like many of our
people, he senses a developing
crisis in American agriculture.
The crisis is developing because
more and more non-farm Ameri-
cans apparently are becoming
convinced that the United States
can get along very well without

farmers. We are told that farm-
ers as we have known them are

not needed, that flesh-and-blood

the Nation's farming areas.

The exodus from the farms of
America has been going on for a
generation. In 1940, there were
6,350,000 farms in our country,
Now there are 3,500,000 farms.
In ten years, the number of agri-
cultural workers employed and
the number of farms in the U. S.
have declined by almost a third
and the decline in farm num-'
bers has been mostly in small
farms. In the past decade well

over half of the rural coun-
