As I dropped off the hill I could

A dropped
match on a little bed of dry grass
can grow into a blazing inferno in a
matter of seconds, The hot dry
conditions we have had for the last
month and a half have made the area
and state a tinder box just waiting
to be lit.

Time To Control Hickory Shuckworm

And Pecan Weevil

By: Marty Gibbs, CEA-AG

This year's pecan crop will prob-
ably not be as bountiful as last
year. The hot, dry weather we've
been expericncing has stressed
many pecan trees and unless they
are being watered heavily, the nut-
lets are dropping.

Two insect of pecans will also
cause nutlets to drop prematurely if
not controlled during the month of
August. These pests are the hick-
ory shuckworm and the pecan wee-
vil.

Hickory shuckworm larvae fre-
quently cause severe injury to
pecans by feeding in shucks.

. Shucks stick to nuts and fail to

open thus increasing harvesting dif-
ficulty. The adult hickory shuck-
worm is a dark brown to grayish-
black moth about /3 inch long and
the larvae are white with a light

-brown head and about 3/8 inch

long. The larvae overwinter in
fallen pecan shucks.

Chemical control of hlckory
shuckworm larvae should be in
mid-August or as shells harden with
Diazinon or Liquid Seven (several
formulations). . Cultural measures
will aid in reducing population such
as plowing under shucks or remov
ing infested pecans culls at harvest.

The pecan weevil is a late season
pest which causes damage through
larvae feeding on the pecan kernel
primarily after the nut kernel has
hardened. The adult is a brownish
weevil about 3/8 inch long with a
snout as long as the body. The lar-
vae are white with reddish brown
heads which feed on the pecan ker-
nel. They will consume the kernel
completely and chew a hole in the
shell about 1/8 inch in diameter as
they emerge. Pecans with a history
of weevil damage should be treated
at gel stage or when shells begin to
harden and again 10 days to 2 weeks
