The charge, the first tiled since Walsh's position was created 1n
December, carries a maximum penalty upon conviction of five
years imprionment and a $250,000 fine.

AUSTIN (AP) — A state judge
ruled today in the climax of a
long, complicated school financ-
ing case that the state’s system
of funding public schools was un-
constitutional.

State District Judge Harley
Clark made the ruling at a crowd-
ed court session attended by
many school officials from
across the state.

In his decision, Clark said he
found no evidence presented dur-
Ing the trial or anything in the
law that spelled out ‘‘a compell-
Ing reason’’ that would justify
continued discrimination against

poorer school districts in receiv-
Ing financial aid from the state.

“If one district has more ac-
cess to funds than another
district, the wealthier one will
have the best ability to fulfill the
needs of its students,”” Clark
said.

Under the present distribution
of combined local and state
funds, students in poorer
districts don’t have as good a
chance for a quality education as
those 1n wealthier districts, the
judge said

Texas Education Commis-
sioner William Kirby said the

state will appeal

“We remain firmly convinced
that Texas’ system of public
school finance meets the con-
stitutional test of equity,”” Kirby
said.

“This lengthy trial has pointed
out that there are some
discrepancies between the very
poorest and the very wealthiest
school districts in the state. For
the vast majority, however, equi-
ty exists. The few districts that
comprise the extremes of the
wealth and the poverty should
not cause the entire system of
school finance to be deemed un-

J.C. Penney plans move to Dallas

NEW YORK (AP) — Efforts by
city officials to keep the head-
quarters of the J.C. Penney Co. In
New York have failed and the
company will relocate to Dallas,
city officials said.

The company would not com-
ment on the reported move and
telephone calls Tuesday and ear-
ly today to the home and office of
a Penney spokesman, Harvey
McCormick, were not returned.

About 4,000 people working at
Penney’s 45-story midtown tower
would be affected.

The move had been rumored
for two years. City officials who
negotiated with Penney for
several months in an effort to
keep the headquarters in New
York said the loss of so many jobs
would cost the city millions in In-
come tax revenues but would not
lead to a contraction of the local
economy which has been expan-
ding.

‘“Even with these moves, we
have experienced substantial job
growth this year,” the deputy
mayor for finance and economic
development, Alair A. Townsend,
said. ‘‘And that comes on top of
the increase in jobs we had last
year, about 64,000."”

shifting its headquarters to
Virginia over the next three
years. The American Telephone
and Telegraph Co. had started,
but then suspended, a move of
most of its headquarters staff to
New Jersey last month.

The latest exodus of major cor-
porations differs from the wave
of relocations that shook the city
in the 1960s and early '70s as they
come at a time of economic
growth and declining local and
State taxes.

The latest relocations are the
result of turmoil in specific 1n-
dustries, such as oil, retailing
and communications, rather than

from declining city services.

Departing companies also posi-
tion themselves to earn
substantial profits from their
headquarters buildings, proper-
ties that have grown tenfold in
value since 1977, The New York
Times noted in today’s editions.

Penney has seen its earnings as
a retailer stagnate, while the
value of its headquarters
building at Sixth Avenue and
52nd Street has soared. The
Times said the company In-
dicated to consultants working on
the move that it would either sell
or lease its 24-year-old tower
after the move to Texas.

“‘despite the rigorous efforts of
the independent counsel to pro-
tect possible prosecutions, grants
of immunity to central figures in
the investigation might preclude
future prosecution of those In-
dividuals.”

The Senate and House Iran-

to 13 people — including Poindex-
ter — to compel them to testify.

‘I was conscious that if PTL 1s
to make it, (it's) got to have a
new face, new direction, new ad-
ministration, everything new,
Falwell, the board's chairman,
said Tuesday night on ABC News
“Nightline

Falwell, the founder of Moral
Majority and a TV evangelist.
was to be host of today's "PTL
Club’’ show

In its five-hour meeting at
PTL's Heritage USA complex,

the board decided that Bakker
and his wife, Tammy, wouid no
longer receive salaries or
bonuses, Falwell told a news con-
ference. The Bakkers reportedly
were paid $1.6 million in salary
and bonuses last year.

The 500,000-member PTI.
which stands for People That
[.ove or Praise The Lord, 1s at
least $50 million in debt, Falwell
said. Attorneys will help settle
royalties the Bakkers earn from
sales of records and other items.

The board’s éxecutive commit-
tee will investigate allegations by
the Rev. John Ankerberg, a TV
evangelist, that Bakker was In-
volved with prostitues and
homosexuals, Falwell said. He
sald Bakker, who has denied the
charges, will be allowed to ‘‘face

Colleagues vow
to stand firm

MATAGALPA, Nicaragua
(AP) — American colleagues of
the Oregon engineer Kkilled by
U.S.-backed Contra rebels today
blamed the Reagan administra-
tion for his death and reaffirmed
their commitment ‘‘to stand
alongside the Nicaraguan peo-
ple "

The body of 27-year-old Ben-
jamin Ernest Linder, 27, of
Portland, arrived in this provin-
cial capital early today, his coffin
carried by four men from the
village more than 20 miles away
where he was slain Tuesday

Linder was the first American
volunteer working on behalf of
the Sandinistas to be killed by the
Contras 1n the rebels’ 5-year-old
guerrilla campaign against the
leftist government

Nicaraguan accused the

Reagan administration of
criminal responsibility for his
death

Nicaraguan officials said Con-
tra rebels killed Linder and two
Sandinista militiamen 1n an at-
tack 1n the northern village of La
Camaleona 1n neighboring
Jinotega province, where the
rebels have been increasingly ac-
tive in recent months,

Linder was working on the con-
struction of a small hydroelectric
plant in the village 85 miles nor-
theast of Managua

An American acquaintance of
Linder said he usually carred an
assault nfle ‘“‘for protection’
when he ventured outside the
village, but did not know if he had
the gun with him Tuesday. One
report said he was unarmed at
the time of the Contra raid.

About 50 foreign volunteers,
most of them Americans, paid
last respects at the office of the
presidential delegate 1n
Matagalpa, where Linder's coffin
was placed

Lowering of bond approved

AUSTIN (AP) — Texaco Inc.,
which lost a multibillion-dollar
battle with Pennzoil in the Texas
courts, has won a round in the
Texas Legislature.

The Senate Jurisprudence
Committee voted 4-3 Tuesday iIn
favor of a bill that would lower
the bond Texaco must post to ap-
peal.

The committee’s decision came
after Texaco chairman Alfred C.
DeCrane Jr. testified that the bill
sponsored by Sen. Carl Parker,
D-Port Arthur, was his com-
pany's only chance to emerge
quickly from bankruptcy pro-

ceedings.

DeCrane said the bill would
reduce to a maximum of $1
billion the bond his company
must post to appeal its $11 billion
loss to Pennzoil. Current law sets
that appeal bond at the size of the
judgment, or about $11 billion 1n
this case, he said.

‘“There is no absolute
assurance that even with this
legislation Texaco would be able
to emerge from bankruptcy
before this matter is finally
handled,’’ DeCrane said.

‘““But without relief such as that
provided by (the bill) there is no

Survey shows strong support for

checkoff program among producers

Beet producers strongly sup-
port the $1 beef checkoff pro-
gram, based on preliminary
results of a telephone survey con-
ducted by Decision/Making/-
Information of McLean, Va.

“The Beet Board commission-
ed this study to meet 1ts obliga-
tions to producers who pay the $1
checkotf,”” said Jo Ann Smith,
Chairman of the Beef Board.
“It’s important that the Beet
Board knows how producers feel
about the promotion, research
and information programs that
have been implemented. We also
need to know where and how pro-
ducers want us to invest their
dollars as the program enters 1ts
second year.

Lucille Sterling of Vincent
serves on the Beef Promotion and
Research Board. She recently
returned from the meeting In
Atlanta,Ga

Seventy percent of the 2,000
cattlemen, dairymen and veal
producers surveyed approve of
the checkoff program, while only
24 percent disapprove. The re-
maining six percent have no opi-
nion.

“The survey showed the main
reason this program is popular 1s
that producers recognize that (o
compete, they have (0 promote,

The survey also found that 79
percent ot those interviewed
have seen, read or heard beef
advertising in the last few mon-
ths.

Asked what they thought the
“single most important thing the
beet checkoff can do to increase
consumer demand for beef,”” 23
percent said more advertising,
and another 22 percent said
educating consumers about
beet’s nutritional value.

“What they really want out of
this 1s not relief from bankrupt-
cy. They want to go back and be
able to say, ‘Look, we were right.
Even the Texas Legislature
doesn’t trust the Texas courts to
set a fair bond,’ '’ Jamalil said.

“I don’t care how much per-
fume you can put on it, Sen.
Parker, you can’t take the stink
off it (the bill). There’s not
enough perfume in France to do
that,”’ he said.

In November 1985, a Houston
court awarded Pennzoil $10.5
billion in damages after deciding
that Texaco 1mproperly In-
terfered in Pennzoil’s agreement
to acquire a large stake in Getty
01l Co.

An appeals court subsequently
reduced that decision by $2
billion, but it let the judgment
stand.

Under current state law, a
defendant who loses a court judg-
ment generally must post a bond
in the full amount of the judg-
ment, plus interest, while he ap-
peals, lawmakers said.

The bill being considered would
allow a judge to determine what
would be adequate security dur-
Ing an appeal, and it would set a
maximum limit of $1 billion on

such bonds.
DeCrane testified before a
