In general, there should be less 
wind damage in fields this year 
than in years past, because of the 
fact that there is a fairly good 
stand and growth of wheat in 
most fields in the county, and at 
the same time there is soipe sub­
soil moisture which will keep the 
wheat crop alive; however, this is 
apt to create a sense of false sec­
urity and unless steps are taken 
to stop blowing as soon as it 
starts, there may be as serious 
wind erosion in the county as has 
been in the past two ycare. Farm­
ers generally are watching their 
fields much more closely and are 
working them to prevent wind 
damage, but everyone needs to be 
on the alert for the next few 
months until the danger of dust 
storms is well past.

The results shown by work 
done in 193G indicates that con-

| 64,292.7 measured acres of land
I were worked on the contour in 
Hansford County under the 19- 
30-37 Agricultural Conservation 
program. This acernge docs not 
include any of the emergency 
contour work done last spring. 
Including the emergency work the 
ncerage would total well over the 
100,000 mark.

7.G59.5 measured acres were 
terraced under the 193G-37 pro­
gram- This ncerage represents on­
ly a portion of the acres terraced 
in the county since quite a num­
ber of the terraces were not com­
pleted. Due to moisture and wea­
ther conditions some of the ter­
races were not completed as to 
the width and height required for 
Wheatland terraces. However, 
most of these terraces will be 
completed this year.

This practice of taking more 
thnn one year to complete ter­
races may often be the practical 
thing to do as well as an aconomi- 
cal practice.
